Newt Pendergrmss, ag'e 67, pio­
neer farmer of the Mayhill com­
munity was fatally shot from am­
bush Tuesday evening about 9:30 
o ’clock. A communication from 
the Brantley store at Mayhill re­
veals that Mr. Pendergrass was 
shot while in his garden, presum­
ably he was irrigating. One shot 
entered his head. An empty .32 
automatic revolver shell was found 
near the garden.

Early information from May­
hill indicated the officers had few 
clues to work on. Later informa­
tion says officers have been search­
ing for Tony Posey, a son-in-law. 
Officers here were notified to 
watch out for Posey, who was 
seen at midnight when he stop­
ped at a local cafe. He was said 
to have been traveling with two 
suit cases in a car.

Posey separated from his wife 
several months ago and had been 
working at Tularosa. While fam­
ily troubles probably resulted in 
the fatal shooting, the two men 
had had no previous difficulty so 
far as known. Pendergrass was 
known as a peaceful man. He 
moved from the upper Felix to the 
Mayhill section in 1915 and lived 
across the highway from the 
Brantley store.

Officers believe Posey has made 
his escape into Texas. So far as 
known he has not been apprehend­
ed. The story of the shooting as 
told to Martin Threet of Las 
Cruces, district attorney who in­
vestigated the shooting, differs 
in some respects to the report 
made to The Advocate in a tele­
phone call to the Brantley store 
at Mayhill. Posey has been link­
ed in the shooting by his former 
wife and Paul Pendergrass, son 
o f the slain man. The family they 
said had returned from church 
Tuesday night, when prowlers were 
heard around the house. Pender­
grass carried a lamp around the 
house and found no one. Return­
ing to the front of the house Pen­
dergrass turned the light on a 
weed patch and found Posey lying 
with a double bitted axe Pesicle 
him. Posey whipped out a re­
volver and shot Pendergrass in 
the mouth after being asked why 
he was there. Posey made his 
escape in the darkness.

THE N R A MOVEMENT
Soon the NRA movement will be well underway in this community. It matters little how 

enthusiastically we enter the nation wide move to aid in giving the unemployed an opportunity 
to avoid suffering and hunger through the winter months, but its how we keep our pledge to do 
our bit in the months that are to come. Some have entered this move because they fear economic 
boycott: others have entered it because it is the last desperate effort to pull us out of an economic 
mire. It isn’t a perfect plan by any means, but national leaders and right thinking citizens 
realize the seriousness of the situation and that something must be done, and done quickly to 
avoid internal strife.

Now isn’t a time to commercialize our patriotism or to try and reap a personal benefit 
by pasting our business and car windows with NRA stickers when we have no thought of attempt­
ing to comply with the regulations it may impose on us.

To comply with the NRA regulations will work a hardship on a number of our local em­
ployers. It may make hypocrites out of a few. It isn’t going to be easy for the remainder of us, 
but we have reached a point where we must undertake to give gainful employment to the needy 
during the cold months or part of them at least or else let those who are able to feed the hungry 
do so.

To make the plan a success isn’t up to the empfoyer any more than it is to the man who 
consumes the goods the employer sells or makes. The burden of supplying jobs for 6,000,000 
needy must be borne by the public and it isn’t right and just to shove an unjust burden on the 
shoulders of a few. Neither does it behoove the consumer or the employer to watch his pocket- 
book to the neglect of duty in this matter. It isn’t my job, it isn’t your job, but its our job 
to do our part.

While the NRA movement will not mean as much to a community the size o f Artesia as it 
will to the larger population centers, the immediate effects thus far will no doubt be sur­
prising to the public. A dozen representative business men at a Chamber o f Commerce board 
meeting Monday night said they had employed thirteen new men. These business men must 
have business and a legitimate profit to continue to do business.

A warning has been issued from

Important functions 
of the NRA organization will in­
clude two surveys o f the commun­
ity, one to determine the number

The other will be made 
with a view to determining how 
many persons have been re-employ­
ed. Roswell men, who came down 
to explain the provisions of the 
NRA and to answer questions con­
cerning the relation of business 
to the NRA stated that a recent 
survey made in Roswell revealed 
that 101 persons had been re-em­
ployed in Roswell since July 1st.

