The 517
wells in the state produced an
average of 83.91 barrels per day,
compared with 43 barrels in Cali-
fornia, the next highest, and 31
in Michigan, the third highest.

Experience of |
recent months should be warning to congress that industrial
harmony cannot be advanced by legislative edict. |

Fundamentally, the public is in sympathy with any move that

i to improve conditions among workers, for the simple
reason that the vast majority of us are workers. But public
sympathy cools quickly when it is revealed that strikers have quit
their jobs because they were not granted a 30-hour week, or
because they resented handling some product that was not made
entirely by union labor, or for various other reasons that collapse
when subjected to sane reasoning.

It is astonishing to observe that leaders in many of the current
strikes readily admit they are communists—the astonishing part
being that American workers will listen to these avowed agitators.

The average citizen who is usually a taxpayer may be inclined
to feel that the trouble with strikes in other parts of the country
are foreign to him and that his welfare cannot be affected. At|
this point it might be interesting to mention we understand a state
appropriation has been included in the state budget for $96,000.
The $96,000 item, which must be borne by the state taxpayers, will
come a little closer home and should make the citizens more anxious |
to see the settlement of a strike whether they occur in our own state
or within a state across the continent.

With the shooting down of Dillinger like a mad coyote by
federal officers, officers over a large portion of the United States|
will breathe a sigh of relief. No one of these knew when he
intercepted a suspicious outfit on the highways but that an auto-|

matic or a machine gun might bark to end his career. |

There are in the southwest a number of desperate criminals|
running loose. So the danger to peace officers is not abated very |
greatly in this part of the country. Dillinger made one sortie out |
this way and got caught. He was not likely to have made anotherl
trip. But there are a number of men just as desperate as he was. !

Our legal procedure and other factors develop criminals in the|
United States. The Dillingers, the Barrows, and other such criminals |
meet their just dues in time and a comparatively short time at
that, but there are understudies always coming on—a new crop of
criminals each year. We are training hundreds of them in our
penal institutions. True sociologists can probably put their finger
on the trouble, but to apply suggested remedy is something else.
There is too great a connection between political graft and crime
to get the proper changes without a great popular upheaval.—
Alamogordo News.

The news bulletin which was

This special bulletin is being
sent out due to some recent
changes and also as a semi-

annual summary of your chamber’s
achievements,

The change mentioned refers to
relief work. For about ten years
our local relief has been handled
by a committee responsible to
the Chamber of Commerce. Since
the federal government has as-
sumed this burden they have asked
that a new committee composed
of representatives of the different
civic bodies be appointed—one by
each local organization.

To comply with this request the|
chamber released its welfare com-
mittee and reappointed E. B.
Bullock who has been chairman
of the welfare committee to con-
in the

new committee,

In the recent past so much of
the manager’s time has been
allocated to the relief work, some
may question if there is a real
need for the chamber to continue
to function as such. The answer
is two-fold:

First on the basis of need—

There must be some kind of a
clearing house for local people
and organizations through which
contacts can be made and object-
ives achieved if our community is
to hold the vantage already at-
tained. The day never passes but
what some person or organization
calls upon the chamber to assist
them in some service in which
the community is vitally in+
terested.

Notwithstanding the fact the
chamber has devoted the major
portion of its time to the welfare
work for some time, it has worked

‘out many worth while objectives

for the benefit of our community

|as herewith listed.

Summary of services rendered:
The chamber has secured the
continuation of a branch office
of the national reemployment of-
fice for Artesia at an annual cost
of $240.00. ‘
The new welfare office calls

debts in the past five months
amounting to $240.00.

,SEED ARE VERY SLIM

New Mexico has, in recent
years, produced some of the out-
standing crop seed grown in the
United States, as indicated by her
International winnings at Chicago,
says G. R. Quesenberry of the
New Mexico State College.

In a large part of New Mexico
and adjacent areas in other states,
there has been a lack of mois-
ture for planting and in areas
where rain fell, it came so late
that crops will mature little seed,
Some certified seed received heavy
rains shortly after planting and
was thus prevented from making
an early stand, Many growers
were forced to replant with a
much poorer grade of seed than

they were accustomed to use.
These combined conditions will
doubtless make certified seed |
supplies below normal.

$8,500,000 T0 AID
WILDLIFE ASSURED
WORK BEGINS SOON

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Restor-
ation of wildlife will take a big
step forward with the inaugura-
tion of the program of the presi-
dent’s committee on wildlife
restoration, which is to begin
soon, according to plans in the
making now, a bulletin of the
American Game association points
out. A fund of $8,500,000 to
start the program is virtually
assured, according to Secretary
of Agriculture Wallace. The
bureau of biological survey, under
his department, will have charge
of the work. J. N. Darling, chief
of the bureau, said that he “hopes
to make a wonderful showing dur-
ing the year.”

