“Thar’s bar in them thar hills,”
and the “bars” have kept coming,
if we may believe the various re-
ports, until they have reached the
Cottonwood community. Ranchers
say it is the lack of forage in
the mountains that has caused the

black bears to seek better pas-:

turage and only once in the past
twenty-five years has there been
the wholesale migration of bears
that has been witnessed the past
two weeks. More than a score of
bears have been sighted in the
settlements to the southwest, west
and northwest,

Edd Watts, rancher of the
Dunken area, was probably the
first rancher to kill a bear after
they had molested his sheep.
Using dogs, a small male bear
was treed and shot and another
jnother bear weighing 300 pout_lds
or better was shot while being
trailed by the dogs on the Watts
ranch. Frank Runyan, Penasco
rancher, is also said to have
%illed a bear while the animal
was in the act of killing one of
his sheep.

Two bears are said to have
made their appearance on the
Cottonwood and their presence has
caused some uneasiness among
farm hands irrigating at night.
In fact the farm hands in some
places say twelve hours of irriga-
tion ought to be enough. A
farmer who was cranking hjs
tractor, saw a bear jump up In
the weeds and left his tractor
just as the engine started and t'he
tractor had to go without a guide

Another rancher in the Crow P?Iat
community about sixty-five miles
southwest of here, went out to
grease his windmill. After his
horse became frightened he looted
up to see a big black bear sitting
on top of the windmill tower.

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PUZZLES IN PLACE NAMES

A Chicago paper has embarked on a campaign of education and
to so change all of Chicago that the names of two streets
ill be pronounced alike and correctly by every Chicagoan. It
goes a little farther with other place names as a matter of sugges-
tion, but it centers its efforts on two names, Devon and Goethe
streets, and hopes, within a generation or two to teach most people
how the names should be pronounced, to induce them to pronounce
the names correctly, and eventually to reach the street car conductor
in the campaign. It would pronounce Devon with a short e sound,
accent on the first syllable; Goethe as Gatev. It admits that
pronounciation of the last named may be objected to, but points
out that there is no English equivalent for the German.

A Nebraskan who journeyed to the southwest not long ago
found place names a task to master. He was instantly corrected
when he said Gila (long i sound) and found the natives pronounc-
ing it Eela, even treating the g as silent. He stumbled over Albu-
querque and Raton and did little better with La Junta and Taos.
He was puzzled and confused at the ease with which natives tripped
these names from the tongue’s end.

And then he looked at a Nebraska map. He thought there he
would find few names that puzzled or even left doubt. In that
search he found such names as Minnachaduza and Keva Paha for
rivers; Bodare, Koshopah, Valyrang, Shebesta and Sybrant as
postoffices, and other places that puzzled, both as to spelling and
sounding.

The Chicago paper has restricted its efforts to two streets. Some
measure of success may be accorded if it is persistent, but to take
in the whole field of place name pronunciation would spell defeat.
There is too much to learn and possibly may not conform to local
[ronunciltion. We have an instance proving that in Nebraska.—

incoln, Nebraska, Journal and Star.

They seem to be willing
not only let the government feed them now, but give no indication
that they will make a serious effort at self support 1n the future.
Efforts to end poverty may result in ending individual initiative,
the force that has made the American nation an outstanding one
among other countries of the world.

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LARGE INCREASES IN
FOOD PRICES WILL BE
FOUGHT BY CONSUMERS

A warning to consumers against
being stampeded by false rumors
about the food situation was
issued by Dr, Frederic C. Howe,
Consumers’ Counsel of the Agri-
cultural Adjustment Administra-
tion, Consumers were urged to
follow closely the actual effect
of the drouth lest they be victim-
ized by unjustified price advances.

“Exaggerated reports are being
spread as to prospective increases
in the price of foods” said Dr.
Howe. “That misrepresentation
takes advantage of consumers and
exposes them to raids by profit-
eers. But consumers should follow
closely official reports on the
movement of food supplies and
prices. These will help them to
buy wisely and economically, and
to spot unwarranted price in-
creases.”

Some food prices will undoubt-
edly rise, Dr. Howe pointed out,
partly in line with usual seasonal
changes, partly because of drouth-
reduced supplies, as in the case
particularly of meats and poultry
products. But there will be food
sufficient for the larger part of
the usual American food require-
ments.

“We are going to give consum-
ers every possible help in judging
the fairmess of price changes,”
the Consumers’ Counsel stated.
“We are going to do everything
we can to develop intelligent buyer
skepticism, and tell the housewife
how to feed her family well on
low-priced but nutritious foods.”

The Consumers’ Counsel’'s ef-
forts in the face of rising bread
and cotton textile prices
summer and fall, Dr. Howe said,
had demonstrated the possibilities
of checking price advances by in-
formative publicity. By publiciz-
ing changes in bread prices in
relation to ingredient costs, the
public was kept informed as to
justified changes. The majority
of bakers cooperated and for
nearly twelve months the price
of bread has kept in close cor-
respondence with legitimate price
increases.

Underweight

Too much attention should not
be paid to the child’s weight for
height and age. This is only a
rough index of malnutrition. There
are more reliable signs for which
the doctor or public health nurse |
will look in a school examination. |

The poorly nourished child may
be pale, lazy, with flabby muscles |
and poor posture; or he may be
wiry, nervous and overactive, with
no tissue between him hard mus-
cles and his skin,

Underweight may be due to one
or a combination of several causes:
infection of tonsils or teeth caus-
ing loss of appetite, eating at
irregular hours with the same
result, eating when tired or
emotionally upset so that in-
digestion follows, not having
enough to eat due either to pov-
erty or to ignorance of how to
choose the right foods, insufficient
rest or over-activity so that the
young body uses up food faster
than its digestive organs can
absorb food.

It is a common mistake to think
that all malnutrition due to
poverty and that all we need do
is to provide a little extra milk
to every child who is underweight.
This is an example of lazy good-
will,

The public health nurse should
be responsible, first for finding
out why each is undernourished;
then for explaining to the parents
what is wrong and how it may be

is

remedied. When the parents’ pov-
erty prevents the child getting
enough food the social welfare

worker should be called into con-
sultation—the relief of poverty

is the business of the social
worker not of the nurse.
In the health survey it wa#

found that the children of New
Mexico are better nourished thon
in the country as a whole. But
we have many malnourished
children. The proportion is almost
twice as high among the children
who react positively to tuberculin.
Tuberculosis is another infection
which does things to the appetite.

ODESSA TO GET NEW

DETROIT, Mich.—“The youth
of America could hardly be called
‘speed-crazy,’” according to H. G.
Weaver, director, customers re-
search staff, General Motors Cor-
poration,

“This assertion is based on an
analysis of owner reactions, gath-
ered during the past year thru
the mailing of over 2,000,000 ques-
tionnaires to car owners in all
sections of the country. A break-
down of the data on an age basis
