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$6’946,069,897 ls Lmed
By Federal Cl:edit Agencies

A survey of the five principal
emergency credit agencies of the
federal government to November
25 showed loans outstanding to
public and private enterprise, all
recoverable and which will be re-
paid, aggregating $6,946,069,807,
As security Uncle Sam holds col-
lateral ranging from corn in ecribs
to bank and railroad bonds. In-
terest covers a range from 4 to
6 per cent, sufficient to cover
entire costs of the administration
of the agencies, and the obliga-
tions spread over terms from six
months to thirty years.

The total does not cover relief
expenditures nor money spent on
strictly federal projects designed
to create employment.

Largest holders of outstanding
loans was the Farm Credit Ad-
ministration, which has loaned 2.-
715,901,691 as aids to agriculture

placed through Federal Iland
banks, the Land Bank Commis-
sioner, Federal Credit Inter-

mediate banks, Production Credit
associations and regional Agri-
cultural Credit corporations. In-
terest charges on these loans were
4% to 5% per cent and on mort-
gages from six months to thirty
years. Save in the hard hit
drought areas, repayments have
been highly satisfactory.

Two billion dollars is owed the
Home Owners' Loan Corporation
by 650,000 urban home owners
with average loans of $3,009.
They are paying from 5 to 6 per
cent interest and the loans are for
15 years.

The rapidity with which all
classes of loans are being repaid
brought expressions of pleasure
from government officials.

The RFC has been repaid more
than two and a quarter billion
dollars, or almost half of the en-

tire four and a half billion it has|

loaned outside of advances to gov-
ernment agencies for relief, since
it began functioning in February,
1932. Of these transactions,
showed a profit of $60,000.000
and expects to do much better
than break even, above all ex-
pense of operation. Its profits
come from the difference between

ury, which in turn borrows it for
much less, and the 4 to 6 per
cent charged borrowers. With $1,-
280,168,206 in outstanding loans
on October 31, the RFC still had
on hand more than a billion dol-
lars available for borrowers in-
cluding banks, railroads, insurance
companies, credit agencies and
other financial institutions.
Exclusive of outside grants, the
Public Works Administration had
outstanding approximately $750,-
000,000 in loans to non-federal
public bodies and private corpora-
tions. Its loans are secured by
bonds which draw from 4 to 5 per
cent. Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion loans to corn and cotton
farmers aggregated $200.000,000,
secured by corn and cotton held
on farms and their object was to
enable the grower to market his
produce in orderly fashion.

To get on®with the story, the
teacher bought canned milk from
her own funds. She used it herself
at noon in sight of the children.
Naturally, they asked questions. It
was her opportunity. She launched
a class study of milk, emphasizing
especially the advantages of plenty
of fresh, pure milk for health. As
its values were learned, the chil-
dren became interested. They
wanted to try it and gradually the
whole class was enlisted, the teach-
er still supplying the milk.

After awhile an interesting thing
occurred. Apparently, the children
had carried the message of milk
into the homes, for one day a small
group of mothers waited upon the
teacher with a message which was,
in effect, that the farmers® who
were also the fathers, had decided
to supply the school with good fresh
milk throughout the year, enough
for each pupil to have one glass at
noon. This was, indeed, a case of
“casting bread upon the waters, to
have it return a hundredfold.”

that your child has it, so that you
may call the doctor too late for
the antitoxin to cure the disease.

But you can protect your child
against coming down with diph-
theria by having your physician
This
will guard your child against diph-
theria. Diphtheria is
cheaper to prevent than to cure.

There is a case of diphtheria in
Carlsbad now. A twenty-two year
old lady—the mother of four child-
ren. It took $16.00 worth of anti-
toxin to treat her and immunize
her children. This immunization
lasts only thirty days. Her husband
will be under quarantine two weeks
or more. So the time he loses and
the cost of the treatment will be
much more expensive than one
dose of toxoid for eaeh member
of the family.

Parents are urged to have their
small children immunized against
this disease by their family doctor
or the health department.

Toxoid immunization lasts sev-
eral years or a life time. It is
rare for adults to have diphtheria.
Any adult who cares to may have

a Schick test to see if he is im-|

CATTLE AND CALVES: Cattle
have held up well during the past
month. Although heavy cattle
purchases by the government has
been a relief the available feed
is not sufficient to carry cattle
in all districts of the state thru
the winter., Several thousand
cattle have been moved to pasture
in Old Mexico. Delay in getting
feed loans has caused some con-
cern by stockmen as to prospects
for livestock feed during the
winter. Losses of cattle and calves
have been light during the past
month. The condition of cattle is
reported at 70 per cent of normal
compared with 69 last month and
88.7 for the 10-year average.

The most dangerous surplus a
country can have is idle men who
want to work. There are many
routes to recovery but all of them
must first consider surplus idle
men. This administration has con-
sistently placed human life above
property hence idle men would
take precedence to idle commodi-

ties. But there is a scheme
whereby neither need be idle, in
fact, the correct use and distribu-
tion of material things would
result in the use of all who want
to work.

Our great export commodities

must be processed before they can
be used regardless of where they
are Might it not be worth
while to consider a plan of grad-
ually reducing
of commodities and increasing
home manufacturing of same to
meet world requirements at world
prices, protecting domestic com-
modity manufacturers sufficient
to enable them to meet world
prices with the surplus. This is
{exactly what is being done with
our iron ore and other domestic-
ally produced minerals. We would
not think of exporting raw ore
for foreign manufacture into
machinery, rails, ete.,, and buying
it back; or for sale abroad. If
sold to others we do the process-
{ing here, and thus employ more
men. But in commodities it seems
to be a favorite pastime to ship
the raw article out and thus
others use their labor in its
| manufacture, while our labor
looks in vain for work.

Not exports, but less ex-
ports of raw commodities. It is,
oftentimes, economic wastefulness
to export raw materials just as
it is for a farmer to corn
as corn when he can
hogs.

The following information was
received on the Bankhead bill
from Washington office: “A de-
cision will be expedited on specific
plans to remove inequalities in
the bases of allotment to in-
dividual producers. These plans
have been under consideration for
some time and announcement of
this decision will be made after
conference with field workers and
representative cotton producers.
The objective to be achieved by
the development of new bases,
upon which a county’s total allot-
ment would be apportioned among
individual producers, will be to

elimminate those inequalities which
have been found in this year's
experience,

“The AAA has had under con-
sideration the development of an
appeal system which would permit
& producer protesting a decision
of his county chairman, to obtain
a hearing and decision as to the
true facts upon which his contract
should be based. This system will
be in operation in time to pro-
vide hearing and final determina-
tion of such appeals as may de-
velop in connection with the
Bankhead act allotments for 1935
in the event the act becomes
effective.”

The voting place in north Eddy
county is the old First National
Bank building. Two committees
will serve, one to take care of
the Cottonwood voters and one to
take care of the Artesia voters.
