Our readers can write home and tell the folks we had a real
dust storm Sunday: old timers say Sunday’s wind was the worst
in several years. We don’t know how bad the winds were, say|
twenty years ago, but we do know that it was a very smooth-tempered
person who could go through the day Sunday and never make a|
remark you would not like to have repeated in Sunday school.

When the wind blows the dust usually centers here because of
the condition of our streets. There are few spots where the dust is|
more disagreeable than it is right in town. Sunday you might have |
driven a mile north or south of town and escaped the worst of |
the storm. X N

Some good work was done here two or three years ago in oiling
the streets but the benefits from the oil have largely disappeared
because the oil has dried out, leaving a black dirt. We are told by
those who have experimented and observed that roads and streets
built of oil with an asphalt base have stood the test of time and
are still in serviceable condition, stopping the dust and providing
a surface to turn water.

In addition to applying gravel to thirty-four blocks, which we
understand will be done under an FERA project, why not embark
on a street oiling program with the aid of the property owners and
stop the greatest menace Artesia faces in the spring and early
summer? We realize the difficulty in trying to oil every street
and we know too that the dust could not be controlled without the |
assistance of the farmers and &ockmen living west of town.

The cost of applying Getty oil or oil of a similar grade would |
be small if figured over a period of years. And improvements of
this sort would be of a permanent nature because the asphalt forms
a binder that does not easily dry out.

IN THE SENATE

The people of New Mexico are now learning from sad experience
that it pays to play safe in their voting as well as in their business
affairs. During the political campaign last fall Bronson Cutting was |
heralded from one end of the state to the other by his supporters as
a friend and a follower of President Roosevelt and the promise was|
made by them that he could be relied upon to support the policies
of the president, while the opposition warned the voters that they |
could not afford to take chances but should vote for a man who was|
known to stand with Mr. Roosevelt. The wisdom of that advice was |
clearly demonstrated last week when a decisive vote was taken upon |
the relief appropriation and the whole recovery program was placed |
in jeopardy by the adoption of the McCarren amendment in the
senate by a vote of 44 to 43. Among those who took a decided stand |
against the administration and his recovery program was Senator |
Bronson Cutting.—Lovington Leader.

Programs Helpingl
Farmers-Stockmen

Agricultural and business lead-

that the agricultural adjustment
programs have been of great benefit
to the farmers and stockmen of
the state, according to R. R. Will,
assistant director, adjustment pro-
grams, State College, New Mexico,
who has recently contacted rep-
resentative citizens in many New
Mexico counties,

Not only have the various crop
and livestock programs been in-
strumental in raising the prices of
agricultural products, but many
producers have benefited under the
crop insurance features. Extreme
drought during 1934 wiped out a
large part of the state's agricul-
tural production and unfortunate
farmers in the areas affected have
secured benefit payments under
their adjustment contracts which
represented, in many instances, the
chief source of farm income.

It is generally realized that with
the return of normal moisture con-
ditions and good crops, the control
of production will be necessary in'
order to prevent surplus production
which, many times in the past, has
depressed prices and lowered farm
income.

In many counties of the state,
county treasurers report that ben-
efit payments to farmers and stock-
men under AAA programs have |
had a material effect upon the
current percentage of tax collec-
tions. Many farmers would have
been unable to pay their taxes had
it not been for the income received
from their benefit payments. Busi-
ness men report that business con-
ditions have been greatly strength-
ened beeause farmers have been
able to buy needed supplies with
their benefit checks.

An increase of respect for the
soundness of the agricultural ad-
justment programs is apparent
among the people of the state. A
yvear ago it was the general in-
clination to regard them as emerg-
encg measures necessary for the
time being only. There seems to

'be a growing belief that the prin-|

ciples back of agricultural adjust-
ment are sound and that they
should be incorporated in some |
kind of a permanent program.

Mrs. Edith Hardy of
Carlsbad, county health nurse, gave
her narrative report for February,
emphasizing the work in the north-

ern part of the county and the |

Artesia community. Dr. O. E.
Puckett, county health officer, who
is recovering from pneumonia, was
unable to be present.

Mrs. Wilson, the president, gave

a summary of the Sth biennial |

report of the State Bureau of

Public Health which has been re-
The following!
statistics were given in the sum- |

cently sent out.

mary: Dr. Rosslyn Earp, director
of Public Health, stated that New
Mexico still ranks very high in
infant mortality. However,
death rate has declined since 1930.
The health survey held last year
showed that there are 10,000 or
more cases of tuberculosis and 21,-
000 cases of syphilis in the state
with only 1,000 of the syphilis cases
under treatment. New
heads the list of states in
death rate from diarrhea, it was
found that three-fourths of the
population of the state use privies
for human waste disposal and less
than 10 per cent of these are fly
proof.

The report further showed that
three sanitary engineers and a
supervising nurse have been added
by the U. S. Public Health Service.
In the report of Dr. C. H. Douthit,
director of county health work, he
reported six counties in the state
have full-time health officers, the
other twenty-five counties have
part-time health officers. His re-
port on communicable diseases
shows a great work has been done,
with much more to be done.

