had driven his father’s car into j 
the highway from Missouri street 
and had stopped, waiting for Porch 
to pass. Porch was going south 
and was said to have been travel-! 
ing about fifty miles per hour. He

and in trying to stop skidded h is ' 
machine on the wet pavement, i 
striking the Ditto car near the 
middle of the machine. One report 
said he was thrown over the car 
and all reports agree that he waa 
thrown several feet.

The right aide of his face waa 
badly crushed and hia right eye 
waa completely knocked out. In 
addition he suffered a fracture 
near the base of hia skull, a broken 
collar bone and a broken right 
hand. The motorcycle he waa rid­
ing waa badly damaged and tbe 
running board o f tbe Ditto car waa 
knocked off. Except for a shock, 
the Ditto lad escaped serious in­
jury.

The injured motorcycle rider was 
given first aid here and was rushed 
to a Carlsbad hospital in the Mc- 
CI4j ambulance.

Activity in the southeastern oil 
area the past week includes the 
completion of seven wells and five 
new locations staked. New loca­
tions announced includes: The 
Gypsy Oil Co., J. M. Cooper No. 
1, sec. 14-24-36; Shell Petroleum 
Corp., Coleman No. 2, sec. 17-21- 
36; Empire Gas and Fuel Co., 
State 2-C, sec. 16-21-36; R. Olsen, 
State No. 2, sec. 6-21-36; The 
Humble Oil and Refining Co., State 
6-B, sec. 29-21-38.

The Continental Oil Co., com­
pleted two of the seven wells placed 
on production the past week. These 
include the Continental Oil Co., 
Vaughn A-14, No. 4, sec. 14-24-36, 
drilled to 3535 feet and on an 
initial production test made seventy 
barrels of oil natural thru a casing 
flow and 3,600,000 feet of gas. The 
Continental, Vaughn A-14, No. 6, 
sec. 14-24-36, was drilled to 3532 
feet and on an initial production 
test made 691 barrels of oil daily 
and 1,000,000 feet of gas.

Acid treatment was given a new 
completion of the California Com­
pany, State No. 1, sec. 20-21-36, 
which was drilled to 3950 feet. 
The test responded to treatment 
by flowing 176 barrels of oil per 
hour thru casing with 2,000,000 
feet of gas.

TTie Shell Petroleum Corp., fin­
ished a good well in the Hobbs 
field, this being the Berry No. 4, 
sec. 31-18-38, which was drilled to 
4225 feet and on an initial pro­
duction test made 3630 barrels 
daily thru tubing with 2,500,000 
feet of gas.

The Shell-Devonian also com­
pleted its State No. 2, sec. 20-21-36 
at a depth o f 3944 feet and after 
an acid treatment the well res­
ponded by flowing fifty-three bar­
rels o f oil and 1,350,000 feet of 
gas.

Other recent producers include 
the Skelly Oil Co., Coates No. 1, 
sec. 3-24-36, which was drilled to 
3548 feet and flowed 100 barrels 
of oil per hour thru tubing with 
8,000,000 feet o f gas. 'The Stano- 
lind Oil and Gas Co., Capps No. 11, 
sec. 3-19-38, drilled to 4210 feet, 
made an initial production test of 
3,337 barrels of oil daily with 
4,250,000 feet of gas flowing open.

, With the additional one room, 
the school building proper can only 

i accommodate four teachers. A ' 
room in a teacherage will be used 
by the fifth teacher. Two teach- 
erages from the Upper Cottonwood 
school have been moved to the 
Lower Cottonwood community, 
where the new consolidated dis­
trict has been located. Another 
room will be added to the building 
as soon as funds will permit, but 
this is not an immediate prospect.

A second story has been re­
moved from the two story brick 
building at Dayton by Contractors 
Clayton and Clayton of Artesia 
and the remodeled building pre­
sents a very attractive appearance.

