Informed by Foreman G. T. 
McQuillen that consideration of 
the case since 9:00 p. m., Thursday 
had brought no hope of reaching 
a verdict. Judge Frenger ordered 
the jury dismissed.

The jury was reported to have 
stood 10-1-1. Although there was 
no confirmation from the jurors 
themselves, it was indicated the 
t«n favored conviction in the first 
degree, one conviction in the sec­
ond degree and one acquittal on 
grounds of insanity.

Judge Frenger said he was un­
decided whether to let second trial 
of the case came up at the next 
term of district court at Carrizozo 
April 1, or call a special term for 
immediate consideration.

Young Martin was tried for the 
hand axe murder of his cousin, 
Tommie Shaffer, nine. Indictments 
charging him also with fatally 
shooting his aunt and uncle, Mr. 
and .Mrs. Willard Shaffer of Hondo 
valley, are pending.

The youth calmly told the court 
of commiting the killings, but his 
defense contended he was tem­
porarily insane at the time. De­
fense lawyers attempted to prove 
that a football injury caused fre­
quent spells of mental derange­
ment.

Prosecution attorneys said they 
were uncertain whether young 
Martin will be retried on the same 
indictment, or brought to court to 
face one or both of the other 
counts.

Proration Plan Approved 
The state oil conservation com- , 

mission Wednesday passed a plan ‘ 
of proration for the Lea county 
Monument pool, basing its order 
on testimony presented at a hear- ; 
ing at Santa Fe February 25-26.

State Geologist E. H. Wells of 
Socorro, a commissioner, explained 
the plan as providing for an allo­
cation to the wells as follows: 80; 
per cent on an acreage basis, and 
20 per cent of the allocation to the 
field prorated to the wells on the ; 
basis of bottom hole pressures.

The new order will become effec-  ̂
tive May 1. '

Also announced by the commis- ' 
sion Wednesday was its adoption 
of a spacing rule for wells in the 
Jal-Cooper-Eunice-Monument fields 
of Lea county. The rule. Dr. Wells | 
said, will require that no well in [ 
the fields should be drilled closer ' 
than 330 feet to the line of any ‘ 
40-acre unit. i

The Eunice pool in southeastern ' 
Lea county was extended a mile ' 
east last week by the Gulf Oil; 
Corp., Collins No. 1, center SE NE 
sec. 14-21-36, which was drilled to

Announcement of some details 
of the farm program at Washing­
ton brought a quick response Sat­
urday in telegraphed protests 
against rates and conditions for 
paying soil conservation subsidies 
to producers of rice, sugar cane 
and sugar beets.

The protesting farmers were 
understood to be contending that 
they would not receive sufficient 
reimbursement under the payment 
plan outlined F'riday by Secretary 
Wallace.

.■Vs agricultural extension direc­
tors arrived from several states to 
confer with the AAA, two main 
problems were reported bringing 
knitted brows in conferences of 
officials responsible for adminis­
tration of the new farm relief 
plan.

1. Division of the $470,000,000 
subsidy fund among the states.

2. Working out exact definitions 
for soil “depleting,” “conserving” 
and “building” crops, and classifi­
cation of crops under such terms.

In a general way, the soil con­
servation program would provide 
for payment of an average of $10 
an acre for land diverted from 
commercial crops to soil conserv­
ing uses. The AAA seeks to shift 
to that category some 30,000,000 
acres which otherwise would be 
devoted to commercial crops in 
1936.

As outlined by Wallace the pro­
gram was said in almost no in­
stance to contemplate paying farm­
ers as much as they asked in four 
regional conferences held two 
weeks ago.

Cotton farmers, for example, 
after a two-day controversy in a 
committee room, had asked pay­
ment of six cents a pound for 
cotton which they would have 
grown on land which instead will 
be planted this year in soil con­
serving crops. The AAA will pay 
five cents.

Equitable division of subsidy 
funds among the states—expected 
within three weeks—was said to 
be causing considerable concern in 
farm administration circles.

It was indicated that the division 
of funds might follow roughly the 
amounts of old AAA benefit pay­
ments received by each state. 
However, it was said, payments 
in the corn belt might be less be­
cause no soil subsidy payment can 
be made to hog raisers.

The State Oil Conservation Com­
mission has ordered a proration 
hearing for the Eddy county and 
-Maljamar oil districts to be held 
here on April 20th at the Artesia 
hotel. The hearing was ordered 
by the commission after the local 
proration committee failed to agree 
on a plan for prorating these dis­
tricts. There is a possibility that 
an agreement may be reached be­
fore April 20th and in this event 
the commission will meet to es­
tablish rules and regulations.

