The Stanolind
0il and Gas Co., will drill a new
well at Jal in its Langley No. 1,
NW sec. 15-25-37. In the South
Hobbs district, the Repollo Oil Co.,
has staked its Bordages No. 1, SW
sec. 28-19-37. Skelly 0Oil Co., will
drill its Coates No. 6 in the SW
sec. 3-24-36, in the Cooper area,
and in the Eunice sector the Land-

Prospects Good in Mountains

Cabbage, cauliflower and lettuce
growers in the mountain distriets
are also facing brighter prospects
than usual both in the price out-
look and in the yield. More lettuce
is being grown in the Mayhill
vicinity and above and prospects
are good that the lettuce crop will
soon rival the cabbage crop in im-
portance. The mountain cabbage
was first introduced to many west
Texas communities during the
drouth of 1934 and has since been
growing in popularity.

A fair apple and pear crop is
also in prospect for the Mayhill
community and other localities
farther west.

Smallest Corn

Crop In 50 Years,

The Short Feed Crop Will
Necessitate Marketing
Many Livestock.

WASHINGTON — An official
forecast that this year’s domestic
corn crop will be the smallest in
fifty years was coupled Monday
with a prediction that much live-
stock will have to be marketed and
grain rations reduced for stock
kept over the winter.

Based on August 1 conditions,
the prospective 1936 corn harvest
was estimated at 1,439,135,000
bushels by the crop reporting board |

The July 1 estimate—before the
drouth took its harvest toll—was
2,244,834,000 bushels. The 1935
production was 2,291,629,000.
“Irrespective of weather condi-
tions during the remainder of the
season,” the board reported, “there
will be a shortage of grain that
will necessitate rather heavy mar-
ketings of grain-consuming live-
stock and a reduction in the grain
ration of livestock wintered.

Gone to Earth

In my mind’'s eye I saw a vision
and lo a hole in the ground! On
the one side I saw the pack of
public health hounds who had been
hunting syphilis, tuberculosis, rick-
ets and all manner of diseases.
On the other side I saw the pack
of social workers who had been
hunting poverty and misery and
crime. Beneath this picture was
the caption: gone to earth!

Unless this vision is to be at-
tributed to the heat, it must have
been due to reading a monogram
from the Children’s Bureau called
“Institutional Treatment of De-
linquent Boys.” The study was
made upon 751 boys five years
after they had left the reforma-
tories where they had or had not
been reformed. At that time one
third of them ‘“seemed to have
failed entirely to make the hoped-
for adjustment to community life.”
another third “had achieved ad-
justment of such doubhtful char-
acter as to make it very uncertain
whether the community could count
on having no further difficulty
with them.”

We quarantine a carrier of
diphtheria even when there is not
more than a five per cent chance
that he will pass on the disease.

EVERY annual roll call of the
American Red Cross is a tri-
bute to the woman who, long be-
fore it was considered proper for
women to have a career, cnrv_ed
one for herself in the service
of humanity. She was the
founder of the American Red
Cross, Clara Barton, “America’s
Florence Nightingale.”

She was born on Christmas
Day, 1821, at Oxford, Mass,
and carefully reared and edu-
cated. She was past forty when
she undertook the great initiad
work of her career of devotion.
When the Civil War broke out,
Clara Barton from her own in-
come and the gifts of friends
started a fund to supply com-
forts to the soldiers.

Later, distressed by the fact
that wounded men were often
receiving inadequate care, she
begged permission to render as-
sistance, She fought against
prejudices and rebuffs and fin-
ally succeeded—the first time
that civilian aid had been ac-
cepted for military nursing, and
the first time that a woman had
any share in war-time care of
the wounded. ’

Demand For Dairy

Products Improved

The demand for dairy products
has improved, with the increase in
employment and business, and fur-
ther improvement is in prospeet,
according to E. E. Anderson of
the New Mexico State College.
The most striking developments in
the dairy situation during the past
month have been the drouth, the
decline in milk production, and the
rapid rise in butter and cheese
prices. Dairy production has been
reduced by the drouth and will
probebly be somewhat less during
the coming winter than a year
earlier.

The condition of pastures is de-

tcidedly below average in all seec- |

tions of the country, except in the
Pacific coast states. Hay and
small grain crops have been
greatly reduced. The corn crop has
been damaged beyond recovery in
a large part of the corn belt and
in the remainder of the belt yields
are still very uncertain. No ac-
curate forecasts of grain produc-

tion can be made at this time, but |
considering old grain carried over,

small grains harvested to date, and
present prospects for corn and
grain sorghum, it is now evident
that the supply of feed grains will

be smaller than in any recent crop

yvear, except 1934,

The number of milk de-
clined about one per cent in the
last year, and some further reduc-
tion is in prospect. Milk produe-
tion per cow during the next twelve

| months will probably be relatively

low, because of poor pastures and
sharply higher feed costs in drouth

areas, but the recent increases in |

the prices of dairy products will
materially stimulate production in
areas which have sufficient feed.
Consumption of fluid milk and
cream is increasing in cities and
villages and the outlook is for
further increases. With this in-
crease in fluid consumption and
prospects for some decline in total
production of milk, it is to be ex-
pected that the decline in produec-
