In Crash Tuesday
First Lt. Mattlson Roger Ivey, 

21, son of Mr. and Mrs. Ted H. 
Ivey, of Abilene, was killed Tues­
day afternoon In the crash of 
a Marine Corps Jet plane near 
Cherry Point, N. C.

Lt. Ivey was testing the Jet, 
which crashed near the base, ac­
cording to Information receiv­
ed by relatives here. Time of 
the crash had not been deter­
mined Tuesday night, as lt ap­
parently occurred without the 
knowledge of Marine Corps o ffi­
cials, who organized a search 
only after Lt. Ivey failed to re­
turn to the base on schedule.

A 1949 graduate of Abilene 
High School, Lt. Ivey joined the 
Navy In June 1952, and trans­
ferred to the Marines after re­
ceiving his commission. He at­
tended Tarleton State College at 
Stephenville and Hardln-Sim- 
mons University before entering 
service.

Lt. Ivey had Just returned In 
August from eight months’ ser­
vice overseas.

Water again will be the key 
factor when the annual duck 
season opens one-half hour be­
fore sunrise Nov. 2, reports the 
Executive Secretary of the Game 
and Fish Commission.

"All Indications point toward 
an abundance of ducks,” he said, 
“ but many state areas need good 
rains to accomodate the birds.”

The Executive Secretary em­
phasized that the seventy-five 
day duck season opens fifteen 
days before the goose season 
which runs sixty days through 
January 15.

"This is going to put the bur­
den on the hunter,” he said. 
"The law stipulates that mistak­
ing one kind of game for another 
is no valid excuse. In other 
words our wardens have no other 
choice but to act when they note 
killing of geese before Nov. 17.”

Most waterfowl experts ap ­
prove postponing the goose open­
er to give the big birds a chance 
to fatten up after their exhaust­
ing flights from the far north 
nesting areas.

One opening day change this 
year permits hunters to begin 
shooting one half hour before 
sunup Instead of at noon, the 
traditional zero hour. Dally 
shooting periods end at sundown

Other regulations are un­
changed on ducks The limits are 
five per day and ten In possess­
ion after the opening day. Ouns 
must be plugged to a three shell 
limit. Outboard motors must be 
detached from the mount If the 
boats are used In the open but 
may remain in place if the boat 
is placed inside or secured to a 
shooting blind.

The Fxecutlve Secretary cau­
tioned hunters about banging 
away at unidentified birds, add­
ing: "The postponement of the 
goose opener will generally pro­
tect the big non-game birds, 
such as the rare whooping 
cranes, which are rigidly pro­
tected Many of them will have 
migrated safely through the 
danger zone before Nov. 17.”

"It looks like a fine waterfowl 
season.” he added. "Plenty of 
legal game and lots of shooting 
space Everybody should have 
fun and reasonable success If 
they will take the pains to be 
careful; get permission of land 
owners If they don’t already have 
a lease; get the )2 Federal duck 
stamp and have a regular state 
hunting license If shooting out 
of the hunter’s home county."
