A ' Homer Frank Tibbens, 27 years 
old, a tool dresser for the Cockbum 
Drilling Company, was instantly 
killed about midnight Christmas 
Eve, when his automobile struck 
a guard rail at a cattle underpass 
on Highway 83 in the oil field west 
of the Barnsdall lease.

The car left the road on the 
right side and then crossed it, 
striking the rail.

It 
came to rest right side up.

The body of Mr. Tibbens was 
found by Jim Elliott and Willard 
Beaty, also oil men, evidently 
only a few momenta after the ac­
cident, the head and shoulders out 
of the wrecked car, the legs in­
side.

The engine was thrown clear of 
the car, which probably is beyond 
repair.

Finds That Most 
Of Bucks Taken 
Had Many Points

A few hunters returning from 
the field this year complained that 
while a good percentage got their 
bucks, an unusually large percent­
age of the bucks were very small, 
the state magazine. New Mexico, 
reports. No record of the size of 
bucks killed was kept at the var­
ious checking stations. In order, 
therefore, to get a good cross-sec­
tion of the size of bucks taken this 
year, Homer Pickens, district dep­
uty, has made a complete check­
up of the cold storage plants and 
taxidermist establishments in the 
city of Albuquerque and has sub­
mitted the following interesting 
report:

“A total of 188 bucks were found 
at the various establishments and 
checked for size and total number 
of points. There were only seven 
2-point bucks, two 3-point, thirty- 
one 4-point, six 5-point, twenty-one 
6-point and thirteen 7-point and a 
total of 108 with from 8 to 10 
points.”

In other .words, 60 per cent of 
the bucks had 8 points or more. 
It was a notable fact that 52 out 
of the 188, or nearly 30 per cent, 
were 10-point bucks. Mr. Pickens’ 
report indicated also that prac­
tically all of the deer were in good 
condition and a considerable num­
ber of them weighed 200 pounds

The suicide of Philip Musics, alias F. Donald Coster, like those 
of Ivar Kreuger, Serge Staviskv and lesser lights in the history of
fraud, suggests that the game of violating the law has a way of pun' 
ishing its offender-players and that no class is freed from retribution 
in wrongdoing.

Crime led Coster to a self-enforced death penalty, and the proper 
inference from his acceptance of the maximum punishment was that

he was haunted by the fear of arrest in much the same way as a 
fugitive murderer or gangster has sleepless nights. Nor was the 
faith that high financial and other circles re p o st in Coster anv dif­
ferent from the confidence an individual in humbler surroundings 
misplaces in a supposed friend who gives him a bad cherk. The 
mysterv is not why people have confidence in others, but why there 
should be the betraval of that confidence.

Coster’s story has emphaticallv corroborated the old bromide 
that crime does not pay, that a life dedicated to it is neither enjovable 
nor worth-while, that criminal activity in effect puts an offender 
at the mercy of outside forces which can terminate hi* life abruptly. 
In the long run, the easy route of taking illegal advantage of one’s 
fellow men usually fails, and the moral or lesson is fully convincing.

Most of the trouble in society, however, is not caused by the 
Costers. Kreugers or pettv swindlers, but by the man who does wrong 
safelv within the law. Is self-justification adequate mental or spir­
itual balm for him. or does such a person suffer like the Costers or 
Kreugers? The world would be enlightened to an invaluable degree 
by an autobiography of an offender who kept safely within the law. 
It could be published anonvmously or posthumously, and if regrets 
or anxiety were there, a motive for better living in a more ordered 
society would be offered.— Fort Worth Star-Telegram.

Completion of High School Tops Ten Best
News Stories of the Last Y ear in Artesia

Newspapers and news services 
the country over each year at this 
time review happenings of the 
twelve-month period by way of 
choosing the outstanding news ato- 
riea. It is largely a matter of 
opinion, but usually the various ed­
itors largely agree.

And so The Advocate will review 
the outstanding local news stories. 
In order to get the opinion of oth­
ers, a number of persons were 
asked what, in their opinion, was 
the biggest news story in Artesia.

The completion of the new Jun­
ior-Senior High School teems to be 
the general favorite!

But the death in an airplane 
crash of Elbert (Chick) Phillips the 
evening of July 6 was picked by 
others. Certainly it was a spec­
tacular news story and for a week­
ly from the standpoint of “spot" 
news, it was especially big, for 
the untimely death of the popular 
young man happened the evening 
before publication.

Internationally the "Pact of 
Munich" was chosen by the As­
sociated Press aa the No. 1 story 
of the year.

