Act Is Declared' 
U nconstitutional 
Bv Supreme Court

Knocked Out Over 25 Cent Fee. 
Becanse of Dual 

Provisions

The 1939 capitol remodeling act 
was declared unconstitutional by 
the State Supreme Court Tuesday 
in a unanimous opinion written by 
District Judge Bryan Johnson of 
Albuquerque, sitting for Justice 
A. L. Zinn.

The court held that the act. by 
its dual provisions for statehouse 
improvement and acquisition of 
new state park sites, violated a 
section of the state constitution 
limiting statutes to a single sub­
ject.

“We cannot escape the conclus­
ion that two unrelated subjects are 
embraced in the bill,” said Judge 
Johnson in summing up the opin­
ion.

The ruling affirmed a Chaves 
County District Court judgment, 
in which Judges James B. McGhee 
found in favor of Henry D. John­
son in a suit for recovery of a 26- 
cent fee charged him by the county 
clerk for filing a chattle mortgage. 
Johnson had paid the fee under 
protest, alleging the capitol re­
modeling act, which created the 
filing fee, was invalid.

The 1939 statute set up a $760,- 
000 bond issue, backed by a 26- 
cent fee to be charged on each 
instrument filed by county clerks 
and a 50-cent fee for each instru-

Artesia may be included shortly 
in the extension of Continental Air­
lines’ route from El Paso to Albu­
querque by way of the Pecoa Val­
ley, Dennis Chavez, United States 
senator from New Mexico, wired 
this newspaper Saturday, along 
with the news that the Civil Aero­
nautics Authority just had given 
final approval to the extension.

The airport committee of the 
Chamber of Commerce, headod by 
Emery Carper, has known for aev- 
eral weeks that Senator Chavez 
was assured Artesia will be given 
consideration and that he felt this 
city will be included in the stops 
in the Pecos Valley before long. 
However, no announcement was 
made publicly until released for 
publication in the senator’s tele­
gram Saturday.

Senator Chavez in a telegram te 
the editor of this newspaper, for­
mer chairman of the airport com­
mittee. last month requested per­
tinent information regarding Ar­
tesia and airport plans in order 
that he might work for the city 
from the Washington end. Pre­
liminary information already has 
been furnished the senator and the 
committee is planning to nmke a 
complete survey of facts needed 
by the Civil Aeronautics Authority 
and the Poet Office Department.

Approval of the route extension 
from El Paso to Albuquerque 
through the Pecoe Valley came 
after months of efforts on the part 
of valley cities, Roswell. Hobbs 
and Carlsbad, all of which seemed 
further advanced with their air­
port plans than Artesia. Repre­
sentatives of those cities had a 
hearing in El Paso a few months 
ago, but Artesia had made no ap­
plication for a stop, so was not 
invited to send delegates.

However, it was believed all the 
time in Artesia that thia city, with 
its continued growth and great 
concentration of oil operators, also 
would be considered when the time 
might come.

Colonel Atwood of the Contin­
ental Airlines ha.< notified author­
ities in the other valley towns that 
air service will begin just as soon 
as landing fields are put in shape.

None of the other cities is ready 
as yet, but plans are going ahead 
rapidly at each place. Roswell is 
planning a long range WPA proj­
ect to cost about $176,000, but in 
the meantime is working on the 
runways, which it is believed will 
be ready by May 11.

Carlsbad, which is to have a 
$60,000 bond election April 2, 
hopes to hold construction costs of 
the airport there to $35,000 through 
a plan worked out by Sam Samp­
son, city engineer.

After two years of work by 
about 200 artists and the expendi­
ture of more money than it is good 
taste to mention. “Gulliver’s Trav­
els,” Max Flei.scher’s full-length 
animated cartoon in Technicolor, 
reaches the screen! Scheduled for 
next Sunday, Monday and Tues­
day at the Valley Theatre, “Gulli­
ver” is the first picture of this 
kind to be produced since Walt 
Disney’s “Snow White” of two 
Masons ago and the first ever to 
issue from Paramount’s studios.

“GulliveY’s Travela” comes from 
Jonathan Swift’s immortal classic 
of the same name which, since its 
first appearance two centuries ago, 
has been read by countless millions 
of children and adults alike and 
been translated into virtually ev­
ery language on earth.

As translated on to celluloid by 
Fleischer, the Swift story deviates 
from the original only in the slight­
est degree. Like the book, it plots 
the amazing adventures of the 
English seaman whom an ocean 
storm shipwrecked on a faraway 
island of miniature people, tiny 
buildings and miniscule vegetation 
All the main character* in the pic­
ture—with one notable exception- 
are the unique, lovable creatures 
Dean Swift drew, and the situa­
tions come directly from his un­
forgettable tale.

Long’s subject, the history o f ; 
printing, is especially appropriate i 
in 1940, for this is the anniversary 
of 600 year* of printing in Europe, \ 
400 in this hemisphere and .800 in 
the United States. The first print­
ing with movable type was done 
by Johann Gutenberg in Germany 
about 1440. A Spanish printer and 
his equipment arrived in Mexico.

