month. Unusual for the early sea
son was the fact hunters found the
doves to be quite wild.

As the various open seasons open

one after another, hunters always
interested in the migratory

waterfowl regulations, which this

are

year have been made more liberal
by federal regulations. This is be-
cause of the steadily increasing

numbers, after ducks were nearing
extinction a few years ago.
Of greatest interest is the length-

|
ening of the season from 45 to 60|
days in all zones, which in thlsl
zone will be from Oect. 16 to Dec.
14. And the time has been m-‘
creased to include sunrise to 4|
o'clock in the afternoon, instead
of T to 4 o'clock.

The open season includes ducks,|
geese, coot and jacksnipe. The bag |
limit on geese has been reduced
from four to three'a day. But bag
limit on ducks remains at ten a|
day. The number of waterfowl
that may be possessed at any one
time is limited to two days’ bag
The legal limit may be possessed
for twenty days after the close of
the season.

The daily bag limit on canvas-
backs, redheads, buffleheads and
ruddy ducks is three and not more
than three of this entire group in

the aggregate may be taken in
any one day. The possession limit
on these birds is also double the

daily bag limit.

The bag limit on coot is twenty-
five a day and jacksnipe fifteen a
day. The possession limit on these
species may not at any time ex- |
ceed the bag limit. Jacksnipe may
be taken from sunrise to sunset.

There is no open season on wood-
ducks, geese and swans,

Hunters may use bows and ar
rows or shotguns not larger than
10-gauge, according to federal reg-

Ross’

ulations, but the New Mexico reg-
ulation remains at a limit of 12-|
gauge. It is illegal to use shot-

guns capable of holding more than
three shells or to take waterfowl
by means of bait or the use of live|
decoys. !

The daily bag limit on doves has
been reduced from 15 to 12, and
the daily bag limit is the posses-
sion limit. Doves may be hunted
from sunrise to sunset.

The open season for hunting
band-tailed pigeons is Sept. 16 to
Sept. 30 with a limit of ten a|

He believed such authority would be a temporary stimulant
to trade but in the long run would tear down New Mexico's oil, live
stock and agriculture industries.

Pointing out New Mexico’s oil wells have a proved productive ca-
pacity of 2,000,000 barrels daily and are permitted to produce only
about that much during an entire month, Senator Chavez said:

“Of course, we realize that this removes the possibility of gainful
employment for a certain number of our people and therefore, we
would appreciate the possibility of turning their productive energies
elsewhere than to stultifying, respect-sapping relief projects, but when
the Federal government decrees a limitation upon oil production, it
does not leave sufficient room for Manganese ore production—instead
it makes possible the importation of quantities of that precious and
strategically essential raw material from foreign countries, thereby
giving employment to aliens and leaving our own citizens to become
public burdens.”

He is advocating a plan to bring New Mexico $6,000,000 yearly
through increased development of Manganese ore production for na-
tional defense, by: Government purchase of ores; storing it at mines
or a central point in New Mexico; reconstruction finance loans for
machinery, purchase and improvement of properties, and government
assurance that domestic Manganese producers would be protected
against imports of low-cost foreign ore after the defense emergency
ended.
