The board of directors of the 

Central Valley Electric Member-1 
ship Coop, lac., at a meeting Sat- ’ 
urday afternoon, adopted two new ' 
steps, both of which are planned 
to make electric energy available ] 
to more persons, George E. Kaiser,. 
manager, announced.

One was adoption of a special 
low minimum tenant rate, effec­
tive Nov. 25, and the other was 
the making of all new domestic 
and commercial connections by the 
coop.

The new special minimum ten­
ant rate is only $1.50 a month, 
with energy furnished at 9Vk cents, 
which should enable at least fifty 
more families to take advantage 
o f the rural electrification. The 
rate is slightly higher than the 
one now in effect, but most of the 
families wishing to come in under 
the schedule will use but little en­
ergy and will come under the min­
imum, Kaiser said.

Whenever a consumer wishes to 
switch to the regular rate of forty 
kilowatt-hours at a minimum of 
$2.90 he may do so, Kaiser said.

Under the new set-up to make 
domestic and commercial connec­
tions by the cooperative, to be ef­
fective after Dec. 1, the company 
will furnish and install a complete 
service entrance up to and includ­
ing the service entrance switch.

Heretofore, Kaiser said, consum­
ers have had to attend to the wir­
ing from the servioe line. On a 
small house, the cooperative man­
ager said, the cost should be cut 
in half.

The fleets draw within range. 
The U. S. Fleet approaching the 

battle is spread across a thousand 
square miles o f ocean. Each type 
of ship has a different function to 
perform. Each unit has a duty, 
much like Army units.

The destroyer division is the 
cavalry o f the fleet. These rear­
ing, plunging destroyers, about 

 ̂860 long, are the tiny war horses 
'  o f the Navy, and the first love of 

any sailorman who has ever 
served on them. Equipped with 
torpedoes, depth charges and guns 
o f five inches or less, fast and 
mobile, capable o f forty miles an 
hour, the destroyers, like the cav­
alry, get to the fight first

They will take on every type of 
ship in the enemy force, from the 
largest to the smallest. Depth 
charges dropped by a destroyer are 
the answer to the submarine men­
ace. If a destroyer can smack a 
torpedo into a battleship, the bat­
tleship may sink. But the problem 
is to get close enough. A battle­
ship can drop a shell on a destroy­
er at twenty miles. Therefore, a 
destroyer has to have protection 
of its own speed, o f the smoke 

a screens it can lay down, and of 
^ the heavier ships with bigger guns 

behind it. Except when operating 
against other destroyers or against 
submarines, torpedoes are the pri- 

f  mary weapon of these small ships. 
The unit for operating destroy­

ers is usually a division consisting 
of four ships with about 600 men, 
and corresponds to an armored 
cavalry division. Raring along the 
ocean, tossing and pitching, leav­
ing great swirls of foam, the de­
stroyers dart in to attack the bat­
tleships of the enemy. They may 
be met midway between the battle 
lines by opposing destroyers. Then 
will come the mighty battle of the 
midget .H as the swift, little craft 
attempt by gunfire or ramming to 
get close enough to launch torpe­
does. They have no defensive ar­
mor and it is a lucky destroyer 
that gets home unscarred. A de­
stroyer’s first Job in battle is to 
crash through the enemy line of 
destroyers and discharge torpedoes 
at the bigger ships behind the ene­
my destroyer screen. Also, on the

»  ekSehind the destroyers, smoke 
pouring from their funnels a.s they 
race along at 36 to 40 miles an 
hour, come the “ Panr.er” divisions 
of the Navy, the light cruisers. 
Ranging in size up to 600 feet and 
up to 10,000 tons displacement, 
mounting six inch guns with a 
range of ten miles, the light cruis- 
sers back up the destroyers and 
provide additional eyes for the

I fleet. Their long cruising radius,
I high speed, fit them for this duty. 
In order to attain cruising radius 
and high speed, they have but little 
armor. These wolf hounds of the 
sea start ahead of the fleet, their 
vision increased a hundredfold by 
the four or five planes placed on 
their decks, ready to be catapulted 
from the ship, and range ahead of 
the scouting line.
Scouting Forces Begin the Fight

