"Based on rainfall reports 
received around the county late 
last week." said Bailey County 
Eztension Agent Spencer Tanks- 
ley. "one or two areas received 
very beneficial am ounts of 
moisture.

"For the dryland fanner, how­
ever. as a whole, not enough 
moisture was received.

"A t this point, it's just real 
nice to know H can rain again,** 
he added. "But in terms of 
establishing a dryland crop, 
we're still very short on soil 
moisture.'*

Tanksley said he ia being 
asked frequently "How much 
fainfall do we need?" He said we 
need at least two inches or more 
of the right type of slow, soaking 
rain to be able to plant and 
hopefully, to establish a crop.

"At this tim e," he added, "we 
only have about 15 more days left 
to plant cotton. That doesn't 
mean that we won't see some 
cotton planted up to June 10. 1 
feel we have to be established by 
that time in order to expect any 
type of normal yield.”

He reminded that under the 
government's farm bill now, 
farmers must attempt to plant 
and establish a cotton crop before 
they can receive deficiency pay 
ments. He said a little dryland 
cotton has been planted already.

According to Tanksley. during 
the first two weeks of May. 
approximately 90 percent of the 
irrigated cotton has been planted 
and some cotton is up at this 
time.

"Soil temperature is above 
average and the warmth is 
causing cotton to germinate in a 
week, which is good." he added.

The county agent said we have 
received 140 heat units in April 
for cotton and over 400 for corn. 
Last year, we didn’t get that 
much heat units through May, he 
said.

According to Tanksley. a good 
one-inch rain could germinate 
the cotton and get it out of the 
ground, and with another inch of 
rain a week later, the fanner 
would be ahead, he said.

"Many producers are very 
worried about wind and hail." 
said Tanksley. "It h*s been so 
hot and so dry for so long, the 
producers said a lot depends on 
how the rain falls now. If it is 
accompanied by wind and hail, 
the producers are afraid of what

She commented, "This is our 
perspective of the EMS while the 
hospital was closed -  at that 
time, we only had the EMS and 
Dr. Purdy’s office ready to 
receive emergencies."

According to the records, of 
the 317 persons transported to 
other hospitals out of town -•

lab or blood.'* A hospital, with a 
doctor ready, can do a lot to 
stabilize a patient while waiting 
for the helicopter to arrive to take 
the critical patient to trauma 
hospitals."

She talked about the many 
times the local ambulance met 
the medical helicopters on the 
highway somewhere to transfer a 
critical patient, because there 
was no hospital in Muleshoe to 
receive the patient and try to 
stabilize him or her.

Economy-wise, Mrs. Wstkins 
added. "How can we encourage 
young, progressive people to 
bring their families to the 
community with no hospital. 
Most of them feel it is too scary to 
have small children and not have 
a hospital.

"W hen  the hospital was 
closed, we saw businesses start­
ing to close." she condinued.

"One grocery store operator 
said he knew to the penny' how 
much money he lost each month 
while the hospital was dosed.

"Schools, churches and s 
hospital are vital for the growth 
and stability of a community, and 
without our hospital, we fear our 
community will die out. We have 
good doctors, and with a stable 
hospital, can get more doctors, 
and provide more medical 
services that can keep our 
medical patients in our own 
community.

"Nurses are a little afraid to go 
to work in a hospital that may be 
closed down at any time, and we 
have good nurses who currently 
live right here in Muleshoe, but 
have to work out of town. Most of 
them have families to support,’’ 
she added, "and have to feel 
secure in their jobs. At this time, 
the nurses who have stayed with 
the hospital, are working without 
any insurance or other benefits. 
They are ‘just sticking it out' and 
should be commended for con­
tinuing to wort under those 
conditions.

The EMS director said four full 
time employees are on duty each 
day at the EMS. and all the EMS 
workers, paid and volunteer are 
well trained, and efficient.

There are five paramedics at 
the EMS. and one EMT-SS, who 
is approximately half through 
completing paramedic school. 
There are three EMT-SS (Special 
Skills); five EMTs; and four 
ECAs. With an EMT school 
currently underway, at least four 
of the studen ts should be

certified and will be possibly 
joining the current EMS crew.

