The county agent said addi-
tional injuries and property
damage result from fires caused
by faulty wiring or elecrical
equipment. Lightwing, downed
power lines or a faulty extension
cord each can kill or maim with
equal speed.

Most electrical accidents can
be prevented without undee
difficulty or inconvenience if
people followed these sugges-
tions:

* Instail adequate wiring in
keeping with established codes.

* Employ only qualified people
to make changes or additions o
wiring systems.

* Do not overload circuits. Plug
high-wattage appliances into un-
used circuits or consider adding
new circuits 1o meet growing
power needs,

® Never bypass circuit protec-
tion or increase fuse sizes.
Overloaded wiring can overheat
and cause a fire,

¢ Do not remove the grounding
