He said he became certified as
an ECA (Emergency Care Atten-
dant) in December, 1986, and
made his first ambulance call on
Feburary 1, 1987

Then, on July 10, 1987, he
became an EMT (Emergency
Medical Technician). This was

followed up by his Special Skills
(55) to be tacked onto his studies
on January 22, 1988,

He served the EMS Volunteers
until October 15, 1988, when he
wis employed as a full time
EMT-55 with the Bailey County
EMS.

He thus became the first
Muleshoe resident to attain his
paramedic status. Randy Wat
kins, who is a Muleshoe native,
and who later lived here as a
paramedic, was not a resident of
Muleshoe when he completed his
paramedic training.

With a nationwide cry for
paramedics, Mata has not as yet
indicated whether or not he plans
w stay in Muleshoe with the

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New Pay lhy Laws Aﬂ(’l'l Empl(n'nrs

""Some chengos are sbout to
take place with the state’s
payday laws and business men
and women need to be aware of
them,”” Mary Scott Nabers,
Commissioner at the Texos
Employment Commission has
warnnd,

The 7ist Texas Legislature
amended the Texas Payday Law
during the regular 1989 session
and transferred enforcement
responsibility to the Texas
Employment Commission begin-
ning in January of 1990

The new law requires the
Commission to collect wages
owed to workers that have not
been paid. The new law also
suthorizes the Commission to
levy administrative  penalties
against employers who in bad
faith fail to pay wages or who fail
to pay them when due. This
penalty may not exceed the
amount of wages in question or
$1000. The old Payday Law had
no wage coflection provisions and
provided for a flat penalty of 350

against employers who failed to

pay wages owed.

“Although the new law im
poses no hardship on the vast
majority of employers who pay
their employces on a timely
basis, it has some provisions
worth noting in order 1o avoid
potential problems, "
sioner Nabers said.
NEW PROVISIONS INCLUDE

1. Employers must pay em.
ployees who are not subject to
the overtime provisions of the
Fair Labor Standards Act at least
once a month and must pay all
other employees at least twice
monthly. Each pay period must
consist as nearly as possible of ar
equal number of days. Employ
ers must designate paydays, and
if they fail to do so, paydays shall

Estimates from the Depart.
ment of Public Safety indicate
that 7S persons may perish on
Texas roadways during the
upcoming Christmas and New
Year's holiday periods.

""We expect there could be 40
traffic fatalities reported durning
the Yuletide watch and 15 more
in the New Year's period,”” said
DPS Director Joe Milner. “"No-
thing would make us happier
than to find out these numbers
are much too high. We'll have
additional troopers on duty
during these hours to help hold
down the potentially deadly vio-
lations of the traffic laws. ™

Each counting period is 78
hours in length. The Christmas
watch starts at 6 p.m. Friday,
Dec. 22 and ends at midnight
Monday (Christmas Day). The
New Year's program begins at 6
p.m. Friday, Dec. 29 and
concludes at midnight on New
Year's Day

The final number of traffic
deaths resulting during the 1988
Christmas period was 42, with
another I8 reported over the New
Year's hours.

Colonel Milner said the many
excellent programs to decrease
the DWI problem in Texas have
made a difference. But he
emphasized the fact that drinking
and driving remains at the top of
the list in factors causing fatal
accidents

“It is still the number one
killer on our roads, in many cases
combined with exceeding the
speed limit. And it strikes with a

ferocity and frequency. that.

cannot be ignored,”’ he stressed
“It's one thing to make a promise
not to drive after consuming
alcohol, but another to hold to
that promise.”’
