Texas Cattle Feeding - An 
Economic Giant, Speaker

Texas Cattle Feeding — An 
Economic Giant, was the title of 
a program presented to the 
Muleshoe Rotary Club Tuesday 
at noon.

J. B. Douglas of Wes-Tex 
Feeders presented the program, 
along with some awesome facts 
and figures about the cattle 
industry in Texas, and in the 
local area.

He gave a brief background 
after being introduced by Rotar- 
ian Mark Heckman. Douglas 
said the cattle feeding industry 
started in the late 20’s and early 
30’ s in Texas when farmers 
were faced with cotton and corn 
by-products. They started feed­
ing cattle, but it wasn’t a very 
big operation at the first.

Then, in 1948, Sudan Feed 
Yards was started. From this 
area, the industry grew to the 
north, through the Panhandle of 
Texas, into Oklahoma and Kan­
sas.

At first, the young Texas 
industry feed the cattle the 
extra grain, then shipped them

“ We will be at least as nice 
as Lubbock Methodist Hospital 
for our OB department," added 
Mrs. Watkins. “ We want pros­
pective parents to be as relaxed 
and comfortable as possible, 
and will be providing quality 
care for the new mother and her 
baby."

After the birth of the baby, 
the hospital will provide an 
extra special meal for the 
mother and the father, or 
support person, she said. We 
will be able to provide, right 
here in Muleshoe, the same 
type of facilities that prospective 
parents would find in hospitals 
in the larger cities, like Lub­
bock. or even Clovis.

Currently, three local doctors, 
Dr. Bruce Purdy, Dr. Mark 
McClanahan and Dr. Frank 
Kretsinger, are providing OB
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to packing plants in the mid­
west.

In the 50’s, the first packing 
houses were constructed in the 
area, and by the 1960's-70’s, 
most of the feedyards that exist 
in this area today were con­
structed.

In 1990, in Texas alone, the 
cattle industry generated $11 
billion; supported 40,000 house­
holds in the state, and gener­
ated another $1.4 billion in 
support businesses.

Douglas said that in the last 
five years, cattle feeding has 
been a relatively profitable op­
eration, following a wide swing 
in prices from 1973 to 1986, 
with a $20 swing in market 
prices for cattle not uncommon.

“ In the mid-60’s through the 
early 70’s, all you had to do 
with cattle to profit was to own 
them,”  added Douglas. “ Then, 
in the 1970’s the cattle price 
dropped and grain prices in­
creased $4.”

Douglas then discussed how 
the poultry market had over­
come the beef market. He said 
“ the poultry people had done 
their research, while we (beef 
people) sat back and sold roasts 
and hamburger and let the 
world go by.”

Then, according to Douglas, 
the health scares came along, 
and people were said to be 
eating too much red meat.

"From there,”  added Doug­
las, "everything we did was

Small Businesses 
Become Eligible 
For New Loans

U. S. Sen. Phil Gramm has 
announced that small busines­

beef for the first time in 1989, 
with the average person eating 
79 pounds of poultry per year, 
to just over 70 pounds of beef.

He said poultry is still gaining 
a little, but now, the beef 
producers are turning out leaner 
red meat.

He said it is proving to be a 
viable working tool for teachers, 
and for students, who keep up 
with current events and news, 
geared toward youth.

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Farm Bill Must Change
The president of the National 

Fanners Union says farmers 
and other rural Americans are 
growing increasingly furstrated 
with low farm prices and 
believe major changes are 
needed in the 1990 farm bill.

Speaking at the Texas Farm­
ers Union convention in Austin 
Saturday, NFU President Leland 
Swenson said reopening the 
farm bill is his organizations's 
number one priority in the 
coming year. “ We cannot afford 
not to reopen the farm bill." he 
said. “ It’ s structure will do 
nothing to stem the economic 
erosion that’s occuring in agri­
culture. ”

Swenson told the group that 
commodity prices have fallen so 
rapidly that the economic situ­
ation for farmers has changed 
dramatically since the farm law 
was passed. “ Wheat prices fell 
over a dollar a bushel; dairy 
prices by over three dollars a 
bushel in the last six months of 
the year,”  he said.

