.Nut at all Business was so good 
last year that the 16.000 execu­
tives who belong to the National 
Office Management Assn., had 
enough spare time to bruoti over 
just that questlon--and set out to 
f'Pd the iHswer.

They p-'lled 2U.0UU utfice work­
er* throuiJhout the I'nited State* 
and Canada on the qualities of an 
“ideal boss"—and got replies from 
6..537, or alMiul one third.

Surprisingly, the gripes were 
few. Not one wrote.

"My idea of an ideal buss is a 
guy who will figure out a Way to 
solve the towel problem in the 
men’s room."

In its own summary of the re­
turn*. the executive’s association 
said the ideal buss was pictured 
as “a man belwivn 40 and 49 with 
a high degree of managerial skill 
who it eminently fair to worker* 
and has a good deal of common 
sense.’’

The breakdown revealed furth 
er:

1. Laziness isn't held against 
him

2 Young women workers want 
him to have “an understanding 
nature." and not be grourhS

3 Older women demand that 
he have a  g«xxl appearance, a high 
degree of intelligence, and a sense 
of humor.

4 Young workers don't like a 
superior attitude.

5 Older workers don't object if 
he has a temper but in.sist that 
he mustn't lie

6. Most workers don't mind if 
a boss is impatient so long a* he 
is lair. They think he should “be 
ready with a pat on the hack for 
good work, and to aort of let peo­
ple know what is going on in the 
business.'

The result* of this poll probab­
ly are pretty enlighloning to the 
executives lliemselvi** But 1 fell! 
to wondering about the 13,463 of­
fice workers who didn't return 
their questionnaires. Why not* 
(ou ldn 't they afford a three-cent 
stamp* Were they afraid it might 
be a subtle management trick to 
trap them into saying something 
uewise* It wasn't

I decided tu make a short poll 
of my own. So I went out to t)ie

There is a long political-econom 
ic war ahead fur the L'nited States 
and the Soviet I ’nion.

•A.-- the years -.;o by develop­
ments in superwcapons may mini 
mize the question of superiority 
of one side or the other in the 
military field

Already, a standoff in nuclear 
weapons IS forcing the East-West 
quarrel into the field of economic 
and political competition .And 
with each year of such competi 
tion. the military picture will be 
changing

The free world still has the 
ability and the power to retaliate 
n.a.ssivviy to aggression, and even 
political aggression such as that 
wtiieh seized Czechoslovakia would 
car.'v with it today the threat of 
atomic world war. Thus, in the 
opinion of sumo highly placed oh 
servers, the Russians are prevent 
ed from seizing many an other 
wise alluring opportunity.

The Soviet C'unimuniM party's 
2Uth congress, opening two weeks 
hence, undoubtedly will set off a 
flood of propaganda fur uncundi 
tional prohibition of nuclear wea 
pons by international agreement. 
Even today. Western leaders art- 
asking. Aside from the obvious 
question of foolproof safeguards 
in such an agreement, is it going 
to he possible in the future to dis­
tinguish between atomic an-l non 
atomic war?

Perhaps the question of nuclear 
warfare already has become one 
of degree Within a few years the 
u.sc of weapons capable of eras­
ing vast areas might he automa 
tically excluded, for fear o< retal 
lation on both siiles, the standoff 
in that field would seem com 
plete.

At the moment, American mill 
tary thinking relies heavily on it.s 
Siratcgic .Air Command and S.AC's 
ability to deliver the hydrogen 
bomb anywhere. In three or four 
years, Communist orbit develop­
ments could pare down the advan 
tage

But in the electronic age, tac 
tical atomic weapons seem to have 
arrived virtually at the point of 
becoming conventional weapons. 
The United States probably has a 
long lead in this field.

If tactical atomic weapons were 
used to counter a Red aggre.ssion. 
would that lead eventually to u.se 
of the big bombs? If fear of that 
existed, the advantage would swing 
back to cimventional force.*

Thus, 
the current discussion of a “new 
look” in atomic weapons becomes 
a m atter of grave importance

A highly placed informant in 
Washington indicates this was the 
line of thinking behind the recent 
"brink of war" statement attri­
buted to Secretary Dulles. It points 
up the dangers of miscalculating 
American intentions.

The propaganda disadvantages 
of announcing such an American 
policy of strong deterrents arc 
obvious, and Soviet propagandists 
can be expected to make the most 
of them.

But the deterrent still leaves 
the free world with time to build 
its counteroffensive. While the 
Soviet Union is short of its econ­
omic goals at home, while it is 
struggling with its own long 
range -strategic planning to pro­
tect the U S S R , against the pos 
sibility of global war, the Krem 
lin is unlikely to move aggres.sive- 
ly beyond its noisy but still inef 
fectivc economic grandstand plays.

It of­
fers the free world the opportun 
i^y to seize the initiative. It offers 
an anxious world hope of safety

The Punxsutawney club in 
northwestern Pennsylvania boasts 
of a big edge, un seniority alone. 
Ever since 1898 iti  members have 
traipsed up Canoe Ridge in the 
foothills of the Alleghenies and 
stationed themselves on Gobbler’s 
Knob to watch and record the 
groundhog's behavior. For the en­
tire Punxsutawney region this is 
a kind of fete day, with the selec­
tion of a Groundhog Day king and 
queen and a man of the year, and, 
at night, a banquet and a Ground­
hog Hop.

But to the Slumbering Lodge of 
Groundhogs of Quarryville, in Lan­
caster County, the western seers 
are “the upstart gang of Gobbler’s 
Knob."

The Slumbering Lodge has been 
at it for only 48 years. By its 
own svowals, however, it makes 
up fur that relative newness in 
prestige and elaboration. This so­
ciety says its membership takes 
in eminent men in most of the 
professions; that it has been cited 
for distinguished service by the 
International Order of Groundhog 
Greeters; and that nobody can 
outdo it in fancy costumes.

The Slumberers head for the 
woods in top hats and swallow­
tail coats, in great fur sloaks and 
gallant cockades, in togas that 
could be mistaken for vast night- 
shina. Some travel on horseback. 
Others carry divining rods and 
other mysterious gear whicji has 
a vague association with ground- 
hoggery. The lodge mans 135 sep­
arate observation posts, which 
send their findings to a field com­
munications center. '

Third of the groundhog groups, 
also _ on the prowl early, is the 
Uncompromisingly Pennsylvtnia 
Dutch can of the Allentown area 
which goes by the name of 
"Grundsow Lodge Number Ains 
on Da Uechaw,” meaning “No. 1 
on the Lehigh.” or more to the 
point, “Anything you can do we 
can do better.”
