" Cross Plains' retail sales
in 2011 are 5% higher

The City of Cross Plains' one
percent city sales tax payments
in 2011 are up by over five
percent, according to the Texas
State Comptroller's office.

Texas State Comptroller Su-
san Combs reported the city's
sales tax payment on Wednes-
day, December 7th.

Cross Plains' 2011 sales tax
payments for the year totalled
$209,968.03, which is 5.19
percent higher than the
$199,605.46 in sales tax rebate
payments collected in 2010.

The payment to the city for
December 2011 was
$18,630.26, whichis 10.18 per-
cent higher than the payment in

December 2010 of $16,908.09.
Texas Comptroller Susan

Combs announced today,
Wednesday, December 7th, that
state sales tax revenue in No-
vember was $2.07 billion, up
12.2 percent compared to No-
vember 2010. State sales tax
revenue has now increased for
20 consecutive months.

“Sales tax revenue in all major
economic sectors improved over
ayearago,” Combs said. “While
sales tax receipts associated with
oil and natural gas production
remains the strongest source of
growth, there were strong in-
creases from the consumer-
driven sectors of retail trade and
restaurants.

Combs will send December
sales tax allocations totaling
$478.3 million to cities, coun-
ties, transit systems and special
purpose taxing districts, up 9.7
percent compared to December
2010.

Combs distributed $315.8 mil-
lion in December 2011 alloca-
tions to Texas cities, which is up
7.2 percent from December
2010 and higher by 8.6 percent
year-to-date.

She reported $31.3 million in
December 2011 allocations to
Texas counties, which is higher
by 13.3 percent compared to
December 2010 and higher by
13.7 year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems re-
ceived $108.7 million in Decem-
ber 2011 sales tax allocations,
which is 8.6 percent higher than
December 2010 and up 10.2
percent year-to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis-

tricts received $22.2 million in
December 2011 allocations,
which is 15.6 percent higher
than December 2010 and higher
by 19.5 percent year-to-date.
_ Total sales tax allocations were
$478.3 million in December
2011, whichis 8.3 percent higher
than December 2010 and up
9.7 percent year-to-date.

The sales tax figures represent
sales that occurred in October.

—The 2011 sales tax pay-
ments in the City of Clyde are
13.43 percent higher than the
payments made to the city in
2010. The sales tax rebates for
the City of Clyde have
amounted to $536,552.19 in
2011. The 2010 payments to
the city during the same pay-
ment period were
$473,007.23.

The City of Clyde's monthly
payment for December 2011
was $39,809.99, which is
12.52% higher than the
$35,377.68 payment reported
to the city in October 2010.

—The City of Putnam re-
ported the 2011 payments to
the town totalled $16,637.94,
up 23.82 percent fromthe 2010
payments to the city in the
amount of $13,436.16.

Putnam's tax payment for the
month of December 2011 was
$1,229.00, which is 14.57 per-
cent higher than the payment
made in December 2010 of
$1,072.65.

Countywide, sales tax pay-
ments for 2011 in Callahan
County are higher by 13.11

percent compared to the 2010

payments in the county. Calla-

The tax rebates in Callahan i
County for the month of De-

Merchants collect the state :
and local sales tax and send it
to the Comptroller's office with
their tax returns. The state |
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re-
turns the local one percent |
sales tax each month to the |
local governments. Cities and |
counties may levy a combined
tax of up to two percent above -
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect
2.00%, including one percent
forthe City of Clyde, one-half of
one percent for the Clyde Eco-
nomic Development Corpora-
tion and one half of one percent
to reduce property taxes (Pro-
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol-
unteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in
local sales taxes, of which 1.00
percent is allocated to the city
and 1.00% is allocated for eco-
nomic development in the
town.

Baird collects 1.50% in local
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo-
cated to the city and 0.50%
allocated to the community's -
economic development corpo-
ration.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo-
cal sales tax of which all 1.00
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be
approved by local voters and
may be used for any legal city
or county expenses. Most areas
put the money in their General
Fund and use it for normal op-
erations like fire fighting, main-
taining roads and law enforce-
ment, the Comptroller said.
Some cities use up to an addi-
tional one percent of city sales
tax to help fund local economic
development and to reduce
property taxes.

HISTORY - The first Ball was
held in 1885 at Anson's Star
Hotel that was later destroyed
by fire. The Anson High School
old gymnasium hosted the Ball
for several years thereafter.

Anson and the 1936 water
color painting by Maxine
Walker Perini on permanent
display at Abilene's Grace
Museum. It is also the
acknowledged genesis for the

USDA Farm Service Agency Reminds Producers
of Livestock Disaster Program Deadlines |

(Baird, TX), December 13,
2011 - Callahan County USDA
Farm Service Agency (FSA)
County Executive Director
Robert Frost reminds eligible
ranchers and livestock
producers who had livestock
losses or grazing losses during
the 2011 crop year that the
deadline for applying for
benefits under the Livestock
Forage Disaster Program
(LFP) and the Emergency
Assistance for Livestock,
Honeybees and Farm-Raised
Fish Program (ELAP) is Jan.
30, 2012.

"It is imperative that
producers meet the deadline
for disaster assistance as there

" are no late file provisions for

LFP and ELAP," said Frost.
"To insure a smooth
application process, producers
should have all required
supporting documentation
with them at the time they
apply for benefits," he said.

