Nurse Assault BUI 
protects health 
care workers

House Bill 705 Addresses Nursing Shortages

ACISTIN, Texas, May 16, 
2 0 1 3 —D esp ite  in c re a se d  
security measures in Texas 
hospitals, violence against 
health care workers continues 
to climb. Legislation before the 
S e n a te  C rim inal J u s t ic e  
Committee today addresses 
ways to reduce health care 
worker exposure to continued 
senseless risk and danger.

House Bill 705, authored by 
Rep. Donna Howard (D - 
Austin) and sponsored by Sen. 
C harles S ch w ertn er (R - 
G e o rg e to w n ) ,  e x te n d s  
protection to nurses and other 
hea lth  ca re  w orkers who 
provide care in emergency 
departm ents by enhancing 
p e n a l t i e s  fo r  a s s a u l t s  
committed during the delivery 
o f c a r e .  F o r a s s a u l t s  
committed against emergency 
services personnel who are in 
th e  c o u rse  of p rov id ing  

• emergency services, current 
law enhances the penalty from 
a Class A misdemeanor to a 
third degree felony. However, 
assaults committed against 
emergency room personnel 
currently do not qualify for the 
penalty enhancement.

Emergency room personnel 
can be exposed to dangerous
or violent patients. Extending 
these protections to nurses 
ensures an added level of 
safety, potentially affecting 
nurse staff shortages.

"This legislation improves the 
w ork ing  e n v iro n m e n t in 
emergency departments and 
positively addresses nursing 
shortages at Texas hospitals 
by reducing nurse exposure to 
patients who might otherwise 
pose dangerous behavior," 
said Dan Stultz, M.D., FACP, 
FACHE, TH.A president/ chief 
executive officer. "Emergency 
care providers should all be 
t r e a t e d  w ith  th e  s a m e  
protection of the law, whether 
in a patrol vehicle, ambulance 
or within the walls of an 
emergency department."

T h e  T e x a s  H o s p ita l  
Association supports HB 705, 
because it will help reduce the 
d a n g e r  th a t  h ea lth  ca re  
professionals may face on a 
daily basis. HB 705 is the result 
of THA's work with Rep. 
Howard, the Texas Nurses 
A s s o c ia t io n ,  th e  T ex a s  
E m ergency  Room N urses 
Association and the Texas 
O r g a n iz a t io n  o f N u rse  
Executives.

USDA Announces Conservation 
Reserve Program Sign-Up
WASHINGTON, May 14, 

7 ‘2013— Secretary of Agriculture 
Tom Vilsack today reminded 
farmers and ranchers that the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 

i* (USDA) will conduct a four-week 
Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP) general sign-up begin­
ning May 20th and ending on 
June 14th. Vilsack also an­
nounced the restart of sign-up 
for continuous CRP, including 
the Conservation Reserve En­
hancem ent Program, S tate 
Acres for Wildlife Enhancement 
Initiative, the Highly Erodible 
Land Initiative, the Grassland 

, Restoration Initiative, the Polli­
nator Habitat Initiative and other 
related initiatives. Sign-up for 
continuous CRP began on May 

' 13 and will continue through 
' Sept. 30, 2013.

"As always, we expect strong 
competition to enroll acres into 

’ CRP, and we urge interested 
producers to maximize their en- 

, vironmental benefits and to 
make cost-effective offers," said 

.Vilsack. "CRP is an important 
program for protecting environ­
mentally sensitive lands from 
erosion and sedimentation, and 
for ensuring the sustainability of 

'our groundwater, lakes, rivers, 
ponds and streams. Through 
the voluntary participation of our 

r * farmers and ranchers, CRP helps 
 ̂ us to protect our natural re- 
; sources, preserve wildlife habi- 
; tat and bring good paying jobs 

to rural America related to hunt­
ing, fishing, and outdoor recre- 

j ation."
I Vilsack encouraged producers 
' to look into CRP's other enroll- 
 ̂ ment opportunities offered on a 
> continuous, non-competitive, 
i sign-up basis.
' CRP has a 27-year legacy of 
' successfully protecting the 
‘ n a tio n ’s natural resources
■ through voluntary participation, 
f while providing significant eco- 
i nomic and environmental ben- 
 ̂ efits to rural communities across 
* the United States. Producers 
t enrolled in CRP plant long-term,
; resource-conserving covers to 
’ improve the quality of water,
‘ control soil erosion and develop 
IP wildlife habitat. In return, (JSDA
■ provides participants with rental 

payments and cost-share assis­
tance. Contract duration is be­

tween 10 and 15 years. Cur­
rently, 27 million acres are en­
rolled in CRP through 700,000 
contracts on 390,000 farms 
throughout the G.S., with enroll­
ment in 49 states and Puerto 
Rico. Contracts on an estimated 
3.3 million acres will expire on 
Sept. 30, 2013. Enrollment au­
thority for all types of CRP., which 
had expired Sept. 30, 2012, was 
extended through 2013 by the 
American Taxpayer Relief Act 
of 2012.

