Callahan County voters went
to the polis Tuesday, March 1st
inthe 2016 Republican Primary
Election and overwhelmingly

- re-elected its County Sheriff

and the incumbent Baird
Commissioner, while a runoff
between the incumbent
Clyde Commissioner Harold
Hicks and the former County
Sheriff John Windham will be
needed to determine the Clyde
Commissioner seat.
Incumbent County Sheriff
Terry Joy won the Republican

- Primary Election Tuesday with

70 percent of the votes cast,
while challenger Franklin P.
"Bucky" Shackelford garnered

TO RENDER TAXABLE
PROPERTY BY APRIL 15TH

If you own tangible personal
property that is used to
produce income, you must file
a rendition with the Callahan
County Appraisal District by
April 15th, 2016.

A rendition is a report that lists
allthe taxable property a person
owned or controlled on Jan. 1st
of this year. Tax laws require all
businesses to pay property tax
based on the value of the assets
used in the business to generate
income. These assets include
inventory, furniture, fixtures,
machinery, equipment and
vehicles. Owners do not have
to render exempt property,
such as church property
or agriculture producer’s
equipment used for farming,
unless specifically requested
from the Chief Appraiser.
By April 15th of each year,
business owners must provide
the appraisal district with a
listing of those assets. Your
business should have received
a Confidential Business
Personal Property Rendition
from the appraisal district.

No figure is more a part of Texas History

By Dr. Ken Bridges

Perhaps no figure is more a part
of Texas History and American
folklore than Davy Crockett. In
his life on the frontier and his
death, he has been a hero to
millions of Americans for gen-
erations.

David Crockett was born in the
mountains of eastern Tennessee
in 1786. He was the fifth of nine
children in a farming family. By
the age of twelve, he was part
of cattle drives from Tennessee
into Virginia. He had little formal
education and taught himself to
read, write, and add. He became
known for his quick wit and
storytelling. :

By 1816, Crockett and his
new family settled in Lawrence
County, Tennessee, where
Crockett farmed, hunted, and
ran two mills and a distillery.
He was soon elected as county
commissioner and became a
lieutenant colonel in the local
militia unit. He was elected to
the state legislature by 1821 and
to Congress by 1827.

He had a bitter falling out with
President Andrew Jackson over
federal land sales and treatment
of Native American tribes. As
a result, Jackson used all of his

their size. Santa Anna seized
the mission on March 6, and
182 defenders perished.

What happened to Crockett at
the fall of the Alamo has been
a source of intense debate for
many years. Some studies
contended for years that he
fought to the bitter end, never
surrendering. Reports from Mex-
ican troops contended that he
was captured, and while Santa
Anna’s troops, impressed with
his bravery, pled for Crockett’s
life, the bitter and vainglorious
general ordered his execution
anyway. Regardless, when
Texas troops made their stand
inthat desperate siege, Crockett
stood with them.

In the years after his death,
Crockett became a larger-than-
life legend, adored by countless
Americans. Numerous land-
marks were named in his hon-
or. The town of Crockett was
founded near Houston in 1837.
Crockett County in western Ten-
nessee, not far from Memphis,
was named forhimin 1871 (with
the county seat in the communi-

ty of Alamo). Crockett County
in West Texas was named for
himin 1891. Numerous schools
have been named after him,
including in Austin, Dallas, and
Grand Prairie. This is in addition
to the Crockett National Forest
and Lake Davy Crockett, both
in East Texas.

Many films, books, and tele-
vision shows have told and
re-told his tale often. Perhaps
the most famous was the Walt
Disney depiction on television
that originally appeared in 1954
and 1955, starring Fess Parker
as Crockett in a coonskin cap.
American children were capti-
vated by the wild frontiersman
image of Crockett, reportedly
buying millions of coonskin caps
to imitate Parker’s portrayal of
the “King of the Wild Frontier.”
In modern America, the legend
has become almost inseparable
from the man.

Barred Tiger Salamander

Most folks are very familiar
with the 2 most common types
of amphibians that reside in
this state. Nearly everyone has
heard a frog calling, or seen a
toad in their own backyard. Yet
most people are not aware of a

foot-long, 4-legged and tailed
amphibian that dwells here as

well, and thaf isthe Barred Tiger
Salamander.