In the light of recent developiiienta, it i» apparent that the 
federal land banL at Vi ichita. Ransias, is seeking to feather its own 
nest at the expense of the taxpater. Congress passed an emer­
gency act. permitting the farm owner in distress to borrow money. 
The act was intended to aid the farmer regardless of where he was 
located. In a recent regulation we were told that loans on pump­
ing plants, in irrigated distriits and in drainage districts would be 
considered. The bank, at U ichita like man\ other banks over the 
Country has made some bad loans. It is evident that the bank 
officials hope to use funds under tiie emergency act to place the
existing loans in better shape and thus feather its own nest at the
expense of the farmer living in districts where federal farm loans 
have not hitherto been made available. Despite the fact that Fe- 
(.08 valley farms showed the highest net returns of any section of 
tlie Wichita district for the year 1932. which in round figures was 
approximately S4.25 per acre againt an average of S l.lU  for the 
remainder of the district, the Wichita office savs our section is ex­
tremely hazardous, the decision being based on an old engineer's 
report.

The truth is that the Wichita office isn't going to place an
emergecy loan in the valley unless its hand is forced. It will place
all emergency loan money on its already overloaded loans to make 
a good showing with the Washington land office. There are in­
stances where farmers holding delinquent federal loans, have been 
granted money under the emergency act to take care of the federal 
loan interest and principal, on loans made which under the present 
valuation would be excessive. Based on present day valuation many 
of the federal loans on which the emergency loan has been made 
ran be considered an outright dole, but what is an outright dole, if 
the W ichita office and other land banks over the country ran take 
the S200,0U0,UUU allowed under the emergency act and make their 
t'wn loans good once more?

F R E E  T E X T  B O OKS 
D IS C U S S E D  FRIDAY

Explanation o f free texts distrib­
ution and discussion of the com­
ing year’s work was mingled Fri­
day at Santa Fe at the meeting 
o f county school superintendents 
with denunciation o f the 20 mill 
levy limit.

The future of upwards o f 150,- 
000 school children rested in the 
discussions— what they were to 
study and how. It was announced 
that several municipalities and 
counties had decided on what free 
texts would be used for the year, 
to be distributed by the state.

Oscar Moore, in charge of the 
distribution, explained the meth­
od to be used, his list showed Ed­
dy, Roosevelt, Curry, Union, Dona 
Ana and Socorro counties have 
selected the Laidlaw readers, a 
sufficient supply of which will be 
furnished to equip each child of 
the primer and first three grades. 
Municipalities selecting the Laid­
law were: Carlsbad, Vaughn, Be- 
len, Dawson, East Las Vegas and 
Hot Springs.

Vernon O. Tolle, told the meet­
ing adoption of the 20-miII levy 
limit by voters September 19th 
would play havoc with the school 
system. Opposing any limitation 
on property taxes, he said if the 
amendment is adopted that Berna­
lillo county will be able to have 
schools only three months.

Mrs. Georgia L. Lusk, state 
school superintendent, who called 
the meeting, explained some of 
the plans for the coming year.

CHICAGO, Illinois —  Slaughter 
of 5,UO0,00O hogs, give the meat 
to the unemployed, add $55,000,- 
00 to the farmers’ income and in­
crease the price of pork 25 to 30 
per cent— that in brief was the 
com-hog plan announced Friday 
by Secretary of Agriculture Wal­
lace.

He told several thousand farm­
ers in the court of states at the 
Century of Progress exposition 
the plan was a deliberate attempt 
to “ change the economic facts” 
and give the com  and hog farm­
er “ his share of the national in­
come.”  He said the new deal for 
the farmer would be put into ef­
fect immediately and completed 
by October 1.

The secretary, a native of Iowa, 
said the government would buy 
heavily enough to reduce the fall 
supply o f pork by 16 per cent 
and would pay more than the pres­
ent market prices.