This fund is made up of several
funds allocated for different
work, all, however, for the benefit
of wildlife. $1,000,000 was prev-
iously set aside, taken from funds
for forest purchase; $1,500,000
for the purchase of submarginal
lands; $3,500,000 from the recent
drought relief appropriation, to
be spent in the drought areas of

the upper prairie states; and
$2,5600,000 from public works
funds.

“This is not free money to

spend as we will,” Chief Darling
said in commenting wupon the
fund. “It is not granted to us
to use as we think best. It is
subject to marginal land purchas-
ing regulations, subject to drouth
relief regulations, and subject to
the rule that we must use it for
relief labor, excepting the $2,-
500,000 which we expect from the
public works funds, and which we
have not yet definitely received
from the Public Works Adminis-
tration.

“Even though most of this
money is circumscribed with all
kinds of restrictions, and the fact
that we must work through and
with other agencies to accom-
plish our purpose, we hope to
make a wonderful showing during
the year. It will be the first
time wildlife has gotten a real
break,” Chief Darling said.

Much of this fund, it is believed,
can be used in employing relief
labor in the drought stricken
areas for the restoring of drained
lakes and the creation of new

draws and other suitable places,
to establish refuges for water-
fowl, and thus benefit agriculture
by raising the water table, and,
in some instances, livestock by
allowing lanes of entrance to the
areas for watering stock,
servationists pointed out.

ENGRAVING—THE ADVOCATE
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NO NEED TO BOIL
DRINKING WATER

The United States Public Health
Service has issued a warning for
all vicinities in the drought region
to use boiled drinking water and
pasteurized milk. In commenting
on the statement of the health
service, Dr. O. E. Puckett, county
health officer, states there is no
need to boil the drinking water
here. Samples taken from three
different outlets to the city water
supply and sent to the state health
laboratory for analysis last week
were pronounced safe, just as
they have been in years passed.
Dr. Puckett said as a matter of
precaution he has recommended
that samples of city water be
submitted to the state laboratory
for analysis once per month,

While there is no need to boil
water now, Dr. Puckett has
recommended pasteurized milk,

SCHOOL COST SHOW
INCREASE 1934-35

SANTA FE—School mainten-
ance costs will probably show an
increase for the coming school
year, according to tentative bud-
gets drawn by Educational Budget
Auditor R. H. Grissom, which
show that maintenance costs this
year will be $5,431,229 compared
with $4,061,634 last year.

Of the increase, however, $263,-
145 is in the emergency funds of
the various schools. This increase
is granted with the understanding
that it can be used only in the
event the money is actually avail-
able after other expenses have
been met.

Outside the emergency fund,
the increase in mantenance costs
is $206,446.

Increase in teachers’ salaries
totals $119,177, but even with this
increase the average salary in
rural communities ranges from
$540 to $760 a year, with a few
counties paying as much as $900
annually,

Total maintenance costs this
year compares with $5,339,901 for
1932-33, $6,123,205 for 1931-32,
and $6,276,226 for 1930-31.

Comparative figures for the
school year just closed and the
coming school year are given,
with the figures for the former
year first in each case:

Teachers’ salaries, $3,525,971,
$3,645,148; janitors’ wages, $184,-
931, $191,756; janitors’ supplies,

FEDERAL CONTROL AS
NEW BILL IS SIGNED

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt signed the public
domain bill, known as the Taylor
bill, to regulate grazing on the
public domain in the west, just
before departing on his cruise,
according to a bulletin of the
American Game association. This
bill gives the secretary of the
interior power to set up grazing
control units on 80,000,000 of the
173,000,000 acres of unappropri-
ated public domain in the west.

The act is *“to stop injury to
the public grazing lands by pre-
venting overgrazing and soil
deterioration, to provide for their
orderly use, improvement, and
development, to stabilize the live-
stock industry dependent upon the

public range, and for other
purposes.”

President Roosevelt issued a
statement declaring that ‘“the

federal government, by enacting
this law, has taken a great for-
ward step in the interests of
conservation, which will prove of
benefit not only to those engaged
in the livestock industry but also
to the nation as a whole.”

Overgrazing of livestock on
many areas has brought about
starvation to the native grazing
wildlife, such as deer and ante-
lope, conservationists point out.
Many of them have made fights
to exclude livestock grazing from
public lands, maintaining among
other arguments, that these public
lands should be held for public
property—the wildlife upon them.