Miss M. Greenfield of the Public
Health Laboratory, reported an
over-crowded condition in her de-
partment.

Miss Eleanor Kennedy, R. N.,
reported on the nursing service
The report stated that all but two
of the thirty-one counties of the
state are employing a public health
nurse and some counties have more
than one, making a total of 37
nurses employed in the state work
at the present time.

Paul S. Fox of the department
of sanitary engineering and sani-
tation gave in this report an in-
teresting resume on water supply,
sewage, milk activities and malaria
control.

In the report Miss Milly Tober
stated that there has been better
birth reporting this year, due to
the slips which were sent out last

the

year. These were inclosed with the |

license certificates. Miss Tober has
charge of the bookkeeping depart-
ment.

The reports sent out from the
state department of health were
very cleverly gotten up and printed
in both English and Spanish.

The meeting adjourned to meet
again April 2nd.

An equitable and scientific plant-
ing of fish in the warm waters of |
New Mexico is the plan of the
state game and fish department
for this year, according to an

Barker, state game and fish wa
den, who last week spent several
days in the Pecos valley.

The right species of fish in the
proper waters is to be the program
of the department, Barker said.
The cold water hatcheries of New
Mexico have for many years been
on a budget basis. At the begin-
ning of each production season the

state has estimated how many fish |
the various hatcheries will produce |

and then has allocated those fish
to various public waters where
they are best adapted.

The fish for stocking of various
public warm waters of New Mexico
will be taken from the federal fish
hatchery at Dexter, it was an-
nounced. The bass production from

130 waters of New Mexico. These
will not include several
private waters.

Attack the Home

The home is the citadel of vice.

The forces of vice in the city
streets are hotly contested. We
have established juvenile courts
and reform schools, play grounds
have been built, recreation organ-
ized. There are Boy Scouts and
Girl Scouts, Boy Builders and Big
Brothers. At school we have med-
ical examinations and clinies for
corrective work. We provide hot
lunches and social ideals.

The homes from which these
children come are private, but some
of them have recently come under
the scrutiny of the U. S. Public
Health Service at the request of
the Housing Division of the Public
Works Administration. “A third of
our population” it is found, “lives
in structures unfit for human
habitation.” Contributing to the
higher sickness and mortality rates
in these unfit homes are impure
water supply, insanitary toilets,
overcrowding, lack of light, lack
of adequate ventilation, excessive
dampness, dilapidation and lack of
screening against flies and mos-
quitoes.

American homes have supplied
to the school system in recent
years 15,000 children who are blind,
and over 50,000 more whose sight
is so poor that they should be in
special classes; 340,000 whose hear-
ing is impaired to such an extent
that they should be taught lip
reading; 300,000 cripples; about a
million children with speech de-
fects that need treatment and so
on. Many many children do not
survive to school age. In New
Mexico more than 10 per cent
succumb before they have lived in
the home for a year.

One sixth of our homes are
wrecked by divorce. How many
more founder because of death,
desertion, or invalidity of the bread
winner we do not know.

More fatal accidents occur at
home than in automobiles. In 1934
there were 369 fatal accidents in
New Mexico. Of these 124 were
due to automobiles, 140 happened
in the home.

It is unsafe to be drunk and dis-
orderly in the streets. In the home
where only the children can see
what happens to your wife, or your
wife can see what happens to the
children it is much safer. Why?
The home is private.

Is it not time for action? Not
as critics and inquisitors, but as
friends and neighbors—aiming not

| to destroy but to rebuild—we must
|attack the home.

SACRAMENTO, California -
Cancer, even in its advanced stages,
is an arrestable disease, Dr. Charles
A. Dukes of Oakland, president of
the American College of Surgeons,
said here Sunday in a bulletin pub-
lished by the State Health Depart-
ment,

Dr. Dukes said,
were but three reliable ways to
treat the malignant disease—by
X-ray, radium and the surgical
knife.

“There are no secret cancer
cures, no serums nor injections of
value,” he added.

“Cancer is a disease,
to the individual who has it, and
cannot be transmitted in any
known way to another person,”

| Dr. Dukes went on.

“Even if you have neglected
treatment until the disease is well
advanced, still it may be arrested.
More than 1,000 advanced cases
in one clinic, were treated during
the past three years and definite
arrestment was reported in more
than 800 cases.

“This, and the reports from
many other such clinics, warrant
us in saying that advanced cancer
is an arrestable disease.

“In the early stages, the cure of
cancer rests largely with the in-
dividual. Prompt and adequate
surgical attention is the very best
insurance for the cure and against
the spread of the disease.

“The medical profession has long
preached the gospel of early treat-
| ment, but in spite of this, thou-
sands have died through delay, or
quacks, or self-
medication.”

Dr. Dukes said the reason there
is 80 much pessimism and fear
about cancer is that because until

recent early diagnosis of
eancer was rarely made and the
disease was usually so far advanced
before the patients sought treat-
ment that nearly all of them died

years,