Otis school building has also been i 
completed. ;

A new unit, a Dubbs Universal 
Cracking Plant, will be added to 
the Malco Refinery plant, to cost 
approximately $150,000, Malco o f­
ficials announced here Tuesday 
morning. The cracking unit to be 
constructed by the Ralph M. Par­
son Co., o f Mt. Vernon, Ohio, will 
increase the output of the plant 
several hundred barrels daily. 'The 
new unit itself will have a crack­
ing capacity of 700 to 1,000 barrels 
daily and with the runs o f the 
regular plant, the daily output will 
run from 2,500 to 3,000 barrels 
daily.

The object of the additional unit 
is to obtain a higher octane gas, 
which has been necessitated by the 
new high speed motors. Plant of­
ficials said the new equipment 
would enable the Malco to manu­
facture gasoline above 70 octane.

Manufacture o f the new equip­
ment will start immediately. It 
will probably take sixty days to 
make the new equipment and the 
actual construction operations are 
expected to get under way here by 
the middle o f the fall. Construc­
tion engineers are to be here 
shortly to make a preliminary sur­
vey o f the grounds and equipment 
and a crew of men are to start 
soon cleaning o ff the site and mak­
ing the grounds ready for the 
cracking equipment which will be 
located just north of the present 
plant. The cracking plant will be 
ready for operation by February 
15, 1936, according to present 
plans.

'Thirty to forty men will be em­
ployed during the construction per­
iod and about six additional men 
employed after the unit is in­
stalled, boosting the regular pay 
roll to approximately twenty men.

W PA Projects To 
Employ 5^40 Men

Projects already submitted to 
Washington authorities for final 
approval will employ 6,240 men in 
New Mexico, now on the relief 
rolls, said Lea Rowland, WPA chief 
for the state, and another batch of 
projects, the third, is about ready 
to be forwarded to the national 
capital.

However, Rowland is not satis­
fied with the rate at which ap­
plications are coming in now. ’The 
flood has narrowed down to a 
trickle.

A map, with colored pins stuck 
in it showing the location o f the 
projects already passed by the 
state offices, shows that Otero and 
Guadalupe counties have not a 
single project. It was said they 
have comparatively heavy relief 
loads.

San Miguel, with the heaviest 
relief load, has only three; but, 
Rowland explained, the Conchas 
dam project will take care o f the 
situation in that county. In San 
Miguel there are 2,497 families on 
relief.

Carlsbad Waters 
Users OK Alamo 

Dam Agreement
The Carlsbad Irrigation district 

last week gave unanimous ap­
proval to the agreement reached at 
Washington some time ago, where­
in the Red Bluff improvement dis­
trict and the CarLsbad water users 
reached an understanding regard­
ing the flow of the Pecos river and 
Texas objection to the construction 
of the Alamogordo dam on the 
Pecos near Fort Sumner was with­
drawn. The Red Bluff water dis­
trict, however, has never taken 
any action in the matter and this 
leaves the status of the dam in 
doubt, it was said at Carlsbad last 
week.

Under the agreement, Texas 
agreed to withdraw opposition to 
the dam project if New Mexico or 
the Carlsbad irrigation district 
would permit the same proportion 
o f flood water to pass the Avalon 
dam, originating above the Avalon 
dam, as had passed the dam in the 
last twenty years and further that 
not more than 76,000 acres o f land 
would be irrigated between the 
proposed Alamogordo dam and the 
state line.

It was reported here Monday 
about noon that a motorist had 
been killed on the north highway, 
at the second dip north o f the 
Espuella store. The man’s car, it 
was said, bore an Arizona license 
plate. Further investigation re­
vealed that a man had been in­
jured at the dip, after running 
his car into the fence.

P  T *  1 7  I V f  R  1 7  R  
culated on W’ ill Rogers, noted O  M-J E M. i f  K M.F
humorist, are the bunk, according 
to M. E. Billingslea of Artesia, 
second cousin to Rogers and man­
ager of the Hardwick hotel. Mr.
Billingslea says he grew up with 
Rogers and bunked with him lota 
of times on the ranch.