The commission is composed of 
Governor Clyde Tingley, State 
Geologist E. H. Wells and Land 
Commissioner Frank Vesely. All 
are expected to be present. V. S. 
Welch, New Mexico vice president 
of the Independent Petroleum .As­
sociation, has also announced ten­
tative plans for holding a session 
of the association following the 
hearing of the commission, if the 
present arrangements can be con­
cluded.

Passes Away A fter  

B rief Illness Tuesday

The district land office at Las 
Cruces ha.>; received copies of rules 
for the administration of grazing 
districts, approved by the secre­
tary of the interior March 2, 1936. 
Tht following is a brief summary:

Licenses issued for the year 1936 
will be operative only during that 
year and for such part of 1937 as 
may be considered the ‘‘winter 
rason,” but in no event will such 

licenses extend beyond May 1, 
1937.

The prime requisites for obtain­
ing a license are citizenship, own­
ership of livestock, and “property,” 
defined as land and its products, 
water owned or controlled and 
used according to local custom in 
livestock operations. This prop­
erty is;

1. “Dependent,” if public range 
is required to maintain its proper 
use.

2. “Near,” if it is close enough 
to be used in connection with pub­
lic range in usual and customary 
livestock operations.

3. "Commensurate,” for a cer­
tain number of livestock if such 
property provides proper protec­
tion for such livestock during the 
period for which the public range 
is inadequate.

In addition to the citizenship and 
property qualifications “Priority 
of Use,” which means such use of 
the public range before June 28, 
1934, recognized by local custom 
as a proper use of both the public 
range and the lands or water used 
in connection therewith.

.\fter residents within or near a 
grazing district having dependent 
commensurate property are pro­
vided with range for not to exceed 
ten head of work or milch stock, 
the following is the order in which 
applications for license will be 
considered:

1. Qualified applications with 
dependent commensurate property 
with prior use.

2. The same class, but without 
prior use.

3. Qualified applicants who have 
priority of use but not commen­
surate property.

4. Other qualified applicants.
If the carrying capacity of the 

public range is exhausted and a 
reduction of the number of live­
stock is necessary, the reduction 
or cuts in the number of livestock 
will be made in reverse order of 
the classifications named.

Except for free-use licensees, 
applicable to ten head or less of 
work and milch stock, there will 
be collected a fee of five cents per 
head per month or fraction thereof 
for each head of cattle or horses; 
and one cent per month or fraction 
thereof for each sheep or goat.

District advisors will be elected 
annually after an election date is 
announced by the district land of­
fice, the advisors to have the 
qualifications of voters which are 
the classes one, two and three of 
licensee qualifications, and the 
free-use permittees.

Qualified voters may write in 
the names they wish to vote for 
and need not be held to vote for 
those nominated for advisors. A 
representative of the division of 
grazing will select three election 
judges from amongst the qualified 
voters.

The ultimate 
success or failure of an undertaking of this kind is too uncertain to 
hazard a guess as to whether such an institution can be made to 
partially pay its way or whether the city will have to vote a tax for 
its upkeep. Its financial success will depend on the management, also 
whether the city might be able to rent it out or turn its management 
to some charity institution.

This double guar­
antee removes the elements of 
doubt and uncertainty that have 
troubled buyers of used cars for 
years.”

Hoarseness
You will remember the sad story 

of the transient who had to sleep 
in a stable and woke up a little 
hoarse. He had caught a cold in 
his larnyx. This is the most com­
mon cause of hoarseness and many 
people do not consult a doctor for 
colds in the throat but treat them­
selves with simple remedies such 
as resting the voice and breathing 
the vapor from the compound tinc­
ture or benzoin in hot water.

A simple catarrhal laryngitis 
gets well in a few days. But a 
hoarseness that does not get well 
in a few days is generally the 
signal of a serious disease. It may 
mean cancer, tuberculosis or syph­
ilis. All three of these diseases 
may occur in the throat without 
causing hoarseness but when they 
do cause hoarseness they may be 
the first sign of the disease. Es­
pecially in cancer of the throat it 
may be a matter of life and death 
that the disease be recognized in 
this early stage and treatment be 
begun at once.