And the “tops" in newsphotoa 
was a picture of a young man 
plunging to his death from a Man­
hattan hotel, snapped just as he 
went through an awning and be­
fore his body struck the sidewalk.

Sifting of the Artesia news 
brings out a number of news sto­
ries of interest, nearly too many 
to pick the first ten, as did the 
Associated Press. But combining 
different phases of the same 
story, or combining two closely re­
lated stories, as one, here they are, 
in the opinion of the editor:

First and second, as already 
mentioned, are the completion of 
the new school and the death of 
“Chick” Phillips.

The inauguration of free city 
mail delivery April 1 gets third 
place. Tied in with this was the 
first airmail delivery and pick-up 
here May 19. That, however, of 
itself, would not rate in the first 
ten.

Fourth and fifth places go with- 
discrimination to the death on July 
3 of the Rev. J .  D. Terry, a Con­
federate veteran and an old circuit 
riding preacher, and the death on 
Nov. 14 of Col. William B. Pistole. 
7'he death of each was a distinct 
loss to the community and each 
waa an especially prominent man.

Of interest also was the observa­
tion last April 9 of the seventieth 
wedding anniversary of the Rev. 
and Mrs. Terry, but that is not 
one of the top ten.

The breaking of ground last 
week for another school building 
and the new City Hall rates sixth 
place. The elections in connection 
with each of the news stories writ­
ten about them are considered part 
of the general story.

News which was one of mor* 
than local interest was the cotton 
farmers’ meeting here Sept. 12, at 
which J .  E. McDonald, Texas com­
missioner of Agriculture, spoke, is 
rated seventh.

Eighth place, goes to the new 
city athletic park. A great im­
provement, of interest from the 
standpoint of school athletics and 
general recreation alike, the public 
has become more and more con­
scious of the magnitude of the 
project.

Many phases are noted, and each 
plays its part. But although the 
general public knew the park was 
making great progress, and espec­
ially noted the swimming pool, the 
thing which attracted the focus of 
most eyes was the building of the 
wall around the playing field, as 
well as the start of work on the 
grandstand.

Tying in with the park is the 
use of lights for night playing, 
which in itself was a story. The 
lights, first used on the temporary 
field on South Roselawn, made 
night softball a possibility and 
from the interest shown in that 
sport, the running story of it 
throughout the summer gets ninth 
place.

Well—that leaves one to go. 
And that’s a tough spot. There 
are a number of interesting news 
stories which are candidates. For 
instance:

Theft of the safe of the Malco 
Refineries, Inc., the night of Jan.

5; the New Mexico P. E. O. con­
vention April 27-29; the 200 mil­
lion cubic foot gas well in Febru­
ary; the city a defendant in a dam­
age suit; first day school enroll­
ment of 1,066 pupils; Artesia 
picked for one of the pageants in 
1940 of the Coronado Cuarto Cen­
tennial.

But The Advocate editor chooses 
for tenth the story of a survey 
made by Arba Green, secretary of 
the Chamber of Commerce, in 
which he showed the weekly pay­
roll here to exceed |30,000.

Perhaps no one will agree en­
tirely with the above list; some 
surely will agree in part and all, 
it is hoped, whether they agree or 
not, will admit there was lots of 
interesting news from which to 
choose and that it is not easy to 
make a definite decision.

The new City Hospital over­
looked? No! It was begun in 
1937; it will not be finished until 
1939, when it should be one of the 
ten best news stories.

The maintenance of old-age in­
surance accounts for workers with 
special name problems—as, for in­
stance, Chinese, married women 
who have worked under both their 
maiden and married names, and 
persons who for any reason have 
changed their family names—is 
one of the many unusual jobs of 
the Social Security Board, accord­
ing to Martin J .  Snelus, manager 
of the Albuquerque office. I

When “Li Hong” applie* for a i 
social security number, there is no | 
way of telling whether “Li” is his 
family name—as it would be in 
China—or whether he has West- 
emiied the sequence and written 
hi* given name first. In order to 
avoid the necessity of carrying on 
involved and expensive correspond­
ence, a cross file is made and there­
after the account is identifiable 
as either “Li Hong” or "Hong Li.” 

Cross filing is also necessary in 
certain other cases, as, for exam­
ple, where a woman who has 
worked under her maiden name 
marries and later goes back to 
work under her new name without 
reporting the change. Or John 
Dm  may inform the bureau that 
he is known on the job aa “Jack 
Doe” or “Jack Jones.”