(This is the ninth of a aaries 
of articles on the .Artesian 
baain, prepared for the Ros­
well Dispatch by E. G. Minton, 
Jr ., Artesian well supervisor. 
As subsequent articles by Mr. 
Minton appear, they will be 
reprinted in the earliest pos­
sible issues of The Advocate.)

From all of the data and infor­
mation which has been given in 
previous articles, which have been 
gathered from varioua sources, a 
number of public-spirited citisens 
looked into the future far enough 
to realise that the Artesian basin 
was in great need of some kind of 
control. They felt that in order to 
make the Artesian water a perman­
ent fixture here that some founda­
tion must be laid to insure that
permanency.

The result was the passing by 
the New Mexico State Legislature 
of an act giving the state engin­
eer control of the waters and the 
law will be briefly discussed here.

Section 1 of the act states that 
the waters of underground streams, 
channels. Artesian basins, reser­
voirs or lakes, the boundaries of 
which are reasonably ascertainable, 
are declared to be public waters 
and to belong to the public and to 
be subject for appropriation for 
beneficial use. This is interpreted 
as meaning that the underground 
water does not belong to any one 
person, corporation, etc., but it 
does belong to the state of New 
Mexico, of which each individual 
is a part, and each individual 
should feel it is his duty to see 
that the w«ter is conserved, that 
waste is held at a minimum.

Section 2 of the act states as 
follows; “Beneficial use is the 
basis, the mea.sure and the limit 
to the right to the use of waters 
described in this act.” There can 
be only one way by which benefi­
cial use may be established, and 
that is the use made by individ­
uals, and the kind of use. A per­
son using water for irrigation pur­
poses, and who applies this water 
to his lands in a conservative and 
economical manner, has established 
a right to the use of water by 
beneficial use.

The act further states that any 
person, firm or corporation desir­
ing to appropriate for irrigation 
or industrial purposes must make 
application to the state engineer 
in a form prescribed by him, des­
ignating the water from which it 
is proposed to appropriate, the lo­
cation of the well, the amount of 
water that is desired, and the use 
for which the water is to be made.

The act allows for the advertis­
ing in newspapers the proposed 
appropriation, and the allowance 
of a lapse of time after the adver­
tising in order to permit other 
prior users to voice their protests 
to the proposed appropriation, 
which is their right to do so.

The act states that the location 
of a well may be changed but only 
after the filing of an application 
in the office of the lU te en^neer, 
and carrying such application 
through the regular prescribed 
channels.

Any person, firm or corporation 
claiming to be the owner of a vest­
ed right from any underground 
source may make and file in the 
state engineer’s office a declara­
tion, setting forth the beneficial 
use to which said waters have been 
applied, the date of the first ap­
plication to beneficial use. location 
of the well and other information 
important to the water user.

Section 8 of the act states that 
when for a period of four years 
the owner of a water right shall 
have failed to apply same to the 
use for which it was vested, ap­
propriated or shall have been ad­
judicated. such water right shall 
he forfeited and the water so un­
used shall revert to the public and 
be subject to further appropria­
tion. Since the basin is now over- 
appropriated. any right which has 
been automatically abandone<i can­
not be reappropriated.

This is an effort to bring the 
use of water more closely to the 
annual recharge, which has been 
discussed in a previous article. 
Further, any illegal use of water 
which is being made cannot be 
made an established right by this 
illegal u.se, an idea which has been 

, somewhat the idea in the past. 
Any illegal use of water will be an 
illegal use until such times an ille­
gal user is notified to stop such 
use, either upon notification by the 
Artesian well supervisor, or an in­
junction has been granted by the 
court.

Vacancy in State 
AAA Committee Is 
Straightened Out

Filled by Appointment of Frank 
Lopez, Dona Ana 

Countian

Frank Lopez, farmer and dairy­
man of Dona Ana County, has been 
appointed by Secretary of Agri­
culture Ickes to fill the vacancy 
on the state AAA committee 
caused by the resignation of J . 
Minor Beene, also of Dona Ana 
County, according to a statement 
by Fred L. O’Cheskey, chairman 
of the committee. Lopez has been 
connected with the AAA program 
since its inauguration in Dona 
Ana County and served as com­
munity committeeman during that 
time.

Other members of the state 
committee are Fred L. O’Cheskey, 
of Eddy County, C. V, Hemphill 
of Harding County and A. D. 
Woofter of Socorro County.

O’Cheskey, who served on the 
committee last year, will act in the 
capacity of chairman during 1940. 
He will also assume the duties for­
merly assigned to the executive 
assistant as certifying officer and 
in charge of state personnel.

Hemphill, who has served on the 
committee since Jan. 1, 1939, will 
devote most of his time to the 
wheat program and field activities. 
Woofter, also a member of the 
committee last year, will continue 
his duties as range member.

In addition to the above. A. B. 
Fite, acting director of extension, 
who is an ex-officio member, will 
serve on the committee.

" ’The state committee considers 
that much progress has been made 
in the program to date,” O’Ches­
key said, “as approximately 96 per 
cent of the 1939 farm and range 
applications have been certified for 
payment. Now that the program 
is up to date, the state office per­
sonnel has been reduced to a mini­
mum force which should be ade­
quate to handle the 1940 program.”