As the scouting forces begin the 
fight, the heavy cruisers charge 
up to join the fray. These fight­
ers were built as the result of the 
naval treaties after the World 
War. They are sleek, fast vessels 
with every excess pound trimmed 
off, so they they can carry bigger 
guns and still be under the 10,000 
ton limit set by the treaties. The 
sacrifice of armor enables them to 
carry eight-inch guns with a range 
of thirteen miles and still have a 
speed of forty miles an hour. They 
must be able to turn on a dime to 
keep out of trouble. These are the 
types of ships that gave such a 
good account o f themselves in the 
battle with the Graf Spree o ff 
Montevideo. As they plunge for­
ward through the ocean, they clear 
the final way for the biggest fight­
ing ships we have afloat.

Bringing up the rear, comes the 
heavy artillery o f the Navy, the 
battleships. These are huge and 
heavy armored floating fortresses. 
They are capable of fighting it out 
with any thing which they encoun­
ter on the high seas. The battle­
ship is vulnerable to smaller fry 
like torpedo destroyers, but its 
long range guns keep the destroy­
ers at a safe distance. A battle­
ship may be as heavy as forty-five 
thousand tons, as big as an ocean 
liner. It is capable of speed up to 
twenty-five miles per hour and 
mounts up to 16-inch guns that can 
heave a projectile weighing a ton 
over twenty miles. Its hide must 
be thick enough to stop the best 
armor-piercing shells the enemy 
can pr^uce. All the smaller ships 
must aid in protecting the battle­
ship from interference until they 
are in position, ready to let go 
terrible destruction from their 
broadsides. When the battleships 
come up, each can discharge two 
broadsides per minute. Each broad­
side consists of twelve tons of 
projectiles carrying as many tons 
again of high explosives. They 
must be relied on to win.

As the turrets come around, lev­
eling their guns at the enemy 
fleet, the Commander hopes that 
he will be in a position where the 
huge guns on every ship can con­
centrate their fire on one enemy 
ship at a time, blowing it out of >

the water.
The story from there on in will 

depend on how well we have done 
our job. If we can match ship for 
ship, gun for gun, anything that 
may be brought against us in bat­
tle, if our guns, our sighting equip­
ment, and our ships are as good as 
the best they have to face, if our 
men have the experience in using 
these tools of war, the answer 
will be simple. That answer, ac­
cording to an old boast in the Navy 
is “ the mostest hits in the least- 
est time.”  It is to that end that 
the Navy exists.

The battle itself involves four 
of our main classes of fighting 
ships. There are two more of im­
portance. The submarines, which 
proved their value in the World 
War. The submarine, of course, 
is armed with torpedoes and one 
or two small guns. It defends it­
self by sinking beneath the wa­
ters and staying out o f sight un­
til the danger is passed. Modem 
submarines can accompany the 
fleet. But with the fighting ships 
steaming at forty miles an hour, 
the submarines can’t hope to keep 
up. Above the water they can 
make only twenty miles an hour 
and under the water from 9 to 10 
miles an hour. So the hope of the 
Commander is to put his submar­
ine somewhere where the enemy 
may pass and the submarine get 
a torpedo shot.

Then the remaining major class 
of fighting ship is the aircraft 
carrier that started o ff the battle 
by launching its fighting planes. 
Tliese ships are fast (more than 
thirty-five miles an hour), but 
they carry light armament.

All persons who volunteer for 
training under the Selective Ser­
vice Act are entitled to and should 
receive the same job protection 
as men who are actually called to 
service, national headquarters of 
the Selective Service System said.

The Selective Service Act, C. A. 
Dykstra, director, pointed out, 
piovides that a man inducted into 
training shall be given a certifi­
cate of merit if he completes his 
training to the satisfaction of his 
superior officers.

The act provides that persons 
restored to their jobs shall not 
lose seniority and shall be consid­
ered as having been on leave or 
furlough. It further stipulates 
that persons so restored shall not 
lose their jobs without cause fur 
at least one year.

As it had been suggested in some 
quarters that a private employer 
or agency might not consider men 
who volunteered for service as eli­
gible for the job protection, Dyk­
stra .said, “ The act does not dif­
ferentiate in this regard and men 
who volunteer for service and are