The EMS has two ambulances. 
One has advanced life support 
equipment and the other has 
intermediate equipment.

The local EMS and their two 
ambulances are responsible for 
covering nearly 950 square miles. 
When there are major disasters, 
and the EMS considers the 
accident last September involv­
ing five local teenagers as a 
major disaster, the Sudan ambu­
lance is called, ax it has been 
numerous time, to come over on 
's ta n d  by* while the local 
ambulances are busy.

"People like the small town 
atmosphere," added Mrs. Wat­
kins, "but there is a price you 
have to pay for it. If you want the 
small town, friendly, easier type 
living, you have to fight for it. 
and pay the price for it."

The EMS director talked about 
a surgeon who lived and worked 
here. Dr. Muyshondt, considered 
‘outstanding* in the field of 
surgery, who tried to ‘wait it 
out.' but was forced to move in 
order to support his family. She 
added we had a full pharmacy, a 
full lab and ICl), adding, we 
could have these again.

She spoke of Medicare, and 
the inconvenience, and often 
trauma involved, when older 
patients have to be transferred to 
out of town hospitals where they 
could be hospitalized in Mule­
shoe if and when necessary.

"EMTs can do a lot in the back 
of an ambulance," she added, 
"but we cannot do what a doctor 
can do. We cannot stabilize the 
patient, or necessary x-ray work 
or tab work.

"If someone you love stops 
breathing -  do you want them 10 
minutes from a hospital, or 35-40 
minutes?," she asked. "And. as 
so often happens, because of all 
the transfers to out of town 
hospitals, suppose both ambu­
lances are already busy on 
emergency runs -- what's your 
alternative?"

She concluded, "People never 
realize how much they need 
medical attention until it's too ‘ 
late."

drying things out, he continued.

Tanksley said 1999 will go 
down as not a good year for 
wheat produced on the South 
Plains or in the Panhandle. 
Wheat yields will be below 
normal harvest for both dryland 
and irrigated wheat. Tanksley 
predicted that approximately 15 
percent of the wheat planted will 
be harvested.

He said several things hap­
pened to wheat this year, and a 
combination of things caused the 
loss of most of the wheat crop.

Factors involved included late 
freezes, insects, disease and 
drouth. Each contributed to the 
loss of most of the wheat crop, he 
said.

Tanksley said that we not only 
have the loss of the grain from 
this year’s wheat, but a loss of 
pasture for forage for cattle, and 
very few cattle are left in the 
county.

This includes a lots of native 
rangeland, which the county 
agent said was the main reason 
for a ‘disaster’ designation for 
the county already this year.

After last week's rtin. the 
county agent said some fanners 
were back in their fields less than 
24 hours, and planting contin­
ued.

The potato fields look good, 
and little vegetables are just 
getting established." added the 
county agent. "There are some 
fields of onions, cabbage and 
carrots right now."

He added that a number of 
irrigation fanners benefited very 
well from last week's rain, and 
up to two inches of rain in 
isolated areas has caused seme 
delay in the fanners getting back 
into their fields. "But. unfor­
tunately, not enough rain fell to 
help the dryland farmer very 
much, nor did it help rangelands 
\ery much at all."

He said if fanners aren't able 

to establish dryland cotton crops, 
we will sec more grain sorghum 
planted, as it can be planted 
later, up through mid-June.

Regardless of the rain received 
last week. Tanksley said it comes 
down to the need for moisture a 
lot more. "W e're very low on soil 
moisture." he said. "W e need 
6-10 inches to replenish the very 
low soil moisture."

If this rain falls without the 
turbulent weather that frequently 
accompanies it and does a lot of 
damage, irrigation crops will 
continue to be off to a very good 
start.

Although Tanksley regarded 
April aa “ very hot." he said May 
has shown more normal temper­
atures and weather conditions.

He said there's been a lot of 
publicity and information coming 
out of Washington about disaster 
programs available for farmers 
who cannot make a crop, and 
suggests that for any questions, 
the producer should contact their 
local ASCS office.

"W e have had two good years 
that helped boost our overall 
economy," said Tanksley, "but 
now, farmers who are having to 
spend extra money, with no 
return, will hurt the economy for 
this year.