Farmers Union recently kick­
ed off a petition campaign to 
reopen the bill. Swenson said

program loan rates as ways to 
stimulate market prices. “ That 
will allow farmers to get their 
income from the marketplace 
and save the government money 
at the same time.”  Swenson 
said.
The farm leader said the 
frustration rural people experi­
enced during the 1980’ s farm 
crisis has expanded to urban 
areas. Swenson stated that the 
deregulatory agenda of the '80s 
led to the savings and loan 
debacle, a crisis in the trans­
portation industry, and scandals 
on Wall Street and in the 
commodity futures trading in­
dustry. “ Americans have be­
come increasingly disenchanted 
with the concentra.ion of wealth 
into the hands of fewer and 
fewer people and with the 
unwillingness of our leaders to 
effectively deal with the national 
debt.”  At the same time, he 
said, America is facing econ­
omic crisis on several fronts, 
including in agriculture and 
health care. "One of every six 
Americans has no health insur­
ance”  said Swenson.

The NFU chief also said that 
Americans must recognize the 
importance of agriculture to the 
nation’ s exonomy. He said 
agriculture represents twenty 
percent of the country’ s gross 
national product, and is the only 
industry that has a positive 
balance of trade. “ We simply 
take our food supply and our 
food production system for 
granted.”

February Market Watch
Texas consumers will find 

some good February buys in 
supermarkets, although crude 
oil prices, swinging with the 
volatile events of the Persian 
Gulf war, will continue to 
increase some food costs at 
checkout counters.

"Quite a wide range of foods 
will be available in ample 
supply despite the December- 
January freezes and higher fuel 
and transportation costs,”  said 
Dr. Dick Edwards, a food 
marketing specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Sefvice.

Edwards said produce, some 
meats — especially beef and 
poultry--and cold-weather toods 
will be discounted in February.

"The dip in beef prices seen 
recently will continue in early 
February,”  Edwards said. "All 
beef prices will be off about 10 
percent and specials will take 
prices of these cuts to 25 to 30 
percent below.December’s non­
sale prices.”

But, Edwards said, the beef 
surplus that caused prices to 
drop will end later this month, 
so consumers may want to buy 
extra packages for family 
freezers.

Chicken keeps getting in a 
stronger price position with 
greater production efficiency, he 
added.

“ The market should continue 
to see sale prices of 49 cents a 
pound for whole chickens,”  
Edwards said. “ Turkey prices of 
79 to 89 cents per pound should 
be seen frequently.

Canned tuna, generally 
heavily discounted in February 
and March, will cost more 
because of the use of "dolphin 
sa fe”  methods of harvest. 
Leading processors in the in­
dustry are prohibiting the use of 
drift nets on tuna boats, a more 
cost-effective means of catching 
tuna but one,.that has been 
criticized for dropping 'dolphins 
and other species^

While canned tuna will still

be on special, Edwards said 
prices will range from 59 to 69 
cents per can rather than 
previously sale prices of 49 
cents per can.

Edwards said table oranges 
will be in shorter supply as a 
result of California freezes, but 
orange juice prices will be down 
because of greater supplies for 
the same reason.

Cold-weather foods, including 
soup items, baking commodities 
and some breakfast foods, will 
be discounted.

“ Soup packaging has expand­
ed greatly during the past five 
years,”  Edwards said. "Canned 
soups now have a premium line 
and varieties of dry soup mixes 
continue to increase. The latest 
entry in a single serving of 
microwavable soups. Watch for 
discounts and coupons for use 
with soup purchases.”

“ The increase in membership 
is due partly to new 4-H 
initiatives in Texas schools that 
provide educational curricula for 
classes in life sciences,”  she 
said. "School courses in food

science, and environment, agri­
culture, horticulture and home 
economics have been enhanced 
by 4-H program packages in 
these and other technical sub­
ject matter areas.”

One of the most popular 4-H 
enrichment courses is "Blue 
Sky Below My Feet,”  which 
introduces children in the third 
through sixth grades to hands 
on adventures in space techno­
logy and the expanding oppor­
tunities in this industry.