Livestock Forage Disaster
Program (LFP):

LFP provides payments to
eligible livestock producers
who have suffered livestock
grazing losses due to
qualifying drought or fire that
occurred before Oct. 1, 2011.

. Fire losses apply only to

federally managed rangeland.
Eligible livestock under LFP
include beef cattle, alpacas,

Winter Stresses on Trees

Winter's heavy snow and ice,
as well as frozen soil
conditions, can damage
cherished trees and shrubs in
suburban landscapes. Even
areas without major snowfall
experience high winds and
huge fluctuations in

. temperatures during winter.

But homeowners can lessen
the adverse effects of winter
weather with preventive
maintenance.

What can happen in winter,
and how you can avoid it?

"Branches of trees can break
due to the excessive weight of
ice or snow," says Tchukki
Andersen, staff arborist with
the Tree Care Industry
Association. "Proper pruning
encourages the formation of
the strongest possible
branches and branch
attachments. When pruning

" alone isn't enough, properly

installed cables and rigid
braces can add support to a
weakened part of the tree."
Winter winds cause
evergreens to lose moisture
from their needles. Even some
deciduous trees suffer from
winter drying. If water is not
available as moisture is drawn
from living cells, permanent
damage will result. The best
prevention consists of planting
only hardy species in areas of
prolonged exposure, watering
plants adequately in the fall,
and mulching to insulate the
soil and roots from severe cold.
On sunny days in winter, the
tree's trunk and main limbs can
warm to 15 degrees higher
than the air temperature. As
soon as) the sun's rays stop
reaching the stem, its
temperature plummets,
causing injury or permanent
damage to the bark. The two

buffalo, beefalo, dairy cattle,
deer, elk, emus, equine, goats,
llamas, poultry, reindeer,
sheep and swine.

During the 2011 crop year, all
Texas counties met the LFP
trigger requirements for a
three-month payment for
native pasture, improved
pasture and forage sorghum.
Eligible ranchers and livestock
producers have until Jan. 30,
2012, to apply for LFP
benefits.

Emergency Assistance for
Livestock, Honeybees and
Farm-Raised Fish Program
(ELAP):

ELAP provides emergency
assistance to eligible
producers of livestock,
honeybees and farm-raised
fish who have losses due to
disease, adverse weather or
other conditions, including
losses due to blizzards and
wildfires that occurred before
Oct. 1, 2011. ELAP assistance
is for losses not covered under
other disaster assistance
programs established by the
2008 Farm Bill.

Producers who experienced
livestock death losses must file
a notice of loss 30 days after
the loss is apparent, but no
later than Dec. 29, 2011.
Producers who suffered
livestock grazing and feed
losses must have filed a notice

main types of injury are known
as sun scald and frost
cracking. The effects of sun
scald and frost cracking can be
reduced by sound
arboricultural practices to
maintain overall health, and
also by covering the trunks of
young, susceptible trees with a
suitable tree wrap.

Winter is a good time to
prune

"Most skilled arborists prefer
pruning when trees are
dormant," says Andersen.
"With no leaves on the tree, the
arborist is better able to
evaluate its architecture and
spot dead or diseased
branches. In addition, since the
ground is frozen damage to the
turf underneath the tree due to
falling limbs and tire tracks is
negligible. This is also a good
time to check trees for diseases
and other damage."

Here are some other ways the
Tree Care Industry Association
recommends to improve the
health of your living landscape:

¢ Aeration around trees helps
improve water and air
movement in the soil. This
strengthens the tree's root
system and reduces soil
compaction.

e When planting, choose
hardy trees available in your
area as they have better
chances for survival in severe
weather conditions. Choosing
the best location and following
proper planting procedures
should be your highest
priorities.

e Stop fertiiizing trees in early
fall to allow them to prepare for
winter.

¢ In case of moderate storm
damage, restoring the tree to
its former health and beauty

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The Masonic Lodge #627 and
the Order of the Eastern Star #455
looked forward to having a new
brick building at the corner of
North Second and Main. The
laying of the cornerstone was in
1926. Due to shortage of money
during the Great Depression, the
bottom floor had to be sold to
complete the building.

The Cross Plains Lodge was
chartered December 16, 1886
with B.N. Hendon, Worshipful
Master, W.R. McDermett, Senior
Warden and J. M. Coffman,
Junior Warden under register and
jurisdiction in Cottonwood.
Meetings were first held at East
Caddo Peak in the upper story of
a wooden building about 16 X 24
feet. Meetings were held
Saturday nights on or before the
first new moon of each month.
This is where the name Moon
Lodge came from. The meetings
were held in small buildings in all
kinds of weather until about 1888.

At this time W.B. Farmer, E.
Roberts, J.D. Moore and J.M.
Coffman, with the help of a few
friends, erected a new two-story
wood building, with the upper
story being the property of the
Lodge. This building was used
until membership had increased
to 54, in 1911.

At this time the lodge was

Masonic Lodge #627 in Cross Plains

permitted to move to the upper
story of a brick building, in a
room 25 X 75 feet. The building
was situated on Lot one of Block
44 in the Central Addition of the
township of Cross Plains and
meetings were held there until the
new building was completed.

Sometime after the tornado in
1994, the Lodge bought and
moved into the Cross Plains
Garden Club building on South
East Beech Street and held
sessions there until the new
metal building was built in 2004
on South Main Street.

The Lodge is a civic-minded
organization that helps the people
of Cross Plains by raising funds
for the cancer foundation, the
local stock Show and recognizing
individuals with their Community
Builder Award.