Offers for general sign-up CRP 
contracts are ranked according 
to an Environmental Benefits 
Index (EBl). (JSDA's Farm Ser­
vice Agency (FSA) collects data 
for each of the EBl factors based 
on the relative environmental 
benefits for the land offered. 
FSA uses the following factors 
to assess the environmental ben­
efits for the land offered:

• Wildlife habitat benefits re­
sulting from covers on contract 
acreage;

• Water quality benefits from 
reduced erosion, runoff and 
leaching;

• On-farm benefits from re­
duced erosion;

• Benefits that will likely en­
dure beyond the contract pe­
riod;

• Air quality benefits from re­
duced wind erosion; and Cost.

CRP soil rental rates for non- 
irrigated cropland v^ere updated 
this year to better reflect loca­
tion and market conditions. A 
nationwide cap was placed on 
the maximum amount that may 
be paid per acre for the general 
sign-up. Taken together these 
steps help ensure that taxpayer 
dollars are spent in a fiscally 
responsible manner while pro­
ducing the maximum environ­
mental benefits for each dollar 
spent.

CRP is the largest USDA con­
servation program and contin­
ues to make major contribu­
tions to national efforts to im­
prove water and air quality, pre- 
verlf soil erosion, and protect 
the most sensitive areas includ­
ing those prone to flash flooding 
and runoff. At the same time, 
CRP has helped increase popu­
lations of pheasants, quail and 
ducks and is recognized as ben­
efiting certain rare species like

the sage grouse, the lesser prai­
rie chicken and other grassland 
birds. Highlights of CRP accom­
plishments include:

The restoration of more than 
two million acres of wetlands 
and two million acres of riparian 
buffers;

Prevention of more than 600 
million pounds of nitrogen and 
more than 100 million pounds 
of phosphorous from flowing into 
our nation's streams, rivers, and 
lakes.

Providing $1.8 billion annually 
to landowners — dollars that 
make their way into local econo­
mies, supporting small busi­
nesses and creating jobs; and

Sequestering more carbon than 
any other conservation program 
in the country. By placing vul­
nerable cropland into conserva­
tion, CRP sequesters carbon in 
plants and soil and reduces both 
fuel and fertilizer usage. In 2011, 
CRP resulted in carbon seques­
tration equal to taking almost 
10 million cars off the road.

USDA has made a concerted 
effort to deliver results for the 
American people, even as USDA 
implements sequestration -  the 
across-the-board budget reduc­
tions mandated under terms of 
the Budget Control Act. USDA 
has already undertaken historic 
efforts since 2009 to save more 
than $828 million in taxpayer 
funds through targeted, com­
mon-sense budget reductions. 
These reductions have put USDA 
in a better position to carry out 
its mission, while implementing 
sequester budget reductions in 
a fair manner that causes as 
little disruption as possible.

The Obama Administration, 
with Secretary Vilsack's leader­
ship, has worked tirelessly to 
strengthen rural America, main­
tain a strong farm safety net and 
create  opportun ities for 
America's farmers and ranch­
ers. U.S. agriculture is currently 
experiencing one of its most pro­
ductive periods in American his­
tory thanks to the productivity, 
resiliency and resourcefulness 
of our producers.

Korean War Vets Not Forgotten
On June 25, 1950, the Korean 

War began when some 75,000 
soldiers from the North Korean 
People’s Army poured across the 
38th parallel, the boundary 
between the Soviet-backed 
Democratic People’s Republic of 
Korea to the north and the 
pro-Western Republic of Korea to 
the south. This invasion was the 
first military action of the Cold 
War.

“If we let Korea down,” 
President Harry Truman (1884- 
1972) said, “the Soviets will keep 
right on going and swallow up 
one (place) after another.” The 
fight on the Korean peninsula was

a symbol of the global struggle 
between east and west, good and 
evil.

As the North Korean army 
pushed into Seoul, the South 
Korean capital, the American 
troops had entered the war on 
South Korea’s behalf, in July 
1950. As far as American 
officials were concerned, it was a 
war against forces of international 
communism.

Three years later in July 1953 
the Korean War came to an end, 
but not before 5 million people 
lost their lives. The Korean 
Peninsula continues to be divided. 
Unlike World War II and Vietnam,

the Korean War did not get much 
media attention to the United 
States, it has been called the 
Forgotten War.

All veterans were honored on 
Friday, May 24 at the Senior 
Center with a special recognition 
for the men who served in the 
Korean War. The Cross Plains 
area is very blessed to have men 
and women who have and 
continue to sacrifice for the 
freedom we enjoy every day. 
Please let any person who has or 
is serving our great nation know 
how much they are appreciated 
and we will not forget them.