The Barred Tiger Salamander
(Ambystoma tigrinum mavor-

tium) belongs to a genus of

salamanders that are catego-
rized as Mole Salamanders. This
genus has 5 representatives in
Texas, and this particular species

has the most extensive range
of the faction. This distinctive i
species occurs in the northern

extensions of the Edwards
Plateau northward throughout
the entire Texas Panhandle
and westward throughout the
entire Trans-Pecos region. It
is in these eco-regions that it
resides almost exclusively near
semi-permanent bodies of water,
primarily in areas of rocky or
sandy grasslands. Moderately or
heavily vegetated cattle watering
tanks and stock ponds (ones
that are not stocked with car-
nivorous fish) are often utilized
as breeding areas. In the Texas
Panhandle, ephemeral playa
lakes are heavily exploited as
breeding sites, especially playas
that have been unaltered by
farmland or industry.

As the family name implies,
this group of salamanders is well
suited to living life underground,
much akin to moles, It rarely
makes an appearance above
ground, typically after heavy
deluges of spring and summer
rains, although occasional spec-
imens may be surface active
after sufficient winter rainfall.
Its propensity to remain under-
ground makes this creature a
common, but rarely observed
treasure, even by those who are
looking for it.

The old adage “everything
is bigger in Texas” holds true
with this species. Whereas other
members of this clan are un-
dersized, this type is the largest
terrestrial salamander species
in the eastern United States.
Adults can range in size from 7
to 9 inches, although foot-long
individuals are not uncommon.
The water-dwelling larvae often

chieve a total length of 6 inches
or so.

This impressive salamander
variety is usually, but not always,
stunningly colored. The dorsal
coloration is typically black, and
most individuals have a series of
bright yellow bars and dots that
are painted along the backside,
the reason that it bears the com-

mon name Tiger Salamander.
In some individuals, the yellow
is the predominating color, giv-
ing the animal an astonishing
appearance. The water-bound
larvae are generally colored a
mediocre olive-brown with large,
limb-like gills on eitherside of the
head. Many larvae are sold by
bait stores to game fisherman.

The breeding cycle of this
magnificent amphibian is a bit
unusual, not only for the time of
yearthat it generally takes place,
but also in the reproductive
habits as well. Unlike most other
arid-living amphibians, who wait

for the summer rainy season to.

emerge to reproduce in shallow
pools, this unique amphibian
will often congregate in areas of
water during the winter months
when the air temperatures are
considered to be too low for
other “herptiles” to be active. |
have observed many specimens
in temperatures too cold for me
- which just happens to be any
temperatures below 50 degrees!

Males will enter the breeding
pools first, awaiting the arrival of
the females. Once the females
arrive, the males will begin to

deposit spermatophores (a small
capsule that containing sperma-
tozoa). Once the males make the
deposit, they will then begin to
nudge a receptive female to “pick
up” the capsules in their cloaca.

The females willthen pro-
ceedtolay thelarge fertilized eggs,
numbering up to 300, in clumps of
vegetation. The larvae that hatch
will attain a total length between 4
and 6 inches before they begin the
transformation into land-dwellers.
This process, depending on how
long it takes to achieve this size,
may take months or sometimes
years. On rare occasions, the lar-
vaenever achieve the appropriate
size and will remain in the larval
state permanently.

Although they are rarely seen,
the Barred Tiger Salamander is
very widespread and the popula-
tion densities are somewhat stable
across their range. The biggest
threat, atleast in the Panhandle, is
the decimation of the playa lakes,
their primary breeding sites.

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Commissioners keep Burn Ban, but
allow agricultural & prescribed burns

Callahan @ County
Commissioners, during the
regular meeting held Monday,
February 29th, voted to keep
the Countywide Burn Ban in
effect, but to allow agricultural
and prescribed burns.

On a motion by Commissioner
Tom Windham and a
second from Commissioner
Harold Hicks, the county
commissioners voted 5-0 to
keep the Countywide Burn
Ban in effect, but to allow
agricultural and prescribed
burns.

The order prohibiting outdoor
burning follows:

CALLAHAN COUNTY, TEX-
AS ORDER

PROHIBITING OUTDOOR
BURNING

WHEREAS, in accordance with
Section 240.906 of the Local
Government Code, the Callahan
County Commissioners Court
had found that dry conditions
in the unincorporated areas of
Callahan County create a public
safety hazard that would be ex-
acerbated by outdoor burning;
and, whereas, such a finding
authorizes the issuance of an
order which prohibits or restricts
outdoor burning.

NOW THEREFORE BEIT OR-
DERED that the following reg-
ulations are hereby established
for all unincorporated areas of
Callahan County, Texas.