The terms of the plan, as he 
presented it, were:

The government would buy 
enough pigs, light hogs and sows 
due to farrow in the fall to re­
move from the markets between 
600,000,000 and 750,000,000 pounds 
of live pork. This would be done 
“ as rapidly and effectively as 
possible,”  and the farmers would 
be paid prices “ which encourage 
co-operation.”

To pay for the hogs and the 
butchering a processing tax of 
“considerably less than s cent s 
pound” must be levied, to raise 
about $55,000,000.

Race, nation­
ality, build, married or single, fat 
or thin, rich or poor, laborer or 
white collar man—all these affect 
the average length of life in 
America.

The female is longer lived than 
t)»e male by 2 to 4 years; the na­
tive bom American lives 2 to 16 
years longer than the immigrant; 
the white collar man lives 5 years 
longer than the manual laborer. 
Clergymen live longer than doc­
tors or lawyers; metal miners 
live ten years less than the aver­
age.

Divorced people show an excep­
tionally short expectancy of life. 
And married people live longer 
than bachelors or spinsters. "The 
advantage enjoyed by married peo­
ple is partly due to selection,” 
says Dr. Dublin. “ In other words, 
people who are normal and well- 
organized physically are much 
more likely to marry than those 
who are not. Furthermore, mar- 
liage seems to be definitely bene­
ficial. ’This is clearly shown by 
the fact that those who arc re­
leased from the marital protec­
tion—that is, widowers, widows 
and the divorced—show definitely 
1 .ver expectation of life than 
those for whom marriage contin­
ues. Among divorced people there 
is considerable mental disease, 
maladjustment to life and steril­
ity.”

Americans today can look for­
ward to living twice as long as 
their forefathers did 160 years 
ago, when the average span of 
life was only 35 years. During 
the 19th century living conditions 
improved rapidly, science advanced 
and life became less hazardous. 
By 1860 the average length of 
life was 40 years, and by 1900 it 
had increased to 48 years. In the 
past 30 years, however, the most 
rapid strides of all have occurred 
and the average length o f life has 
increased from 48 to 61 years.

Antarctic Discovered
by American Explorers

Commander Charles Wilkes In ' 
command of the American exploring ' 
expedition in Antarctic waters flrit i 
sighted land January 10, 1840. Cap­
tain D’Urville In command of a 
French expedition sighted a high 
mass thought to have been land cov­
ered with snow on the same day. Ac­
tual land was not seen by the French 
until January 22, says Pathfinder 
Magazine.

Other explorers give full credit 
to Wilkes especially In view of tha 
fact that D'Urville did not drop a 
day from his calendar when cross­
ing the one hundred and eightieth 
meridian to make the time corre­
spond with the eastern hemisphere, 
making the actual date of his see­
ing anything January 20. Tha 
United States has claim to the con­
tinent. as international law recog­
nises discovery aa the prime test of 
ownership. If any question to the 
validity of the claim should arise it 
would probably be settled by Inter­
national arbitration. No trace of 
man or land animals haa ever been 
discovered.

Alckemitlt Aided Scieaca
Alchemy, the forerunner of the 

modem science of chemistry, was re­
sponsible for many of the basic 
facts known to chemists of the pres­
ent The alchemists labored, how­
ever, In a forlorn cause, for they 
sought to turn basic metals Into gold | 
and silver, but despite their best 
methods, they never succeeded. They | 
employed a red preparation known 
aa philosophers' stone which, they 
believed, would. If melted together 
with the baser metals, produce gold, 
while a white preparation was sup­
posed to produce silver. This same 
magical substance was also given 
wide medical powers by the super­
stitious and was a sort of cure-all 
forerunner of some of our modern 
cure-alls. The work of the alchem­
ists mystified the populace and they 
were often suspected of possessing 
the powers of a wizard. Most of the 
ruling houses of the early centuries 
had alchemists attached to the royal 
household.

Firefly’s Illumination
Puzzles the Scientists

Once It was thought that plio* 
phorus was the cause of the lu­
minosity of the firefly and Its larva, 
the glow-work, and the phenomenon 
was called phosphoreacence.

But the auliaiaiice of the luminous 
zones of these curious beetles has 
many times been exhaustively au- 
alyzed for phosphorus, without an 
indication of its being found, and 
the real nature of the flrelly's glow 
remains a secret.