CROP LOANS BEING
MADE TO FARMERS

Emergency crop loans for gen-
eral purposes which were dis-
continued May 31, are again being
made available to farmers in all
of the drought stricken agricul-
tural areas until September 1, the
Farm Credit Administration an-
nounced last week.

According to the announcement,
crop loans limited to $250 to one
individual for general purposes,
and $400 for summer fallowing
or for combined purpose of sum-
mer fallowing and the purchase
of seed for winter wheat, winter
rye or barley, may be made in
all the designated “stricken agri-
cultural areas,” whether primary
or secondary. The loan area thus
covers 1,224 counties in 22 states,
including all of the Dakotas,
Kansas, Nebraska, lowa, Wyoming,
Colorado, Utah, Nevada and New
Mexico; large parts of Minnesota,
Wisconsin, Illinois, Missouri, Okla-

homa, Texas and Arizona; and
some counties in Indiana, Mon-
tana, Idaho, Oregon and Cali-
fornia.

Outside the drought stricken
areas loans may be made for
summer fallowing or for the
combined purpose of summer fal-
lowing and the purchase of seed
for winter wheat, winter rye or
barley, but a loan may not exceed
the sum of $250 to one individual.

The reopening of the emergency
crop loan facilities will not inter-
fere with the making of feed and
forage loans in the emergency
drought areas from the recently
appropriated $525,000,000 fund.
The crop loans, including loans
for feed for livestock in secondary
areas, are being made from the
$40,000,000 fund appropriated in
the act of congress approved
February 23, 1934; whereas the
loans for livestock feed and forage
production in the emergency areas
are being made from a part of
the recently appropriated $525,-
000,000 drought relief fund.

If an applicant already has
obtained an emergency crop loan
during the year 1934, his new
crop loan plus the principal
amount of the old crop loan must
not exceed the $250 limit for
general purposes, or the $400
limit for the purpose of summer
fallowing. Loans will be made
only to applicants who do not
have other available sources of
credit, and any farmer applying
for a crop loan in excess of $150
must submit written evidence
from a production credit associa-
tion that his application for a
loan of approximately the same
amount has been rejected.

Applications for the loans are
received by the county loan com-
mittee already established and
sent to the regional emergency
crop and feed loan offices estab-
lished at Minneapolis, Salt Lake
City, Dallas, Texas, St. Louis and
Memphis. Checks to approved ap-
plicants are mailed directly to
borrowers from these offices.

TO-LINK THE AMERICAS

Vs

The first of America’s new su-
per air-liners, the Sikorsky S-42,
will soon start on its first flight
between this country and Brazil.
At present undergoing the last of
a series of strenuous tests at the
hands of Colonel Lindbergh and
other aviation experts, the giant
nineteen-ton ship is the largest
and fastest flying boat now ready
for regular transport service,

The S-42, which will be for-
mally known as the Brazilian
Clipper, is in every respect a
marvel of modern aeronautical
engineering. In spite of its great
bulk and weight, it recently at-
tained a speed of 190 m. p. h
during its tests, with 31 people
aboard. In addition, two world's
records have been broken by the
plane in the tests. The first was
for carrying a recorded payload
of eight tons to an altitude of
15,084 feet, and the other was
for carrying a payload of five and
one-half tons to 21,800 feet.

The mammoth air eéruiser has
a gross weight of 38,000 pounds
and is powered by four motors
delivering a total of 2,700 horse-
power. The wingspan is 114 feet
2 inches, and theghip’s length is
68 feet 8 inches. Besides a crew

of five, the boat will have accom-
modations for 32 passengers and
will earry 2,600 pounds of mail
and air express.

The remarkable efficiency of
the S-42 is the result of its ad-
vanced construction. The hull is
metal throughout, with chrome
molybdenum and duraluminum
used. On these metals literally
rests the responsibility for the
Brazilian Clipper's performance.
The chrome molybdenum, for ex-
ample, used where extreme
strength is required with a mini-
mum of weight, is employed at
such points of great stress as in
engine mountings, struts and fit-
tings In other places it has
been employed to reduce the area
of material by the use of this
stronger material

When the boat goes Into ser-
vice, the Brazilian Clipper will
bring Buenos Alires within five
days of Miami. Having won clear
title to the “blue pennant” for
transport supremacy over the
aerial merchant ships of the air,
the Brazilian Clipper has been
called the modern counterpart of
the historic Yankee clippers that
won for America supremacy on
the high seas.