Rogers never had much school­
ing, according to Mr. Billingslea, 
although he did attend college. On 
October 9th o f last year, Rogers 
and Billingslea led the home-com­
ing parade of the Willie Halsey 
College at Vinita, Oklahoma. When 
a boy Rogers stayed two winters 
at the Billingslea home and at­
tended school at Vinita. School 
facilities were poor in the vicinity 
o f the Rogers ranch near Clare- 
more, Oklahoma, and Rogers re­
mained at the Billingslea home to 
attend the Vinita school. Mr. Bil- 
lintrslea’s mother, Mrs. Jim. Ed 
Billingslea, never could persuade 
Rogers to keep his appearance 
tidy. His face was always dirty, 
his hair unkempt and his coat 
sleeve slick.

The matter o f appearance didn’t 
bother Rogers as a boy, because 
he was too busy learning to ride 
and staging kid rodeos and shows.
He usually kept the neighborhood 
kids clean o f spending money with 
his many home shows.

Three surviving women o f Okla­
homa, Mrs. Sadie MeSpadden of 
Chelsea, now seventy years o f age, 
and a sister of Rogers; Mrs. Jim 
Ed Billingslea, mother of Mr. Bil­
lingslea, and Mrs. Nannie Fite of 
Muskogee, are known as the 
pioneer women of Oklahoma. All 
are graduates o f the Female 
Seminary of Tahlequah and meet 
each year in an old timer’s reunion.

Rogers, according to Mr. Bil­
lingslea. remained on the ranch 
until about twenty-one years of 
age. At one time he owned a small 
horse ranch near Claremore. The 
Rogers family, once wealthy, lost 
their fortune in livestock as many 
livestock owners did, and never 
had anything much until Will 
started a rodeo in Europe.

Mr. Billingslea also knew Wiley 
Post. He says Post was a good 
flyer but took lots of chances. Mr.
Billingslea was also acquainted 
with Frank Phillips, backer of Post 
in many flights and experiments.
He (Billingslea) was only employed 
to kill a herd o f 1.200 Mexican 
goats in the Phillips park, near 
Bartlesville.

Rogers was never afraid to ride 
in an airplane. Ijist year at the 
college reunion at Vinita, Okla­
homa. in talking o f flying to one 
of the world series baseball games,
Rogers remarked that flying in an 
airplane was just as safe as riding 
a burro.

Of Processing Tax

WASHINGTON— Discontinuance 
of the cotton processing tax waa 
opposed yesterday by the special 
cabinet committee which has been 
studying ills o f the textile industry.

The committee suggested con­
trol of imports of Japanese cotton 
goods, preferably by means o f a 
“ voluntary and friendly agree­
ment”  with Japan. It also recom­
mended establishment o f a continu­
ing committee to study the problem 
of regional wage differentials in 
the textile industry.

These and other recommenda­
tions were contained in a report 
submitted to President Rooeevelt 
and transmitted by him to con­
gress.

The processing tax, Japanese 
imports and the north-south wag* 
differentials were the chief matters 
studied by the committee, which 
received compliments o f the In- 
duatry at exteiided hearings estrlier 
in the summer.

We can’t help but believe that a lot of the 
relations which cannot be classed as pleasant are due to thought* 
leasneas. For instance, it is hard for us to believe that the average 
man would have the -gall”  to ask an auto service station attendant 
to air up and service his mail order tires, yet we are told there are 
lots of instances here and other places where an auto owner will 
even ask the service stations to mount his mail order tires free. .And 
if we were ever requested to give an illustration of intestinal stamina, 
we would cite this an outsUnding example. Unless it is due to bad 
judgnoenL we could never explain how any man would prefer a 
second line mail order tire from some outside community when his 
dealer could sell him a first line tire for a little more money or a 
oompetitive tire for the same or leas money and the transaction would 
carry the satisfaction of dealing with a man you know or could 
very easily know.

And another thing, a little more stress on the matter of citizen­
ship and the obligations of a citizen to the community in which he 
lives, would be a mighty fine thing in moat of our public schools 
for the children and even for the teachers. A boy or girl who 
expects to take his or her place as a citizen of the community ought 
to know some of the thinn that will be required of him or her, to 
promote a better relationmip.