All of the above diseases may 
result in ulceration causing pain 
on swallowing as well as hoarse­
ness. But persistent hoarseness 
alone is a strong enough argument 
to convince any sensible person 
that he needs an expert diagnosis. 
Syphilis is proved by the Wasser- 
mann and Kahn tests. Tuberculosis 
is recognized by the condition of 
the lungs and the presence of 
tubercule bacilli in the sputum. To 
prove the presence of an early 
cancer a biopsy may be necessary. 
This means taking a small piece 
of tissue from the throat for ex­
amination under a miscoscope.

There are some other causes of 
chronic hoarseness and not all of 
them are as serious as those men­
tioned. The conditions we have 
di.scussed are the common causes 
of persistent hoarseness. Remem­
ber that 75 per cent of the cases 
of cancer of the larnyx can be 
cured if treatment is begun early. 
The wise man does not take 
chances that he need not take.

Mussolini Sees 
War In Europe

Premier Mussolini, predicting 
the coming of a new war, abol­
ished the chamber of deputies and 
all large private industries in Italy 
Monday.

For the chamber of deputies he 
substituted a council of guilds, 
known as the “Chamber of Fas­
cists and Corporations.”

II Duce left only medium and 
small private industries intact and 
said of large private industries; 
“We are going toward the period 
in which these industries . . . will 
have to labor exclusively, or al­
most so, for the armed forces of 
the nation.”

In further explanation of his 
drastic move on industries, the 
Italian Premier declared it was 
inconceivable that profits should 
be made from the manufacture of 
war materials.

Mussolini executed his broad 
stroke on the 17th anniversary of 
the founding of his Fascist party, 

I after concluding conferences with 
the government leaders of Austria 
and Hungary, and calling the 
Grand Assembly of Corporations 
into session.

II Duce discarded the chamber 
of deputies in favor of a council 

I of guilds, and eliminated Italy’s 
' large private industries in a move 
jto increase the nation’s economic 
I self-sufficiency he declared, in 
I preparation for a possible Euro- 
j  pean war.
I “When and how war will come,
; one does not know,” he told the 
: national council of guilds, which 
replaced the chamber of deputies.

I The chamber is composed of 22 
productive, credit, transport, ag­
ricultural and professional cor­
porations, or category guilds.

i f  A n d i r i e s i  i m i i g
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EU WHITNEY
^pHE mechanical and cngineer- 
^ ing genius which has made 
America the world’s foremost 
industrial nation is symbolised 
by the figure of one of our first 
and most significant inventors, 
Eli Whitney. Not only his tech­
nical talents, but the elements 
of ambition and pertinacity in 
his character, place him in the 
roster of great Americans whose 
memory is a perpetual source of 
insniration.

Eli Whitney was 24 years old 
before he succeeded in entering 
Yale for the education which he 
craved as a basis for his inven­
tive urge. Poverty and the op­
position of his parents had pre­
vented him before that He had 
been bom at Westboro, Mass, 
on December 8, 1765, and his 
mechanical ingenuity was evi­
dent from childhood. His per­
severance agcinst immense 
odds enabled him to turn that 
ingenuity to account. By saving 
for years out of small earnings 
from odd jobs he accumulated 
the wherewithal for a belated 
education.

Chance led him to Savannah 
after completing the college 
course. There he observed the 
tedious manual method of clean­
ing raw cotton. He heard of the 
decision of many of the fore­
most planters to abandon cotton 
growing as unprofitable. Tlie 
problem fired his imagination.

Within a year Eli Whitney 
produced the first model of his 
cotton gin, which accomplished 
in an hour what it had taken 
many days to do by hand. Over­
night almost the cotton industry 
became a leading source of 
American wealth and power, 
and King Cotton sat enthroned 
on Eli Whitney’s cotton gin. 
Two years before the epoch- 
making invention, American cot­
ton exports were a scant 20,000 
pounds. Twenty-five years later 
they had mounted to 270,000, 
000—and this growth was due 
primarily to the Yankee grit 
and American daring of the self- 
made inventor.

The cotton gin brought its in­
ventor but iittle personal finan­
cial return. It was not until 
some years later, when his im­
provements in firearms made 
him more affluent, that he wa.« 
able to taste the comfortable ex­
istence that his genius merited.

Eli Whitney died on January 
8, 1826, at New Haven, Conn. 
*1̂ 0 North, which was his home, 
and the South, which he had so 
vastly enriched, joined in mourn­
ing the nation’s loss. The digni­
fied sarcophagus memorial 
which marks his last resting 
place in a New Haven cemetery 
—shown in the sketch above— 
expresses aptly the nobility of 
his character and the solid worth 
of a pioneer industrial inventor.