"Everyone can use any name 
he wants to adopt, and everyone 
has a right to have his account 
kept under the name he uses on 
the job,” said Mr. Snelus, “but 
for purposes of identification we 
must have on file both his original 
name and the name he now uses. 
All such information is kept abso­
lutely confidential, in accordance; 
with the policy of the Social Se­
curity Board. Wage earners should 
know, however, that the use of two 
names, without notifying us so that 
their accounts can be kept straight 
and their wages properly credited, 
may result in serious delay in 
paying their benefits.”

Snelus said a special form has 
been prepared for workers who 
wish to correct their name records.

Resting from Christmas festivi-1 
ties and thinking forward to ths 
New Year is on this week’s calen­
dar.

No one is so far from realizing 
his ambitions and wishes as he 
who does not know what he wants 
or the end at which he aims.

The purpose of life is more than a 
day to day existence, and work 
which does not bring some distant 
goal nearer partakes of the futili­
ty which kills hope and undermines 
ambition.

How often have you heard the 
expression “He’s a hard worker 
but doesn’t  get ahead,” or “a hard 
worker but a poor manager.” Bar­
ring the accidents of misfortune 
which, like the rain, fall on the 
just and the unjust alike, it is 
equivalent to saying that the hard 
worker who doesn’t get ahead is 
working without method; that he ■ 
is using his back more than his 
head; that he is on his way but 
doesn’t know where he is going.

A considerable school of econo­
mists and sociologists has sprung 
up in high places, who are busy 
with figuring out “living stand­
ards,” “minimum wages,” and for­
mulae for achieving their ideals. 
The trouble is that the goals and 
ideals are theirs, and not those of 
the people they are sincerely try­
ing to help. Nobody is so well 
qualified to decide what my family 
and I want from life as we our­
selves; and certainly nobody else 
can do as much as we to bring our 
hopes and ambitions to fruition. 
What outsiders can do, however, is 
to supply information which we 
may lack, and which we must use 
as the carpenter uses his toola in 
building a house.

Farm families who sit down to­
gether and talk over their wants 
and needs for the future have tak­
en the flrst essential steps toward 
their attainment. An inventory of 
the resonrcee and facilities with 
which they have to work is the sec­
ond essential. How best to use 
those resources and facilities so 
that each day will build toward the 
ultimate goal is the essence of gt>od 
farm and home management.

all the factual information bearing 
on the many operations, all the 
ingenuity in devising means and 
methods, come into play.

Whether we start from the farm 
side or the home side, both exist 
and are operated for the family 
welfare, and are merely different 
parts of the family enterprise. The 
farm family which does not plan 
ahead, does not visualize its goals 
and systematically work toward:

Completion of 4~H Club Memln*rs Hits 
New Hifrh in State for the Year 19H9

Of the 7,096 New Mexico 4-H 
Club members, carrying 8,162 pro­
jects, 77 per cent completed their 
project work and met the other re- 
quirementa set up for each club 
member during 1938. This is a 
higher percentage than in any 
prior year.

In three New Mexico counties, 
more than 90 per cent of the 4-H 
Club members enrolled at the first 
of the year completed their work 
and in seven other counties, more 
than 85 per cent completed, with 
Luna County taking the highest 
|)ercentage of completions, with 95 
per cent. These figures show a 
decided growth in both enrollments 
and completions over 19.'!7, due 
largely to the increasi’d number of 
volunteer local leaders who serve 
as advisors of 4-H Clubs. Many 
of these leaders are older boys and 
girls who had previously been 4-H 
Club members.

In many instances, after a field 
has been farmed on the contour 
for 2 or 3 years, the slope becomes 
smoothed and small depressions 
filled to such an extent that the 
original lines need to be changed 
in order to prevent run-off. Us­
ually, new contour lines will be 
straighter and more easily worked 
bt ?ause of the more regular slope.

Perhaps an additional contour 
line may be needed on fields where 
the present lines do not properly 
control the run-off. In areas sub­
ject to wind erosion, it would sav:- 
time to run contour lines on un­
protected fields before any blow­
ing occurs. This would enable the 
farmer to list the field on the con­
tour now in order to catch drifting 
snows, or be in a position to list

the spring before planting season. 
If terracing is not practical now 
because of lack of moisture or for 
other reasons, the spaces for ter­
races could be relocated. A crop 
which matures early could be 
planted on these strips so that the 
land would be free for terracing 
during the late summer or early 
fall. Planning of contours or ter­
racing work now may save many 
valuable days during the planting 
season.