"The lack of rainfall is very 
costly for the irrigation farmer 
because he has to irrigate more 
and put more into his crop."

In conclusion, Tanksley said 
the dryland farmer has some 
’pretty tough' decision* to make, 
and make now. as he deckles 
what to do this year. ’_____

Texas A&M scientists test 
synthetic hormone to 
combat pesky fleas

C O L L E G E  STATION -  It's a close 
race between the flea and the cock­
roach for the dubious distinction of 
America s most unpopular household 
pest, hut scientists at Texas AkM  L’ni- 
versits think the flea wins b> a bite.

Dr. Koger Mroia and Kathleen 
Palma, both lrsas Ak M entomologists, 
think a synthetic hormone they're test­
ing for a Japanese chemical company 
promises to hit fleas where they live — 
before they have a chance to reproduce 
— or bite.

Meola and Palma are testing an arti­
ficial version of a naturally occurring 
hormone that promises to control the 
hopping, biting insects at least as effec­
tively as insecticides — without the 
chemicals' undesirable side effects.

The synthetic hormone, known at an 
insect growth regulator or IC R . turns 
the hopping, biting inserts into per­
petual children, interrupting the nor­
mal maturing process before they’re 
old enough to bite or reproduce, 
explained Palma

C O L L E G E  STATION -  New 
tree her certification degree plans re­
quired by law, particularly a five-year 
extended elementary program devel­
oped at Texav A&M University are ex­
pected to accelerate the development 
of Texas teachers -  but not as well as 
they could, say* Texas A&M's associate 
dean for education. |

The same law hampers institutions 
that train teachers, said Dr. Bryan 
Cole.

With several Texav universitiev wish­
ing to duplicate the Texas A&M teacher 
education innovations made in re­
sponse to Texas Senate Bill 9(M, those 
institutions — including Texas A&M — 
find themselves hampered by the same 
bill, said Cole.

"Senate Bill 994 does move in the 
right direction by requiring teacher 
candidates to major in an academic dis­
cipline. but it goes in the wrong direc 
tion by restricting the number of hours 
of professional education training a stu­
dent can take,"Cole said.

Educators are particularly concerned 
at the elementary level with the varied 
classroom vettings, differing age 
groups and divergent student abilities 
elementary teachers face. Cole said. 
Teacher candidates may not receive 
enough training to effectively manage 
their classrooms, he warned.

The result could be fewer teachers in 
upcoming years. Studies show teachers 
lease the profession in the first three 
sears due to an inability to effectively 
handle the complexities of their class­
rooms, Cole said.

D efinition of Legal 

Publication
A rt 28A. Legal Publication, Definitions.

‘The following terms shall, unless the con­
text indicates otherwise, have the following 
respective meanings:

"(1) The term 'publication' shall mean any 
proclamation, notice, citation, advertisement, 
or other m atter required or authorized by 
law to bt printed in a newspaper or newspa­
pers by any institution, board, commission, 
department, officer, agent, representative, or 
employee of the state or of any subdivision 
or department of the state, or of any county, 
political subdivision, or district of whatever 
nature within the state, whether to be paid 
for out of public funds or charged as costa 
or fees.

*‘(2) The term 'newspaper' shall mean any 
newspaper devoting not less than twenty- 
five per cent (25%) of its total column lin­
eage to the carrying of items of general inter­
est. published not less frequently than once 
each week, entered as second-class postal 
m atter in the county where published, and 
having been published regularly and contin­
uously for not less than twelve (12) months 
prior to the making of any publication men­
tioned in this Act, except that any weekly 
newspaper shall be allowed to omit two (2) 
publication issues in twelve (12) months and 
still retain its status as a newspaper eligible 
to make any publication mentioned in this 
Act.

“ (8) The term ‘political subdivision* shall 
include cities, towns, and villages, but this 
definition shall not be exclusive.

"(4) The term 'district' shall include school 
districts of every kind, road districts, drain­
age districts, irrigation districts, levee im­
provement districts, conservation snd recla­
mation districts, and improvement districts 
of every kind, but this definition shall not 
be exclusive.