Thibodeaux also credits the 
success of the program to a 
variety of learning opportunities 
provided through 4-H projects 
that are based on current 
research and designed for 
children iln specific age groups.

were the words spoken to Celia 
Williams by her son Anthony in 
January.

Celia Williams has four child­
ren in the military at this time, 
all of whom graduated from 
Sudan High School. Her oldest 
son Joel, who is 31 years old, 
was sent to Saudi Arabia in 
November from Germany.

Joel has been a SPC or 
ammunition carrier in the Army 
for seven years. At one time, 
Joel was on the front line, 
fortunately he was rotated 
before “ Desert Storm”  began. 
Celia last spoke to Joel on the 
phone about two weeks ago and 
received a letter before the war 
started. On both occasions, 
Celia said “ he was more 
worried about me than him­
self.”  Joel also asked her to 
stay strong for the family which 
is becoming harder everyday. 
Joel has one son, Joel Jr., who 
lives in Lubbock.

As Celia and I talked, I 
couldn’ t help but notice all of 
the pictures of her children and 
grandchildren. She has 15 
children and nine grandchild­
ren. Her daughter Kathie and 
her family were just a few. 
Kathie and her husband, Ricky 
Moore, are living in San Diego, 
Ca. where Kathie is stationed. 
They have three children, two 
daughters, Tangie, 11; Tamara 
10, and one son, Perris 3. 
Kathie is 27 and joined the 
Navy over two years ago. 
Although Kathie is now working 
in an office, she could be called 
into combat at anytime.

Celia spoke to Kathie last 
week on the phone. While 
speaking to Kathie, she was 
interrupted by someone telling 
her (Kathie) to get away from 
the window. A terrorist had a 
hand grenade and was threaten­
ing to throw it through the

window. He was quickly appre­
hended. Kathie was also con 
cerned about her mother, 
especially since the war had 
begun and knowing Joel was in 
Saudi.

Next would be Donald, 22, 
and is in the National Guard. 
Donald will be reporting to 
Lubbock very soon and could be 
sent to fight. He joined the 
National Guard in June of last 
year.

Anthony is 21 and is stationed 
in Alabama. He joined the 
Army in September of 1990 to 
become an MP (Military Police) 
and as I said earlier, he called 
to tell his mom that the war had 
started before it hit the news 
media.

The war has had an impact on 
us all, but nothing compared to 
the families of the srrvice men 
and women.

Celia would just like to tell 
her children, "May God guide 
and keep you until your return.

May God 
also keep those who are home 
waiting for the return of their 
families.”

“ Doctors now say some red 
meat is desirable in the diet,”  
said Douglas.

Three-fourths of the entire 
Texas fed cattle are located in 
this area, said Douglas. Last 
year, 4.8 million fed cattle were 
produced in Texas, and 3.7 
million of this amount was in 
this area.

“ All of us in this room have 
benefitted in one way or the 
other from cattle in this area 
alone,”  commented Douglas. 
"A s we look at the economic 
figures, the S4.1 billion in sales 
generated SI 1.6 billion to the 
economy in the state of Texas. 
Six million cattle were killed last 
year, with 27 percent of this 
amount being killed and proces­
sed in this area.

“ Some 14,000 people are 
employed in this area in fed 
cattle operations, and 100,000- 
120,000 cattle are killed in a six 
day period.

With the newly acquired 
atmosphere, Mrs. Watkins and 
the other nurses at the hospital 
feel more prospective parents 
will be willing to stay in 
Muleshoe to have their babies, 
which will help boost Mule- 
shoe’ s economy, as well as for 
the convenience of being at 
home.

Mrs. Watkins said she will be 
visiting sororities and clubs to 
inform members about the 
Precious Beginnings Project, 
and to solicit their assistance.

She also said pre-natal classes 
will be scheduled soon.

“ It takes 4,000 trucks a day 
in our area, just to support the 
fed cattle industry. This will be 
trucks to bring cattle in, take 
cattle out, and haul feed
supplies.

“ We feed in this area, 10 
billion pounds of grain each
year, which means lots of acres 
of grain. We feed hay, cotton 
by-products, molasses, fat and 
corn.”