(1) Action prohibited:

A. A person violates this order
if he or she knowingly, inten-
tionally or recklessly burns any
combustible material outside
of an enclosure which serves
to contain all flames and/or
sparks, or orders such burning

by others.

B. A person violates this order
if he or she knowingly, inten-
tionally or recklessly engages
in any activity outdoors which
could allow flames or sparks that
could result in a fire, or orders
such activities by others.

(2) Enforcement:

A. A violation of this order
is a Class C Misdemeanor. B.
This order may be enforced by
any duly commissioned peace
officer in Callahan County.

(3) This order is effective and
enforceable for 90 days after
the date of adoption which is
indicated below.

(4) This order does not apply
to outdoor burning activities
related to public health and
safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources
Conservation Commission for
firefightertraining; public utility,
natural gas pipeline, or mining
operations, or, harvesting of
agriculture crops.

(5) Further, a person is not in
violation if prior to the setting
of any outdoor fire, he or she
first obtains the permission of
the appropriate volunteer Fire
Chief. In this instance the Fire
Chief will have the authority to
set the conditions, restrictions,
and/or precautions which must
be observed.

(6) See Attachment A for weld-
ing precautions and Attachment
B for grilling precautions.

This benefit of Farm Credit’s
cooperative structure effectively
lowers the cost of funds for
the bank’s affiliated lenders,
enabling them to pass the value
along to farmers, ranchers,
agribusinesses and other
borrower-owners.

The bank’s double-digit asset
growthin2015resultedinrecord
total assets of $20.0 billion at
Dec. 31, 2015, compared with
$18.0 billion in 2014. Total loan
volume increased $1.5 billion
to a record $14.8 billion. The
growth contributed to a 2.6
percent increase in net interest
income despite pressure on
interest rate spreads and an
ongoing low rate environment.
The bank took advantage of
this environment by calling $5.6
billion in debt and issuing new
debt at lower rates, reducing its
interest expense.

Highly diversified loans and
investments are the bank’s
earnings engine, generating
the stable income necessary to
provide dependable credit and

services regardless of cycles
in the general and agricultural
economies.

Through its direct loan
portfolio, the bank funds
lending institutions that provide
financing and related services
to agricultural producers and
other rural borrowers. The bank
also participates with other

lenders in capital markets loans
to businesses that ag producers
and rural communities rely
on. Participation loans finance
businesses such as food
processors, agribusinesses and
companies that provide power,
water, telecommunications
services, and other essential
rural infrastructure and
services.

“The Farm Credit Act
authorizes us to support
the breadth and diversity
of agriculture and rural
communities,” said Larry Doyle,
FCBT chief executive officer.
“Diversification minimizes
risk. and contributes to stable
earnings, and the more our
cooperative earns, the more
we return to our borrower-
owners in the form of patronage
dividends.”

The bank maintained strong
asset quality and relatively
low risk exposure, benefiting
from its sound underwriting
standards, careful portfolio
management and the strong,
diversified economy in its
five-state territory. At the end
of 2015, 99.9 percent of the
bank’s overall portfolio was
considered acceptable or
special mention.

Cash and investments totaling
$5.0 billion provided 200 days
of liquidity. The bank finished
the year with $1.6 billion in
shareholders’ equity and a
permanent capital ratio of 17.7
percent.

“With such strong capital,
liquidity and asset quality,
the bank is well equipped to
manage growth or upcoming
challenges,” said FCBT Board

Chairman Jimmy Dodson.
“Another year of excellent
earnings helps ensure our long-
term health so we can meet the
needs of our borrowers today
and in the future.”

In 2015 the bank provided
funding to 14 rural lending
cooperatives in Alabama,
Louisiana, Mississippi, New
Mexico and Texas, and three
other financing institutions.

The bank and its affiliated
cooperatives constitute the
Texas Farm Credit District,
which reported $426.8 million
in net income in 2015, second
only to the district’s record
earnings the prior year.
Combined district loan volume
increased 9.5 percent to a
record $21.2 billion, reflecting
strong lending in several sectors
such as agricultural real estate,
agribusiness, production
agriculture and rural homes.
The district reported a record
$26.6 billion in total assets at
the end of 2015.

Together, district institutions
declared arecord $245.0 million
in patronage based on 2015
earnings. Returning earnings in
the form of patronage dividends
effectively lowers customers’
borrowing costs.

The district is part of the Farm
Credit System, a nationwide
.network of cooperatives
established in 1916. Nationally,
the System reported combined
net income of $4.69 billion for
the year ended Dec. 31, 2015,
compared with $4.72 billion a
year earlier.