Tlie key to the solution seems to 
lie In the fact that curious fats, oils I 
and other substances exhibit lu­
minosity when permitted to combine 
with oxygen In an alkaline solution. 
Just what takes place here la not 
known, hut It is a form of combus­
tion. In laboratory experiments the 
contact also pr<Mluces a measurable 
■mount of heat, wlille in the firefly 
and In luminous tislies and plants 
It does not apis-ur to do so.

The ligbt-prodiicing organs of the 
firefly are uni|iie.stionably arranged 
to bring abont this union of oxygen 
and a fatty aecretlon. The seat of 
the light Is Intensely luminous 
areas located In the abdomen or 
thorax. Each Is a si>eclalized por­
tion of the fat Isidy, a plate situated 
directly beneath the skin, and sup­
plied with nerves and fine tubes con­
necting the trachea or windpipe.

The cells of tliese fatty placet se­
crete, under the control of the nerv­
ous system, a substance which la 
burned during the appearance of 
light. This combustion takes place 
by means of the oxygen conveyed to 
the cells by tlie fine tracheal 
branches.

Porcupine Does Not Hurl
Quills at Its Enemies 

That s porcupine throws its 
quills Is s common error, made by 
Longfellow in his poem “Hia­
watha” when he said; "From a hol­
low tree the hnlgehog. With hla 
sleepy eye looked at him. Shot his 
shining quills like arrows.”  The 
quills are loosely Inserted In the skin 
and may be detached by a violent 
shaking of the body or by contact 
with other objects. When attacked 
the porctipine thnishee about active­
ly with Ita tall, often canaing qullla 
to be detached and embedded In 
the flesh of the attacker. John Bur­
roughs says; “Touch his tall and 
like ■ trap It springs np and atrlkea 
your, hand full of qullla. The tall 
Is the active weapon of defense; 
with this the animal strikes. It la 
the outpost that delivers Its fire be­
fore the citadel la reached. It la 
doubtleaa this fact that haa given 
rise to the popular notion that the 
porcupine can shoot Ita qullla, which. 
If course. It cannot do.”

WIM Flewera Lika Ligkl
Most flowers need lots of light for 

their blosBomtng. For this reason 
there are fewer wlld-flowera to be 
found In ■ woods composed largely 
of beech trees than In an oak woods. 
Owing to the way In which Ita leavss 
art cut a great deal more light fli­
ers between the leaves and branches 
of the oak than la the ceee with the 
beech.
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Runwiag Water Not Always Pure
That running water pnrlflea Itself 

la one of onr oldest sanitary axioroa 
—and yet the auKsestlon It carrlee 
Is entirely wrong, says “ How to 
Live.” Standing water purifies it- 
•elf to a much greater degree and 
In a shorter time. Pollution con­
sists almost entirely of solid mate­
rial In particles of various sizes. In 
quiet water these particles settle 
3ut. carrying most of the germs with 
them. Running streams keep them­
selves constantly stirred up and any 
pollution they receive la carried for 
a long time. It Is not wise, there­
fore, to trust water that cornea from 
a pretty spring or waterfall The 
only safe principle la not to drink 
from country supplies at all, or. If 
ihls cannot be avoided, to do so only 
after the water has been boiled.

Prekifterlc Burial Place
A prehistoric cemetery, which Is 

believed to be four or five thousand 
yeara old, haa been discovered at 
Asnleree, on the outskirts of Parla. 
Workman, digging the foundations 
for a new building, found In s bed 
ef sand snonnous blocks of stone 
and human bonea Many complete­
ly foaslliied bones have been dug 
»ut and dsposlted at the Malria One 
interesting point about the discovery 
la that It ahowa the care with which 
our prehistoric anceatora bnrted 
their dead. One block of sandstone, 
weighing nearly two tons.

SANTA FE— In the belief that 
Secretary of the Interior Ickes 
does not fully understand the com­
plicated situation arising out of 
his recent fence removal order, the 
democratic administration In the 
state is making every effort with­
in its power to have this order 
rescinded.