In moat schools, too, the attention of the faculty is called to the 
fact the teachers are employed by the taxpayers of the community 
and that the teachers should cooperate with the worth-while things 
of the conununity and that the same bond of allegiance should exist 
between the teacher and the school patrons and the Uxpayers as 
exists between the employer and the employe.

LETS HA\T A LIGHTED FIELD

Since softball has been popularized here, there has also been a 
growing demand for a lighted diamond or field on which to play. 
And a lighted field, bv the way, has been under consideration here 
for the past two or three years at intervals, but lacked sufficient 
interest to put it over.

Preliminary to plans for lighting a field, the field ought to be 
first secured, of course. We do not know the status of the ownership 
of the Brainard park at this time, but the park could be made into 
a field for all kinds of sports, including regular baseball, softball 
and football. Arrangements could be made where these sports would 
not conflict. Another thing that might be added to the preliminary 
plan is the repairing of the park fence.

The 
matter of lighting a field could be done now as economically or 
more so than when the original plan was submitted.

Snake Bites '
From newspaper clippings and 

from medical reports particulars 
have been collected by Dr. T. S. 
Githens of 2,.342 bites by venomous 
snakes in the United States during 
the last eight years. Of these, 723 
bites occurred in southwestern 
states.

The legs get rather more than 
half of all the bites, as you might 
expect. In many cases the victim 
treads on a concealed snake, often 
at night. Nearly all the remaining 
bites are on the hands, wrists and 
arms. They are the result o f gath­
ering crops, picking up wood or 
reaching into rabbit holes and 
similar hiding places.

Many superstitions are still cur­
rent regarding the treatment of 
snake bite. It does no good to 
sp|it open a live chicken and apply 
it to the wound. Kerosene and 
crude oil are useless. Whiskey 
does more harm than good.
.  Make a criscross cut into the 
mte and suck out the poison with 
your mouth. As much as one-half 
o f the snake’s poison can be re­
moved in this way. Place a tour­
niquet above the wound and keep 
the patient absolutely quiet. If he 
must be taken to the doctor move 
the patient with as little strain as 
possible. If there is a telephone 
ask the doctor for instructions. 
The use o f antivenin (snake bite 
aerum) cuts the death rate from 
14.3 to 3.7 per cent. One citizen 
o f this state writes me from a 
remote village, far from a doctor 
but near to many rattlesnakes, 
asking for a stock of the serum. 
A dose of antivenin can be pur­
chased for ten dollars but the 
trouble is most people do not know 
how to inject it. It will do no 
good taken by the mouth. You will 
be wise to see that some drug 
store in the nearest town has this 
serum in stock and to ask your 
doctor for exact directions on what 
you should do if one of the children 
is bitten.

7,000 Indians Expected For Gallup
IntenTribal Ceremonial Aug, 28-30

Gallup, New Mexico, “ The Indian 
Capital,”  is now preparing for the 
seven thousand Indians o f thirty 
tribes of the southwest who will 
invade that frontier, western town 
August 28, 29, 30, for their four­
teenth annual Inter-Tribal Indian 
Ceremonial.

For three days and nights the 
primitive red men will present their 
traditional dances, chants and In­
dian magic, complete in their na­
tive sports, races and games, and 
display the products made by their 
best craftsmen during the last 
year. Cash prizes on the arts and 
crafts will exceed one thousand 
dollars.

Gallup has taken extra measures 
to accommodate Ceremonii^ visit­
ors. Citizens have listed two hun­
dred rooms in their homes for visit­
ors that cannot be accommodated 
in the regular facilities. To meet 
the demand for housing the Cere­
monial Association has contracted 
for four Santa Fe pullman cars

that will be parked in the center 
of town and rented to visitors.

Tribes from Arizona, New Mex­
ico, Oklahoma and other states 
have already asked to participate. 
Others are expected. Among the 
outstanding tribes to attend are 
the Navajo, Taos, Apache, Kiowa, 
Hopi, Zuni, Tesuque, Zia, Jemez, 
Pawnee, San Ildefonso, San Juan, 
Santa Clara, Pima and Ute.