Prairie dogs are becoming as 
numerous as they were in the old 
days, according to Fred Barham, 
county agricultural agent, who has . 
been making a prairie dog survey 
in south Eddy county. He spent; 
some time last week in the Upper' 
Black river district talking with 
farmers and cattlemen concerning 
the menace. >

In order to eradicate the pests, ■ 
.Mr. Barham is seeking the co­
operation of the farmers in spread­
ing poisoned grain in a campaign 
of several weeks duration. In order 
to get the greatest results it will 
be necessary for the farmers whose ! 
lands are infested to cooperate 100 
per cent. Again, if a large number 
of farmers band together in the 
campaign the grain can be pur­
chased a great deal cheaper.

Mr. Barham stated that he had 
been reliably informed that land 
lying east of the Pecos river was 
now infested with prairie dogs as 
bad as in the early days. Not only 
do the pests destroy growing vege­
tation, but the holes they burrow 
in the ground are dangerous in the 
way of accidents to cattle stepping 
in them, oftimes breaking legs.

Any farmers or cattlemen whose 
lands are infested with the little 
dogs are requested to get in touch 
with the agricultural agent by 
mail or phone.

Now that is just it, a 
municipal owned hospital will be 
used for a political football and 
nothing else, favoritism and poli­
tical pull will be the watch word. 
Mrs. Gates also says, “Quote,” Why 
not hear from some one who knows 
something about hospitals and their 
needs. End of quote. I do not know 
very much about hospitals but I do 
know this and there are two men 
in town whose names I shall men­
tion will know of what I say to be 
correct. I am heartily in favor of 
a hospital for Artesia and twice 
have offered a suitable site for one 
and still make that offer, not be 
one municipally owned but to one 
privately owned and that is the 
only kind I am in favor of. Just 
prior to the sale of the present 
high School building to our school 
authorities, three Sisters of Char­
ity of some order which I do not 
remember at present, came to Ar­
tesia with a view of establishing 
a hospital, they having been of­
fered the buildings at a very low 
figure; looking the situation over 
for several days and perhaps 
weeks, making a number of trips 
from Carlsbad to Artesia, they 
decided that a hospital here would 
not pay. Mr. William Dooley will 
bear me out in this statement. 
Some three years ago a gentleman 
came to Artesia and rented a resi­
dence from me, for several months

we did not know his business or 
why he was here, one day I put 
the question direct to him as to 
why he was here and he told me 
with a view of establishing a hos­
pital but had decided that the 
town could not afford one; about 
this time he got our present Doctor 
Womack interested and they de­
cided to locate at Hot Springs, 
New Mexico, if a hospital could be 
promoted there and made several 
trips over to see about it; for some 
reason their plans did not mature 
and the idea was given up. Dr. 
Womack remaining here and Dr. 
Powell locating in Missouri. I 
have been informed by a trained 
nurse that it would require at least 
three pay patients a day to keep a 
hospital going and Artesia could 
not furnish these patients. Our 
government is calling for higher 
taxes and we for this reason if 
none other can afford to vote bonds 
for a hospital at this time. Trust 
you will find space for this letter 
in your coming issue of The Ad­
vocate.

By this method these artesian 
and underground water rights 
could be equitably adjusted for the 
beneficial use thereof, by these

I successfully irrigate.
The vegetables, fruit, and grain 

products; as well as butter, milk, 
eggs and fowl production on said 
land, over and above a good living 
for the land owner and his family, 
would provide a supply of necessi­
ties for the citizens of the cities 
and towns in southeastern New 
Mexico, now shipped and trucked 
in from adjoining and other states.

The cash received from sale of 
these products would provide a 
reserve or sinking fund to finally 
retire the existing debt on those 
small farms.

Editor’s Note:—
Mr. Ragsdale, you have discussed 

the proposed hospital quite frankly 
and we assume any comments on 
same will not engender any ill 
feeling since we should be allowed 
the same privilege. You wind up 
your letter by saying the govern­
ment is calling for higher taxes 
and for this reason you will oppose 
the hospital bonds. Coming from 
the local president of the Artesia I Townsend club, an organization 
that wants twenty-four billions of 
the national forty billion income 
for old age pensions, your argu­
ment sounds quite odd. You ought 
to be ashamed of yourself! Do 
you mean to tell your neighbors 
that you have the guts to ask the 
taxpayers to supply you with 
$200.00 per month for an old age 
pension and yet because you are 
a property owner in Artesia, you 
would turn down a cause to aid the 
sick and afflicted? Where is your 
milk of human kindness ?