Baked Onion Cups with Peas Form 
Tempting Garnish For Meat Loaf

Thit Simple Bil of Culinary Aititlry Will 

Be Greeted With Grand
In spite of the rather limiti î number 

of rer ipes hontomsLers follow in prepar­
ing tanned |ieas, this is one vegi-table 
whii-li has enjoy^ inrreased popularity 
yrar after year. Pr'rhann one cx|>lnna- 
tinn for their rise to a leadir.g position 
in the vegetable kingdom is that up 
until the time rommerrial canners were 
able to ran this vegetable on a large 
arnle, peas were regarded by most 
people as a luxury fo(^ and were eon- 
sidered a treat to be enjoyed only dur­
ing a comparatively short season of the 
year.

Although the canning of peas was 
first attempted on a eommemal seale 
just before the Civil War, its greatest 
growth has come within the pa.xt ten or 
fifteen years. The rapid strides that 
the canning industry has made, now 
makes it possible to bring young teiuler 
iwn.x within the rearli of every purse.

In nutritive value, |ieas are worthy 
of sp«Tial distinction They are high 
in protein; a eliaiseteristie of few fissls 
excepting meats, and their protein con­
tent is matched by a pro|M>rtionate 
quantity of starch and sugar. They are 
also rich in vitamin A, the siH-cial 
characteristic of grwn vegetables, as 
well as a valuable source of vitamins F' 
and C, and important minerals — cal­
cium, iron and phosphorus.

Since there are |iess to suit every 
taste and u.sein cooking, and in buying, 
it is necessary to consider what the 
family prefers. If the peas are to be 
iM'rved as a vegetable, in a salad or 
used for garnishing, the very tender 
ones are most popular, and whether 
they are large or small de|>ends upon 
individual preference.

The average size peas are fine for 
use in casserole dishes and stews or 
when creamed. The more mature peas 
lend themselves especially well to soups 
and purees, and for making aoufiles 
and timbales.

New Mexico has a total of 
3,126.6 miles of concrete or black­
top pavement, of which 1,464 miles, 
or 48 per cent, have been con­
structed since Jan. 1, 1936, Grover 
Conroy, state highway engineer, 
says in a four-year report to the 
State Highway Commission.

The report shows that in all the 
state has 7,390 miles under main­
tenance.

The highway work done during 
the four year period, totaling 
2,936.2 miles, is divided into the 
following classifications: 132 miles 
grading only; 20, grading and wid­
ening; 64.5, widening only; 36.6, 
widening and surfacing; 12.8, grad­
ing, widening and surfacing; 196, 
grading and drainage; 29, grad­
ing and surfacing; 7, surfacing 
only; 763.8, grading, drainage and 
surfacing; 1,006.7, grading, drain­
age, surfacing and blacktopping; |
206.2, surfacing and blacktopping; { 
262.1, blacktopping; 117.4, widen-: 
ing, surfacing and blacktopping; <
92.2, reconstruction, additional sur- i 
facing and reconstruction oil mat.

Other construction includes 22 
bridges more than 100 feet in 
length, 16 grade separation struc- • 
tures completed, nine grade cross-' 
ing eliminations by line changes, 
five grade crossing eliminations 
programmed for letting, 11 land­
scaping projects completed and 
three landscaping projects to be 
let early in 1939.

The report also states that at 
the present time the Bureau of 
Public Roads is obligated for 206.6 
miles of blacktopping in 1939—the 
obligations made at the time the 
the bureau approved projects for 
grading, drainage and surfacing.

Mines at Tererro, 
Pecos ^ ill  Close, 
S h o r t a g e  of Ore

One of Larirer Revenue Payinx 
BuKinewKes in State of 

New Mexico

One of the larger revenue pay- 
inir businesses in New Mexico will 
close March 1, it was announced 
in connection with proposed aban­
donment at that time of the Amer­
ican Metals Company properties at 
Terrero and Pecos in San Mifruel 
County. The suspension order was 
iriven out by company officials be­
cause of a shortafre of ore in pay- 
inr quantities.

J .  T. Matson, sreneral manager, 
said the town of Tererro. now the 
home of approximately 2,000 per­
sons, will be abandoned.

The company estimates its prop­
erty holdinfrs in the Tererro area 
•t about $1,12,5,000 and now has 
• payroll of approximately $80,000 
a month, Matson said.

The mine produces irold, silver, 
tine, lead and copper. Approxi­
mately 600 men are employed in 
the operation of the property.

Closinit of the property will be 
felt by ^ n  Mifruel (bounty, in that 
the company is now the second 
larfest sinirle taxpayer in the 
county, exceeded only by the A. T. 
A S. F. Railroad. The company 
pays approximately $17,000 an­
nually in taxes to the county. 
Closing of the property would re­
duce the assessed valuation and 
consequently tax payments.