He said that whether a person 
is in the medical profession, 
sells shoes or sells groceries, 
they all benefit from the fed 
cattle business.”

His figures show that Wes- 
Tex handles 25,000 cattle at a
time, and their payroll is
$650,000 per year. They also 
have $1,200,000 in expenses, 
with 90 percent of this amount 
spent in the community.

He figures that Wes-Tex adds 
$10 million per year to the local 
economy.

Douglas believts there will 
continue to be a demand for fed 
beef, and that it is important to 
provide what the people want. 
He also said fat is now pretty 
much bred out of cattle.

The speaker said the demand 
for beef for overseas shipment 
also continues to increase. He 
cited Japan, who once only 
purchased choice cuts, now is 
asking for ribs, brisket and the 
cheaper cuts of meat.

“ The public will dictate to 
any of us where our business is 
going, and we must address this 
and keep our lawmakers in 
Austin and Washington inform­
ed of what is going on.

“ Too many lawmakers don’t 
hear us out here in the country, 
focusing their attention on the 
urban areas.

“ The importance of the cattle 
industry in Texas cannot be 
understated. It is a multi-billion 
industry, -  Truly an economic 
giant.”

Before Douglas spoke. Presi­
dent Bruce Purdy said the next 
three programs will be by Jerry 
Hicks, Terry Hutto and Max 
King.

FINAL PLANTING DATES 
The final planting dates for 

crops grown in Bailey County 
are: Wheat, Barley, and Oats - 
Nov. 15; Corn - May 15; Cotton 
- May 31; Grain Sorghum - June

30.
These dates are for crop 

insurance purposes primarily, 
but in the case of prevented 
planting, the dates are recog­
nized as the final date for 
planting the crop.

Should you be prevented from 
planting any of these crops 
listed above, beyond your con­
trol, you have 15 days following 
the final planting date to file a 
prevented planting claim on an 
ASCS-574. Claims filed after 15 
days will be considered late 
filed.

FAILED ACRES- 
SMALL GRAINS

Any small grain crop that has 
failed due to natural disaster

beyond the producer’ s control 
MUST be certified and an 
ASCS-574 (Disaster Application) 
filed before the crop is dis­
turbed.

PRICE SUPPORT 
The final date for obtaining 

price support loans for 1990 
crops are as follows: Wheat,

With Scud and Patriot 
missiles flying, environmental 
terrorism contaminating the 
Persian Gulf with crude oil and 

® our nation’ s armed forces en­
gaged in a full scale war against 
Iraq, legislative developments in 
Austin are seen ir. a new light. 
It’ s not that these State issues 
have diminished in importance 
to Texans, it is just that we now 
see them from a different 
prospective. The liberties that 

^  we take for granted every day 
on the floor of the Texas Senate 
are the very liberties the allies 
are fighting to restore in 
Kuwait.

On the same day that war 
broke out in the persian Gulf, 
Lt. Governor Bob Bullock an­
nounced committee appoint­
ments in the Texas Senate. 

9  News of the outbreak of war 
overshadowed good news for 
Senate District 31.

For the first time in 14 years, 
the Senator from Senate District 
31 has been appointed to the 
Finance Committee. This is 
clearly the most important 
committee in the Texas Senate. 
Lt. Governor Hobby probably

* described it best when he said, 
“ There are two kinds of bills, 
one, budget bills and two, all 
the others.”  In my view, the 
State budget is the hub of 
government from which all of 
the spokes emanate. Serving on 
the Senate Finance Committee 
will put me in the center of that

| hub. It will also place me in a 
strategic position to insure that 
State institutions in Senate Dis­
trict 31 receive fair and equit­
able treatment.

The Finance Committee works 
harder and longer hours than 
any other Senate Committee. 
That’ s fine with me. 1 didn't 
come to Austin to play golf.