While the interior secretary Is 
carrying out provisiotu of a law 
passed nearly 50 years ago, the 
fact that New Mexico by special 
order has heretofore bevn exempt 
from this law, should entitle the 
state to special consideration at 
this time.

Land Commissioner Frank Ves- 
ely, acting with advice and en­
couragement of Governor Arthur 
Seligman, has appealed to Louis 
Howe, secretary to President 
Roosevelt, to intercede with Sec­
retary Ickes in behalf o f the state. 
An appeal to Mr. Ickes personally 
was denied on the contention that 
the order was based on law and 
the law should apply equally thru- 
out the public domain.

Definite figures on number of 
miles of fence involved are not 
available, but G. G. Bywater, in 
charge of removal, states that 
there are over 300 miles of such 
fences. The administration, should 
it fail in having the order can­
celled altogether, will attempt to 
have the public domain withdrawn 
from entry of all kinds, except 
mineral, until congress meets and 
is given opportunity to provide 
adequate relief for local stockmen. 
The state will carry the fight di­
rectly to President Roosevelt in 
case Mr. Howe is unable to ob­
tain relief requested through Sec­
retary Ickes.

The Ickes order requires that all 
fences enclosing public domain be 
taken down.

In New Mexico many of the 
large pastures contain one or 
more sections of public domain, 
but miles of fence might nave to 
be removed in order to leave this 
one isolated section of public do­
main unfcnced.

COUNTIES MUST MAKE
EFFORT FOR CH.ARITY

SANTA FE— Every effort must 
be made by counties for charity 
before winter, or a special session 
of the legislature is inevitable. 
Governor Arthur Seligman has re­
iterated.

Some weeks ago the governor 
pointed out the conditions and he 
.said then the legislature would 
have to be called if something was 
not done. Thursday, after confer­
ence with Miss Margaret Reeves, 
director of child welfare he re­
newed the position.

Some counties have not been 
levying the full half mill for in­
digent funds as provided by law. 
In fact only four counties have. 
They are Grant, Santa Fe, Chaves 
and Bernalillo. There was a reduc­
tion in Dona Ana county and all 
other counties remained at the 
same figure as last year.

Seligman said Wa.shington was 
insisting each state do its utmost.

(Code ’31, Chapter XI, Section

“ Parents, guardians, and persons 
having control of children subject

Consumers of farm products 
are to be furnished, in the near 
future, with weekly reports from 
the government on the reasons 
for any commodity price increases, 
and with information on who is 
getting the additional money. Field 
workers o f the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture and the U. S. De­
partment of Labor are to gather 
and report price figures, while the 
Washington agencies tabulate and 
analyze them, Dr. Frederic C. 
Howe, consumers’ counsel for the 
agricultural administration, has 
announced. Dr. Howe intends to 
release the information on prices 
through the press, radio and spec­
ial reports to groups and individ­
uals.

The field staffs of the two de­
partments will gather retail prices 
on bread, milk, meat and other 
food, in 50 cities and from more 
than 1,000 stores. In the depart­
ment offices at Washington the 
prices will be checked and the por­
tion that the farmer is receiving 
for raw materials will be deter­
mined. The reports will abo cover 
any price increases resulting from 
the payment of higher wages and 
new employment, and will Include 
any changes in prices of manufac­
tured or other commodities that 
farmers buy. The latter Item will 
provide an index of the buying 
power of the farmer.

“ Farmers have too long been 
getting a small return for their 
labor in feeding us,” Dr. Howe de­
clared. “ We are trying to Increase 
their pay. At the same time we 
are going to do what we can to 
see that the consumers are pro­
tected at a time when the admin­
istration is trying to pull farmers 
and workers out of what President 
Roosevelt has called the ‘economic 
heir they have been living in for 
four years.

“ Many of the manufacturers 
and distributors have declared their 
readiness to play fairly and

squarely with the administration 
in its efforts, while consumers are 
beginning to organize to Insure 
fair dealing. In scores of cities 
in the last couple o f weeks. Con­
sumers’ Councils have been fornied, 
in many instances at the suggest­
ion of the mayor. They are non­
political and reflect consumers’ 
interests. With these representa­
tive groups we will co-operate to 
the utmost.”