The ceremonial is held in a na­
tural amphitheater surrounded by 
colorful mesas. Arriving on horse­
back, in covered wagons, and more 
modem ways, the Indians camp 
here during their ceremonial.

In three days and nights at the 
Gallup Ceremonial the visitor, ac­
cording to ceremonial officers, can 
see more authentic dances, weird 
ceremonies, arts and crafts, and 
craftsmen at work than he could in 
several months of travel over In­
dian reservations.

Placer mining machinery and not 
the romantic weather-beaten pros­
pector with a pan in “ pay dirt” 
operated in 1934 to increase gold 
production in New Mexico $277,702 
in wake o f the United States new 
gold policy, according to a report 
received by Charles W. Henderson, 
Washington, D. C., o f the United 
States Bureau of Mines.

The state produced $964,380 of 
gold in 1934, the bureau said, and 
$686,400 o f silver. Henderson said 
placer operations had offset a de­
crease in yield of gold from lode 
mines, which, however, increased 
in number from 92 to 163 since 
1933.

San Miguel county produced 
more than half the gold and silver 
out put of the state with $646,362 
gold and $361,443 silver from a 
single lode mine. In gold produc­
tion, Catron county was second 
with $111,367, and Grant third with 
$106,666. Grant county ranked 
second in silver output valued at 
$234,390; Catron county third with 
$78,463.

Gold only increased in total 
weight produced, Henderson re­
ported. Silver, copper, lead and 
zinc fell o ff  compared to 1933, but 
an increase in value o f gold, silver 
and copper during the year more 
than offset this drop in volume and 
gave the state an increase in value 
of metals mined over 1933 of $276,- 
366 to equal 6% million dollars for 
the year 1934.

Curtailing o f operations o f the 
Chino Copper Company near Silver 
City in Grant county, the report 
showed, brought the decrease in 
copper amounting to nearly 3H 
million pounds for the year. Value 
o f copper mined, however, in­
creased from $1,724,608 in 1933 to 
$1,890,400 in 1934.

In value o f all ores mined in 
1934 Grant county was first with 
$3,086,134; San Miguel county 
second with $2,939,816; Catron 
county third with $190,624.

40-HOUR WEEK
BILL IS SIGNED

WASHINGTON — President F, 
D. Rosevelt Friday signed the bill 
providing for a forty-hour week 
for postal employes.

It is expected that the bill will 
provide for jobs for 10,000 addi­
tional employes on the substitute 
list.

Hope To Adjourn 
The Congress Soon

WASHINGTON— After a con-1 
ference with President Roosevelt, 
democratic leaders in congress 
plunged .Monday into a final legis­
lative drive of tremendous scope.

Their aim was to obtain action 
on all or most of an eleven-point 
legislative program, including com­
promises on the $260,000,000 tax 
bill and the utilities measure, and 
then adjourn by Saturday night.

Although the program was con­
sidered subject to change as the 
eleventh-hour situation developed 
further, authoritative sources 
stressed these measures as those 
on which action will be sought 
especially:

'The utilities bill, the tax meas­
ure, the Guffey coal stabilization 
bill, the ban against damage suits 
against the government because 
of its gold policy, alcohol control, 
Tennessee Valley Authority A ct 
amendments, a bill to impose NRA 
labor standards on firms which 
contract with the government, 
rivers and harbors legislation, the 
third deficiency bill, the oil regula­
tion measure to ratify state com­
pacts made at Dallas, railroad re­
organization legislation.

After the conference, in which 
the leaders sat with the president 
until late Sunday night. Senator 
Robinson, majority leader in his 
branch, declared he believed “ the 
work o f the session will be com­
pleted this week.”

The leaders did not publicly 
announce the eleven-point pro­
gram, and the authoritative source 
who disclosed it emphasised that 
it might be subject to later change, 
through addition or subtraction.

It was said that during the con­
ference, the president expressed 
strong feeling in favor o f the util­
ity bill clause calling for manda­
tory abolition o f “ unnecessary” 
holding companies by 1942.