New Mexico farmers will re­
ceive payments totaling $538,000 
under agricultural adjustment pro­
grams in effect prior to January 
6, 1936, according to an estimate 
received by W, A. Wunsch of the 
New Mexico State College, from 
the agricultural adjustment ad­
ministration.

The payments will be made from 
special funds appropriated by con­
gress to enable the secretary of 
agriculture to meet all obligations 
and commitments previously in­
curred under the adjustment pro­
grams. The secretary was given 
authority to make rental and 
benefit payments in connection 
with adjustment contracts entered 
into before January 6, 1936, pro­
vided there had been compliance 
by the farmer.

It is estimated that a total of 
about $215,000,000 will be required 
to complete payments on adjust­
ment program contracts. It is ex­
pected that practically all of these 
payments will be completed by the 
end of June, 1936.

The secretary was also author­
ized to make rental and benefit 
payments in an amount which he 
determined to be fair and equitable 
to farmers who had applied for 
contracts and, prior to January 6, 
1936, had made adjustments and 
complied with the requirements 
regardless of whether contracts 
had been signed.

SANTA FE—The New Mexico 
supreme court declared the 1933 
absent voter law unconstitutional 
Monday and affirmed the judg­
ment won in Harding county dis­
trict court by Ralph T. Thompson 
who contested the election of A. J. 
Scheier as sheriff.

The lengthy decision was written 
by Justice C. R. Brice and affirmed 
the decision handed down by for­
mer District Judge J. L. Dailey.

All justices concurred excepting 
Justice A. L. Zinn who did not 
participate.

A constitutional amendment of 
1920 which permitted use of ab­
sent voter ballots by persons en­
gaged in military or naval service 
was not affected by the decision 
invalidating the 1933 law.

LONDON—The United States, 
Great Britain, and France signed 
a new international naval treaty 
yesterday.

The pact removes restrictions on 
the sixe of navies, but the United 
States and Great Britain, possess­
ors of the world’s mightiest fleets, 
agreed separately to maintain their 
navies at the same level.

This Anglo-American agreement 
was expressed in an exchange of 
letters between Norman H. Davis, 
head of the American delegation, 
and Anthony Eden, British foreign 
secretary.

In signing the treaty, Mr. Davis 
said the United States assisted “in 
carrying forward certain funda­
mental principles of naval limita­
tion which, with good will on the 
part of all naval powers, will serve 
to prevent a naval race . . . "

He said the American govem- 
n:ent regretted that the instrument 
“falls short of our best hopes in 
that it makes no provision for 
quantitative reduction and limita­
tion.”

He said that the international 
situation was responsible for this 
fact and that, “in the circum­
stances, a drastic reduction of 
naval armaments was manifestly 
not to be expected.”

Each elector shall vote for the 
candidate for the class of livestock 
owners to which he belongs, re­
gardless of the precinct from which 
said candidate may be nominated. 
If the elector runs more than one 
kind of stock he must choose with 
which class he will vote.

An elector, if qualified in more 
than one district, may vote in the 
different districts.

Nominees for advisors in the 
various precincts of a grazing 
district must be electors with de­
pendent commensurate property, 
or with priority use in running 
livestock in the precinct or district.

More detailed instructions as to 
elections and tenure of office of 
those elected will be given when 
elections are announced and at the 
time they are held.

I Strip cropping, one of the best 
I and most economical methods of

Whether planted on contour lines 
or at right angles to prevailing 

' winds, strips of sweet clover, al­
falfa, sorghum, Sudan grass, or 
sunflowers not only stop soil that 
starts to blow, but also break the 
wind as it sweeps across the field. 

I It is small soil particles carried 
; by a high wind that produce the 
I scouring effect known as wind 
erosion. Strip cropping stops drift- 

I ing soil in the same way as fences 
, and weed clumps.
I Another advantage of strip crop- 
I ping ia that strips may be shifted 
, from year to year. The top growth 
and roots are plowed under and 
add humus to the soil. This is 
one of the best preventives of 
“blowing.” Soil with a good con­
tent or organic matter is much 
less likely to blow than soil cul­
tivated year after year until most 
of the humus disappears.