Operations at the Tererro mines 
was started in 1926 with work con­
tinuing from Jan. 1, 1927, on a 
larffe scale. The surroundinir area 
has been worked extensively 
through drifts. The main shaft 
of the mine is 1,760 feet deep, but 
has not been worked below the 
1.200 foot level since last sprinir. 
Ore is teken to the mill, above 
Pecos, by one of the longest aerial 
trams in the world.

"f ■'RUCK gardeners, florists end com- 
E mercial growers who wish to “hit’ 

the market when prices are highest 
do not have to place their entire dê  
pendence on nature and natural 
means alone for the early germina­
tion and growth of their seedlings. 
Instead, more and more each season 
they are turning to the electrical 
nesting of hotbeds—a method used 
n Norway and Sweden for 20 years 

but which came into prominence in 
this country only about eight years 
ago with .he development of si>ecial 
metsKic-sheathed cable.

Although steam, hot water and hot 
air are used to some extent to heat 
hotbeds, manure long has been the 
common heating medium. However, 
all of those methods lack some of the 
following advantages of electricity: 
Less labor required to construct and 
operate; temperature automatically 
controlled w ithin narrow limits; 
cheaper, i t  labor and supervision 
costs are included; free from harm­
ful and obnoxious fumes; less danger 
of soil contamination; beds need not 
be recharged each time they are used, 
only a turn of a switch being neces­
sary to start each run; planta are pro­
duced in less time; tem peratures 
easily changed to force or retard 
plant growth as conditions require; 
may be used to produce garden tru ’• 
for out-of-season home m arkets; 
equipment lasts for .rears; and clean 
and agreeable to work.

For growing truck garden plants, 
electric hotbeds are superior to green­
houses because their initial coet ia

much less; extra cold frames are not 
needed for hardening plants for 
trsnsplanting; it is not necessar] to 
use “flata”; less labor u required; and 
they are cheaper to operate unless 
the greenhouse is used for other pur­
poses.

When used to furnish bottom heat 
in propagating benches in green­
houses. electricity has the following 
advantages: Maintenance of constant 
aoil temperature best suited for the 
cuttings being rooted; soil easily 
maintained at temperatures higher 
than the air—a condition conducive 
to reoting of cuttings; higher per­
centage of cuttings take root; they 
root in muoh shorter time; and no 
danger of overheating.

Full information on the construc­
tion, installation, operation and cost 
of electric hotbeds may be obtained 
without charge from yottr state col­
lege or university, or from the manu­
facturers of such equipment. As an 
indication of the reasonable first cost 
of such an installation, it may be 
pointed out that all the cable and 
controls necessary for four 6' x S' 
frames can be purchased for $20 or 
leas.

Opersting costs vary widely with 
the type and construction of the hot­
bed, its insulation and exposure, and 
many other factors. However, when 
outside temperatures average around 
freezing, it will require from IH to 
2’.i kw.-hr. i>er frame per day to 
maintain the bed at 60 degrees. At 
the three-cent rate (a lower one often 
is available), this amounts to from 
$1.35 to $2.25 per frame per month, 
with the average over the entire heat­
ing season approaching the lower 
figure.

Highway 66, which heretofore 
ha.s extended between Gallup, N. 
Mex., and Cortez, Colo., has been 
lengthened officially as far south 
as the Mexican border town of 
Douglas, Ariz. This official des­
ignation of the now 663-mile 
stretch was made at the annual 
meeting of American Association 
of Highway officials at Dallas. 
The section of Highway 66 west 
from Gallup to Sanders, Ariz., will 
carry both U. S. 66 and 666. Prior 
to this action there was a possi­
bility that the federal number 
would be removed from 666 due to 
a government ruling that stretch­
es of less than 300 miles not be 
marked with U, S. numbers. The 
addition totals 425 miles, and 
passes through Sanders, St. Johns, 
Clifton and terminates at Douglas.

Legislative Reference Bureau Di­
rector Tom W. .Neal is drafting 
amendments to the Workmen’s 
Compensation I..aw, some of them 
favored by the State Federation of 
Labor, at the request of State La­
bor Commissioner F. Charles Da­
vis, to be submitted to the coming 
legislature. The changes would: 
Make it clear that the act applies 
to minors more than 16 years old; 
eliminate the maximum compen­
sation of $18 in case of death and 
fix the compensation at a percent­
age of the wages earned; clarify 
provisions relative to independent 
contractors employing less than 
four men and distinguish between 
contract labor and casual employ­
ment; clarify the character of 
proof required to enable a work­
man suffering from hernia to re­
cover.