Another appointment that I 
am extremely pleased about is 
my appointment to the Senate 
Education Committee. Over half 
of the entire Statp budget isj 
spent on public or higher 
education. Thus, serving on the 
Education Committee puts me 
at the heart of this major 

I enterprise. With the recent 
Texas Supreme Court decision 
relating to the way we pay for 
public education, the work of 
the Senate Education Commit­
tee will be more important than 
ever before. The school children 
of this State are our future. 
What we do with regard to 
public school finance in the next

• 60 days could impact our State 
well into the 21st century. I 
don't take this responsibility

lightly.
Steering away from the head­

lines, I will also take on the 
challenges of the Intergovern­
mental Relations Committee. 
This Committee deals with 
smaller scale topics such as the 
creation of municipal utility 
districts, police officer and 
firefighter union issues and 
seemingly every problem that 
arises in the City of Houston 
and Harris County.

When I called home to tell my 
family about my committee 
appointments, my 11-year old 
son, Andrew, demonstrated his 
keen political insight. He cut to 
the truly important, politically 
significant issue of seniority. He 
said, “ Yea, Dad, those appoint­
ments are great but did you get 
a bigger office? Did you get a 
parking spot closer to the 
door?”  1 was pleased to answer 
both questions in the affirma­
tive. I do indeed have a parking 
spot that is closer to the 
entrance of the Capitol. And my 
Senate office is no longer 
located on the third floor just 
outside of the Senate gallery 
where all of the elementary 
school classes line up before 
going into the gallery. My new
office, 332, is located in the 
“ back hall”  on the third floor 
behind the Senate Chamber. It 
is far quieter, more convenient 
and, yes, Andrew, it is bigger.

Senate Week 

In Review
The House and Senate con­

curred January 31 and sent to 
Governor Richards the first bill 
of the 72nd Legislature fifteen 
days after Bob Bullock and Ann 
Richards took office. Senate Bill 
III is the bill sponsored by 
Senator John Montford that 
begins to remedy the state’s 
cash flow shortage. S.B. Ill was 
passed out of the Senate and on 
to the House on Monday. On 
Tuesday, the bill was reported 
back to the Senate with amen­
dments. The Senate concurred 
with the House amendments 
and sent the bill to the 
governor. At 4:00 p.m. Thurs­
day, S.B. Ill was signed into 
law. The bill includes a spend­
ing reduction of $77 million, 
rather than the originally pro­
posed spending freeze. It also 
expands the oversight authority 
of the Legislative Budget Board.

In other business, the Senate 
Nominations Committee met to

Earlier today State Senator 
Teel Bivins (R-Amarillo) was 
appointed to two of the most 
powerful committees in that 
body by the newly sworn-in Lt. 
Governor, Bob Bullock. Bivins 
will serve on the Senate Finance 
Committee which hears all bills 
dealing with state funds. Bivins 
also received an appointment to 
the Senate Education Commi­
ttee.

Bivins, one of only two 
Republicans appointed to Fin­
ance, said, “ I am very excited 
about this appointment. It is 
said that there are two types of 
bills: those referred to the 
Finance Committee and all the 
others. The state budget is the 
hub from which all the spokes 
of government emanate. Serving 
on the Finance Committee puts 
me at the center©! that hub.”

The first terrff ̂ Senator also

consider several gubernatorial 
appointments on Tuesday, in­
cluding the Reverend Zan Wes­
ley Holmes, Jr., the first 
African-American appointed to 
serve on the University of Texas 
Baord of Regents, and Ms. 
Allison Leland, wife of the late 
Congressman Mickey Leland, 
the first African-American fem­
ale to serve on the Texas A&M 
University Board of Regents. 
Final confirmation is expected 
in the full Senate next week.

Also on Tuesday, January 29, 
the Subcommittee on Regulatory 
Agencies had a day-long hear­
ing on proposed legislation, 
Senate Bill 179, relating to the 
settlement of contested cases 
pending before regulatory ag­
encies, including the Public 
Utility Commission. The Sub­
committee, chaired by Senator 
Peggy Rosson, El Paso, has 
heard testimony, but has taken 
no action.

On Wednesday, January 30, 
the Subcomittee on Elections 
and Ethics, chaired by Senator 
Steve Carriker of Roby, met at 
9:00 a.m. in the Senate Cham­
ber to hear testimony on Senate 
Bill I and Senate Joint Resolu-

stated, “ Bob Bullock is known 
for making judgements based 
on character and ability. I am 
honored that he has seen fit to 
appoint me to these important 
committees.”  Bivins went on to 
say, "Education and finance are 
two of the most crucial issues 
the 72nd Legislature is likely to 
work on. I am glad I will be 
able to represent my District on 
these committees.”