The aphis, leaf hopper and leaf 

roller are causing very serious 
damage to grape vines and other 
vines around the house and flow­
ers. Spraying should be done to 
control these insects and either of 
the following sprays will be found 
effective, says W. A. Wunsch, 
county extension agent:

No. 1— 1 ounce pyrethium, 1 
ounce laundry soap, 1 gallon water, 
use soft water if possible.

No. 2— 1 ounce black leaf forty, 
1 ounce laundry soap, 1 gallon 
water. U.se soft water if possible.

If no pressure spray is available 
this can be used in the ordinary 
fly spray. Spraying in the eve­
ning when it is quiet is most ef­
fective a.s the insects are hiding 
under the leaves and thus this 
kills most of them. By adding 
one ounce of lead arsenate this 
spray will be complete for both 
aphis and eating insects. It must 
be remembered that lead arsenate 
is poisonous and that if children 
are around or chickens are eating 
the leaves it should not be used.

Corn Preserved With Salt

This is a suggestion for those 
people who do not have a pres­
sure cooker but who wish to pre­
serve com  other than by drying.

Select com in the roasting ear 
stage. Blanch in boiling water 
for ten minutes. Cold dip. Cut 
whole grains from the cob with 
sharp knife. To each six cups 
o f com add one cup o f salt. Pack 
jars or crocks with layer of com 
and then a layer of salt until jar 
is filled. There is no need to 
seal the jar, but care must be 
taken that com is covered with 
the brine.

To prepare for table use, soak 
com several hours in cold water. 
Change water a sufficient number 
of times until all the salt Is re­
moved.

W’hen canning string beans the 

beans should be picked In the 
morning while fresh and should 
be canned as soon as possible. 
Many people make the mistake 
of washing the soil o ff  the beans 
and rinsing the beans in the water 
and then pouring o ff the water. 
This should not be done as many 
times soil will remain in the bot­
tom of the vessel and might get 
into the jars. The beans should 
be taken out with a spoon or the 
hands and rer.ioved from the ves­
sel in which they were washed 
and placed in another vessel for 
stringing and paring. They should 
be pre-cooked for about five min­
utes then placed in jars and pro­
cessed for 40 minutes.

Jelly
Good jelly can be made from 

many fruit juices, says W. A. 
Wunsch, county extension agent, 
if one understands the principles 
involved in jelly making and care­
fully follows them.

To make good jelly, one must 
have a fruit juice that contains 
the proper kind and amount of 
acid and right amount of pectin, 
sugar in the proper proportion to 
pectin and acid, and proper cook­
ing. If fruits are gather^ during 
bright, clear weather, fruits con­
tain less moisture and more pec­
tin than when gathered in damp 
weather.

One excellent means o f increas­
ing both the acid and pectin is to 
add the juice from tart apples to 
the juice that is lacking in one 
or both factors. Pectin can also 
be obtained by boiling the white 
inner portion of orange peel and 
straining it. Home made pectin 
extract may be added in the pro­
portion of H to H cup to one 
cup of juice. Commercial pectin 
is available in both liquid and 
powder forms.

If acid is needed, the juice from 
tart apples, green grapes, or from 
citrus ft aits, especially lemon juice 
may be used. One tablespoon of 
lemon juice can be added to one 
cup of other fruit juice.

The amount o f sugar needed is 
determined by the amount o f pec­
tin present rather than by the 
volume of juice. The less the

jo Indian’s token of good omen, 
favorable weather conditions and 
good times.

The blue eagle, according to re­
ports received here, was design­

ed by Charles T. Coiner, industrial 
artist, after a close study of books 
and drawings borowed from the 
Indian bureau in Washington. 
Coiner, himself, is undeastood to 
have admitted the blue eagle is 
the ancient American Indian em­
blem which had its true origin 
ameng the Indians of New Mexico 
and Arizona and is particularly 
prominent in the life of the Nava­
jo.

Gen. Johnson selected the Coin­
er design after none of the em­
blems had plea.sed him.