As for the tax measure which 
the senate and house adopted in 
very different form in response to 
President Roosevelt’s call for “ dis­
tribution o f wealth,”  a compromise 
on several points also was in­
dicated.

Concerning the new liquor 
agency projected as a successor 
to the defunct federal alcohol con­
trol administration, informed quar­
ters predicted congress would per­
mit bulk sales o f liquor in kegs 
and barrels, and would set up an 
independent regulatory agency 
which, however, would submit its 
reports to congress through the 
treasury.

Among measures mentioned as 
lost in the shuffle so far as this 
session o f congress is concerned 
was the new food and drug regu­
latory system. It was predicted 
that congress would not act finally 
now on railroad pension legislation 
to replace a law stricken o ff  the 
books by the supreme court. j

There ia 
one safeguard—tetanus antitoxin. 
When a chHd atepa on a nail, taka 
him to a physician. To iwgiect 
precaution is folly o f tho worst 
kind.

There were indications among those 
close to him that he did not intend 
to return to the issue in the im­
mediate future, although he will 
address the nation by radio Satur­
day night for the first time since 
congress met.

Banks Get Rid of 
Bad Paper Fast

WASHINGTON— A government 
report published Monday indicated 
the nation’s banks have used a 
big broom vigorously in sweeping 
huge amounts in questionable 
paper from among their assets.

The Federal I^poait Insurance 
corporation announced that 14,124 
insured institutions wrote o ff  their 
books in 1934 s total o f $1,130,- 
000,000 in losses accumulated dur­
ing the depression.

The FDIC added that this was 
made possible because the banks 
received $660,000,000 net in new 
capital. It said this was supplied 
largely by the government’s re­
construction finance corporation.

Despite these losses, the FDIC 
figure disclosed, the banks’ assets 
rose from $40,610,000,000 to $47,- 
370,000,000 during 1934 and that 
deposits increased from $.31,300,- 
000,000 to “ about $39,000,000,000.” 

One-half o f the growth o f bank 
deposits during the year was at­
tributed to heavy purchases o f fed­
eral obligations.

CATTLE BUYER KILLED

President Roosevelt Friday sign- 
; ed the approval for the allotment 
! o f 91,500,000 for the construction 
I o f Alamogordo dam and reservoir, 
according to a telegram received 
Friday by C. W. Beeman, presi­
dent o f the Carlsbad Irrigiation 
district, from Carl A. Hatch, sen­
ator from New Mexico.

The signing of the allotment 
approval is the last step necessary 
before the beginning o f construe- j 
tion o f the reservoir near Fort 
Sumner, on the Pecos river.

The action is believed to mean 
the overriding o f the protest 
brought by the state o f Texas at 
the instigation o f the Red Bluff 
Improvement district on the ground 
that waters would be impounded in 
the Alamogordo dam which would 
belong rightfully to Texas.

In the light o f this sharp decrease i 
in the crop estimate, the AAA i 
considered that a larger volume o f ' 
production in 1936 would be desir­
able insurance to both the farmer 
and t)ie consumer against the 
contingency o f another year o f bad 
wheat weather.

In addition to the protection

Many Causes For 
High Priced Meat

The present high price o f meat, 
especially pork, is of great concern 
to the consumers and there are 
many answers as to the cause of 
this condition. Some attribute this 
raise in prices to the Agricultural 
Adjustment Administration pro­
gram. It is a known fact that a 
number o f packers and processors 
are making these statements to 
undermine the farmers’ program, 
by spreading malicious and untrue 
propaganda o f all kinds about the 
effects and purposes of the ad­
justment programs upon the con­
sumers of the country.

The facts are that consumers 
now would be paying somewhat 
more for pork, if there had been 
no pig purchase program in 1933. 
A few simple little facts. If widely 
understood by consumers, will 
show them why this is true.