Bivins was also appointed to 
the Intergovernmental Relations 
Committee which historically 
has heard legislation dealing 
with the operation of local and 
county governments. The Com­
mittee also hears bills governing 
the way the state interacts with 
local governments. Bivins said,

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• U'S* Postal Rates Change
Even though new postage 

rates are not effective until 
February 3, two new non- 
denominated postage stamps 
went on sale Jan. 24, at the 
U.S. Postal Service to make it 
more convenient to apply first- 
class postage when new tates 
take effect at 12:01 A.M. on 
February 3, 1991, said Arguello, 
Postmaster.

The use of non-denominated 
stamps is intended to ensure a 
more manageable transition to 
the new rate structure.

“ Our new flower stamps is 
valued at 29 cents and is valid, 
full-rate first-class postage any-, 
where within the United States 
Postal System,”  Arguello said.

And, for the first time, we’re 
issuing a second non-denomi- 
nated make-up’ stamp, bearing 
text describing its value, worth 
4 cents. It can be used in 
combination with any 25-cent 
stamp to make up the difference 
in the old and new full 
first-class domestic rates. This 
single, widely available stamp 
will make it much more 
convenient for the American 
people to make up the price 
difference and use their existing 
supplies of 25-cent stamps.”

The 29-cent flower stamp, 
available in booklets, coils, 
sheets and embossed envelopes, 
and .its running mate, the 4-cent 
“ Make-Up”  stamp, are avail­
able today at post offices across, 
the nation. Customers can also 
order these stamps by phone 
(1-800-STAM 024) or through 
the stamps by mail program 
locally.

“ The postal service is trying 
to make it easy for its customers 
to get the right combination of 
postage stamps when the new 
rates go into effect February. 
3,”  said Arguello, Postmaster.

Over eight billion “ Flower”  
stamps, the non-denominated 
stamps representing the new 
29-cent first-class rate, and 
nearly two billion “ Make-Up”  
rate stamps, also non-deno­
minated, but worth four-cents, 
went on sale in post offices for 
customers to use with existing 
supplies of 25-cent stamps to 
cover the full, first-class rate.

Both stamps went on sale 
Jan. 24 at post offices around 
the country. To reduce lines in 
post offices, the postal service 
offers a number of ways to 
make purchasing stamps more 
convenient.

One convenient method, for 
both consumers and businesses, 
is stamps bv phone. By call’ng 
1-800-STAMP24, Visa, Master­
card, or Discover card holders 
can place an order right over 
the phone. There is a $3 service 
charge per order. Stamps are 
received in five days.

Stamps by mail is another 
popular method. By filling out a 
postage-free form (available at 
local post offices or from letter 
carriers), customers simply en­
close a check to cover the 
amount, and stamps will be 
mailed back in three to five 
days.

There’ s also postal vending 
equipment available in most 
postal lobbies with 24-hour 
access. Newer vending mach­
ines dispense stamps and 
stationery in all forms and some 
accept up tc $200 bills. Coin 
changers are available at most 
locations.

For those who prefer more 
personal contact, about 25,000 
retailers, including t.iost major 
supermarkets, sell booklets of 
stamps at their checkouts for 
the same price charged at the 
post office. This adds the 
convenience of buying stamps 
while doing other shopping.

For those who don’t have 
time to make it to the post 
office, the postal service has 
nearby postal contract stations 
located in private businesses, 
offering a full-range of postal 
products and services. The 
prices are the same, too. The 
“ Flower”  stamps will be 
available in all the traditional 
forms: sheets, coils in three 
sizes, and booklets of 10 and 20. 
The “ Make-Up”  rate stamps 
are in sheets, but customers can 
buy the stamps in any quantity.

Nearly 10 billion of these 
"transitional”  stamps were 
printed and distributed to help 
make the swith-over to the new 
rates a smooth one. the 
production process alone took 16 
months to complete.