Because of the artist’s selec­
tion of the Navajo design. New 
Mexico can lay full claim to the 
origin of the blue eagle.

proportion of sugar used to pec­
tin the tougher the jelly, but the 
greater proportion the softer jelly.

To determine the amount o f pec­
tin present, put a tablespoon of 
cold fruit juice into a glass and 
add to it a tablespoon o f de­
natured alcohol. If a thick, gela­
tinous precipitate forms, the Juice 
contains a good deal of pectin. If 
it is a solid mass, one cup of 
sugar may be used for each cup 
of juice. If the mass is slightly 
broken, it is better to use \  cup 
of sugar for each cup of juice. If 
only a small amount of precipi­
tate forms, H as much sugar as 
juice is advisable. If only flecks 
of precipitate are formed, pectin 
should be added. Watch the test 
carefully as alcohol dissolves pec­
tin in a short time.

Epsom salts may be used in a 
similar way as the denatured al­
cohol but the test is not as satis­
factory and will not work for 
grape juice. To use, mix together 
one teaspoon of cooked fruit juice, 
one-half teaspoon of sugar and 
‘4 teaspoon of epsom salts. Stir 
until all are dissolved and let 
stand fifteen minutes. If the mix­
ture seta into jelly within this 
time, it is a good jellying juice.

After the sugar is added boil 
the juice vigorously. Stir well 
to keep it from scorching. When 
the jelly is finished, the juice 
drops o ff  the spoon in a sheet. 
Pour it quickly into hot sterile 
glasses within inch of the top. 
When the jelly is set, fill up the 
glass with hot paraffin. Put on 
the lids. Wipe glasses, label and 
store.

Tough jelly is caused by using 
too little sugar for the amount of 
pectin.

Gummy jelly is caused by over­
cooking, as long cooking tends to 
destroy the jelly-making power of 
the pectin.

Cloudiness may be caused by 
straining through too thin a cloth, 
by squeezing the jelly bag, by not 
skimming thoroughly, or by allow­
ing the jelly to cool slightly be­
fore it is poured into the glasses. 
To avoid crystals in grape jelly 
the juice may be canned and the 
jelly made during the winter.

"Hansom Cab*' Inrentor
W at Popular Architect

In 1833 Joseph Aloyslua Hansom 
registered an Invention with tha 
British patent office—the drawings 
and model of “a one-horse, two 
wheel, aafety vehicle"—and soon 
found a manufacturer for the ar­
ticle. So great waa the demand 
that In 1840 he disposed of Ms pat­
ent at $.50,000. The patent was to 
become known all over the world aa 
the "hansom cab."

Hansom was bom In York In 1808, 
and waa educated ae an architect, 
and when ho died, June 29, 1882, 
and was buried at the Oiurch of St 
Thomas of Canterbury, Fullbam, 
London, he had been eeveral tlmee 
declared a bankrapt, but had nevar- 
thelese managed to design Impor­
tant buildings all over England, 
notably St Asaph’s college, Darling­
ton convent, St Walpurge’a at Prea- 
ton, and Plymouth cathedral aa well 
aa churches at Ryde, Dalkeith, 
Leeds RIpon, Acomb and Mancha»' 
tar.

The First Congress of the Unlte4 

States convened March 4, 1788. Os 
February 20, 1702, It passed an acl 
to reorganize the post oltloe system 
and to extend franking privllegee t« 
meuiliera of congress. The Second 
congress provided that "letter car­
riers are to he employed at such 
post offices as the postmaster gen­
eral may direct, for delivery of let- 
tera, who may collect on each lettei 
two cents, unless persons lodge In 
the post office a request that theli 
letters be not delivered." The data 
was May 8. 1704, and the act waa 
not repealed until 1872.

'It' 
was composed by Capt. Rouget de j 
Lisle, a young artillery officer, while < 
quartered In Strasbourg In 1702. He 
wrote it one winter evening, and 
sang It the next morning to a group 
of friends at the home of Baroo 
Dietrich, mayor of the city. It 
stirred the furor of patriotism 
whenever It was played or sung. 
The Insurgents of the French revo­
lution assembled at Marseilles 
marched on Paris to Its strains, and 
chanted It during the attack on the 
Tullleriee.