The quantity o f pork produced 
by the farmers for market is in 
direct proportion to the feed sup­
ply on hand. The hogs purchas^ 
by the government in 1933 were 
slaughtered and 100,000,000 pounds 
o f cured pork was distributed to 
relief rolls, this made a large 
supply o f com  to be carried over 
for future use. Had not this supply 
been carried over from 1933 to 
1934, the severe drought which 
caused the feed supply to be low 
would have caused feed to be ex­
tremely more limited. The un­
precedented drought reduced the 
1934 com  crop by nearly a billion 
bushels and confronted farmers 
with the alternate o f cutting down 
their hog herd or letting large 
numbers starve to death.

The carry-over of 270 million 
bushels o f com  from 19.33 to 1934 
which was made possible through 
the adjustment program, also made 
it possible for farmers to place a 
limited supply of pork on the mar­
ket which would not have been 
possible otherwise.

Consumers this year are paying 
higher prices, but not quite so high 
as they would have paid if the hog­
buying operations two years ago 
had not conserved feed last year 
when it was acutely needed.

New supplies o f this year’s pros­
pective 2,272,000,000 bushel com  
crop soon will be available. Late 
this fall and early this winter 
the larger supplies o f 1936 spring 
pigs will begin moving to market 
and prices vrill moderate.

So the situation will change, 
but the adjustment program will 
continue to function in accord with 
its dominant purpose. This pur­
pose is to protect farmers and con­
sumers, and to avert disastrous 
extremes o f supply and price which 
in the past have contributed so 
greatly to agricultural collapse and 
general economic depression.

FUNERALS FOR WILL ROGERS ^
WILEY POST TO BE HELD TODAY

The bodies of Wiley Post and 
Will Rogers, killed last Thursday 
when the Post airplane crashed 
near Point Barrow, Alaska, arrived 
at Los Angeles, California, Tues­
day. The body of the famous hu­
morist lay in a Glendale mortuary, 
where a public and private funeral 
will be held today. The body of 
Post was taken to Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma, where funeral services 
will also be held today. For the 
time being the body o f Rogers will 
rest in a Los Angeles cemetery and 
later will be transferred to the 
family burial plot at Chelsea, Okla­
homa.

whale boat powered by a small 
gasoline motor. Hampered by ice 
and an adverse current, it took 
three hours to reach the destina­
tion. Nearing the scene o f the 
crash, it was realized no human 
being could escape. The natives 
managed to cut into the cabin of 
the plane and extricate the body 
of Rogers. The plane had struck I 
with such a force it had forced 
the engine well back into the 
plane and the wreckage was torn 
apart to obtain the body of Post.

Both bodies were wrapped in 
sleeping bags found in the plane 
and the journey back to Point 
Barrow was mfde and the bodies 
carried into the hospital there, 
where they were dressed.The first graphic description o f ' 

how Wiley Post, noted flyer, and'
Will Rogers, nationally-known hu- 
horist, who met death 'Thursday 
afternoon, was received here Sat­
urday. Numbers of people heard 
the brief announcement over the 
radio early Friday morning, but 
little was known during the day 
except that Post and Rogers had 
crashed in an airplance accident 
near Point Barrow, Alaska, Thurs­
day afternoon at 6:00 p. m.

An authentic story of the trag­
edy was obtained from an awe­
struck Eskimo, who saw the acci­
dent from his sealing camp about 
fifteen miles south o f Point Bar- 
row. After the crash, the native 
ran fifteen miles to summon aid.
The story as told by the native 
said he first saw the plane flying 
in from the south and that after 
landing on a small river two men 
climbed out of the plane and one , 
big man (evidently Rogers) asked' 
the way to Point Barrow. The 
direction given, the men climbed 
back into the plane and started 
across the river for a take-off into 
the wind. After a slow start from 
the water the plant lifted about 
fifty feet, when the motor evi­
dently stalled and the plane nosed 
into the water, turning completely 
over and the native claimed he 
heard a dull exposion after the 
plane overturned. Freightened at 
hrst, the native ran, but decided 
to return to the plane. He called 
to the men in the plane and re­
ceived no answer. The Eskimo 
then made a decision to ran to 
Point Barrow for aid.