It’s difficult to imagine that 
many stamps. Just to, help, 
consider thi$:fI| .topk. 4,pflp rolls 
of paper to print the new 
stamps. Not impressed? Each 
roll of paper is nearly four miles 
long (21,000 feet) and 20 inches 
wide. Still not impressed? If 
placed end-to-end, that would 
stretch roughly from New York 
to Hong Kong and back.

The stamps have been stored 
in the postal service’ s under­

ground facility, a cavernous, 
temperature- and- humidity- 
controlled storage facility near 
Kansas City, Missouri.

The postal service will 
produce an additional 42 billion 
stamps this year. “ Chances are, 
with these kind of quantities 
and the number of convenient 
ways ther’re offered, customers 
will find it easy to buy the 
stamps they need all across the 
country,”  Arguello said.

The United States Postal 
Service has announced a new 
35-cent half-ounce rate for 
letters going to Mexico. The 
rate for one ounce, previously 
the smallest increment to Mex­
ico, is now 35 cents, up from 25 
cents. The new rate will take 
effect on February 3, 1991.

We decided to implement the 
half-ounce increment, which 
normally will cover letters up to 
two pages, Arguello said. In 
doing so, we significantly lessen 
the total impact on our 
customers in Muleshoe.

The half-ounce increment may 
be confusing at first, so 
Arguello encourages . postal 
customers to weigh their letters 
to Mexico at the Muleshoe Post 
Office or on an accurate letter 
scale before mailing them.

Any letters on which postage 
has not been fully paid will be 
returned to the sender, since 
there is no procedure for 
collecting postage due on inter­
national mail.

An overall increase in Inter­
national letter rates today is the 
result of action taken in 1989 by 
the Universal Postal Union 
(UPU), a specialized United 
Nations Agency Governing In­
ternational Postal Policy.

“ Under the old UPU com­
pensation structure for letters, 
postal administrations received 
only about one-third of the 
actual cost of delivering mail 
originating in another country,”  
says Arguello. “ Effective in 
1991, a revised compensation 
system provides a higher rate 
per kilogram of letters to more 
closely match actual delivery 
costs. The result is higher rates 
for International Mail, not just 
in the United States but all over 

( (hp >v,prjd. A letter from Mexico 
to the United States, for 
example, will cost about 68 
cents,”  Arguello said.

There is always a right and 
wrong way, and the wrong way 
always seems the more reason­
able.

CAN LOWER THE PROPERTY 
TAXES ON YOUR HOME

A  hom estead 
Exem ption
lowers the property taxes on 
your home by lowering its 
taxable value. For example, if 
your home is valued at 
$50,000 and you receive a 
$5,000 homestead exemption, 
your home will be taxed as if 
it were worth only $45,000.
You quality
for a homestead exemption if 
you owned your home on 
January 1 and used it as your 
primary residence on January 
1. It doesn’t matter whether 
your home is a house, a 
condominium or a mobile 
home.
Exem ptions are 
ava ilab le
to all homeowners on their 
school taxes. Additional ex­
emptions are available to 
homeowners who are disabled 
or age 65 or over. Other 
exemptions may be offered to 
homeowners by school dis­
tricts, counties, cities, and 
special districts. All taxing 
units offer exemptions to 
disabled veterans.

Apply to
your local appraisal district 
office at the address shown 
below for all exemptions you 
may qualify for. Application 
forms are available at this 
address.
if you received a homestead 
exemption on your present 
home in 1990 you won’ t need 
to apply again for 1991 unless 
the chief appraiser requires 
you to reapply.
However, if you passed your 
65th birthday or became 
disabled before January 1, file 
a new application to receive 
additional exemptions.-

If you haven’ t received an 
exemption on your present 
home, or if you moved to a 
new home, make a new 
application for 1991.
The deadline
for applications is April 30, 
1991. Contact your appraisal 
district before then if yoiu 
need more time.

Medical Expenses 
May Be Deductible

Prescription drugs or the annual 
dental check-up may be included in a 
medical expense deduction.

To deduct qualified medical ex­
penses, taxpayers:
1. must itemize their deductions,
2. have unreimbursed medical costs 
that exceed 7.5 percent of their ad­
justed gross income, and
3. have paid for the allowable medical 
services.

The costs of most visits to the doc­
tor and dentist qualify as allowable 
medical expenses. Medical insurance, 
special care equipment and cost of 
transportation to obtain medical care 
may be considered medical expenses. 
Also, all medical payments for depen­
dents and spouse may be included

A record of all medical expenses 
should be kept so that you can decide 
whether there are enough expenses to 
itemize or to support the deduction on 
the tax return. Some pharmacies wil 
provide monthly and year-end state 
ments for charge customers that dis 
tinguish between medical and non 
medical expenses. For tax purposes 
receipts, cancelled checks or a log are 
acceptable forms of recordkeeping.

For the specifics on medical ex­
penses, order free IRS Publication 
502, Medical and Dental Expenses. 
An order form is included in the tax 
package.

Combest (R)TX) announced Jan. 
24, success in his efforts to 
bring Farmers Home Adminis­
tration (FmHA) and U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) representatives into 
agreement on new regulations 
for farmers' operating loans. 
The 1990 Farm Bill improved 
methods for handling FmHA 
loans and required farmers who 
need a one-year extension of 
credit to work out a new 
payment schedule and then be 
able to operate on a cash-flow 
basis during that year. How­
ever, farmers could not obtain 
the loan extension until new 
regulations were written.

Regulations from the new 
1990 Farm Bill would not have 
been ready until late summer, 
well-past the time now when 
producers are making planting 
decisions. After meeting with 
Congressman Combest, the 
FmHA and USDA agreed to a 
procedure which will allow 
delinquent borrowers to receive 
one-year continuation loans for 
the 1991 crop year.

“ These producers ask for the 
chance to do their best and 1 
have confidence in their hard 
work and abilities,”  said Com­
best. “ Farmers in these 
counties have worked in good 
faith with their local FmHA 
representatives to pay off these 
loans. Many came very close to 
making those payments, but 
their efforts wilted in the dry 
heat of last spring and crops 
were lost that could have helped 
in making their loan pay­
ments.”

In Bailey County alone, an 
estimated 60 percent of FmHA 
borrowers would have been 
unable to receive continuation 
loans and unable to plant a crop 
this season. Similar situations 
exist in other dryland areas of 
the 19th District. “ Farmers who 
have been an important link in 
the business life o f many 
communities around the South 
Plains would have been gone,”  
said Combest.

"1 express my thanks to state 
and national FmHA officials 
who worked to set these 
guidelines in time for planting,’ ’ 
said Combest. FmHA county 
officials should now have in­
structions on how to assist local 
producers in processing the 
one-year loan extensions.

Despite all the brands of 
over-the-counter pain pills on 
the market, only three ingre­
dients in these medicines really 
matter: aspirin, acetaminophen 
and ibuprofen.

Occasional use of aspirin can 
help eliminate a headache, 
lower a fever, soothe minor 
aches or pains and ease sun­
burn. Some studies suggest 
regular-use of aspirin may help 
ward off heart attacks and 
strokes and boost tee immune 
system. However, it’ s 'mportant 
to see your doctor before taking 
aspirin or any other medication 
on a regular basis.

According to Patrick Pritchett, 
pharmacy director at Methodist 
Hospital, the major drawback of 
aspirin for the typical user is 
the chance of stomach irritation. 
The medicine can aggravate 
stomach ulcers and may cause 
stomach upset. Pritchett warns 
that aspirin should not be given 
to children with viral infections 
due to Reye’ s syndrome, a rare 
but serious illness.

Ibuprofen, like aspirin, is an 
anti-inflammatory drug. Ibupro­
fen is often effective against 
arthritis and the redness, pain 
and swelling resulting from 
certain injuries, but it also can 
cause stomach irritation.

Aspirin's largest competitor, 
acetaminophen, has few side 
effects. It’ s easier on the 
stomach, but it also has a major 
drawback: it does nothing for 
inflammation.

According to Pritchett, there 
is no single agent of choice. If 
you have a twisted ankle, 
aspirin or ibuprofen is recom­
mended. If you have a head­
ache, acetaminophen is a good 
choice.

As with any over-the-counter 
medication, if you’re unsure 
what to take, consult your 
physician or pharmacist.
