It seems the more technology our
local television meteorologists get,
the less accurate they are. They are
so wrapped up in this technology
that they seem to forget the basics
of predicting the weather. And this
winter has been a great example.
Maybe the t.v. guys should go
back to the basics and take a clue
from the Indians, or closer to home
"Chief" Weldon Crim.

Crim is the Parmer County
farmer, who every spring exchanges
his farmer's hat for an Indian
headdress. He goes back to his
heritage and predicts the coming

season's weather by using old

Indian tactics.

And let's just say he is a shade
more accurate than his television
counterparts.

The "Chief", using his old,
traditional Indian method, has
correctly prognosticated the spring
weather for the past three years.
And since he began conducting
these "fire burnings" in 1983, he
has been on the money about
eighty percent of the time.

And this year the "Chief" is
calling for another good season of
moisture, which is good news for
the farmers of this area.

The "fire burning” is conducted
every year at sunrise on March 22.
The "burning” is done by setting
fire to a teepee-shaped stack of
wood, and watching the direction in
which the smoke blows. The wind
direction predicts the weather for
the spring season.

This year's wind was blowing
from the northeast, which calls for
a bumper crop season.

Crim is a third generation
forecaster, as his grandfather began
the burnings around 1910. Upon
Taylor Crim's death, Weldon's
father carried on the tradition. J.W.
conducted the burnings for the next
five decades until his death in 1980.
Weldon picked up the tradition
three years later.

So take it to the bank. The good
"Chief" has used an old fashion
method to predict another bumper
crop.

Sometimes technology is not all
it's crack up to be.

Crim visited the local elementary
schools and discussed the Indians
way of forecasting the weather.

Chief Frank Runkles of Post
also conducted the ceremonies at
precisely dawn Monday, and the
spirit of the Comanche Nation
blew a north by northeast wind
through Post City Park, indicating
a good year to come for people of
the South Plains.

Despite the sun's failure to break
through the clouds at dawn'’s first
moment, Runkles still pointed an
eagle feather north by northeast--a
sign of a prosperous year ahead. A
crowd of about 40 people turned
out to observe the Comanche
ritual.

"Although the ceremony is
viewed as entertaining and an
observance of Indian lore, farmers
and businessmen alike take the
outcome to heart," said Robert
Shannon, one of the organizers of
the Post ceremony. "They are real
serious about this."

Chief Runkles, 83, has been
conducting the Taba'na Yuan'e,
which translates as Sunrise Wind
since 1973 for the Post Chamber
of Commerce

According to legend, the direction
the wind takes at the crack of dawn
on the second day of spring predicts
the year ahead. An east or northeast
wind signals a very good year, and
Cont.

What if you wanted to open a
hamburger stand, but first you had
to get a permit from the "Texas
Hamburger Commission"? Also
assume that, as an applicant for a
permit, you had (o prove there was
an unmet need for hamburgers in
the part of town you wanted to
operate in. Then, when you show
up for your permit hearing before
the Hamburger Commission, you
find McDonald's and Burger King
protesting your permit because
they're already serving hamburgers
in your part of town,

Sounds crazy doesn't it? But
something like that happens
everyday at the Texas Railroad
Commission. Applicants who want
to enter the trucking business must
go before the commission and
prove there's a need for them to
serve a particular route. Meanwhile,
the large corporate trucking firms
in Texas routinely pose such
applications based on the argument
that they're already adequately
meeting the need.

These artificial barriers to the
trucking business are only part of
an antiquated, overly bureaucratic,
anti-competitive regulatory scheme
that exists in Texas today. The
system is forcing jobs outside the
state, keeping doors closed to

(minority and historically under-

Your
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As far as the 26 members of the
Tasaday knew, they and a few neighbors
were the only people on Earth. The tiny
tribe lived in caves, gathered wild food,
used simple stone tools, wore only
leaves, and never wandered far from
their remote Philippine rain forest home.

To them, the world beyond did not
exist — that is, until helicopters with
government officials, reporters, and
anthropologists began arriving.

At least, that was the story.

In “The Lost Tribe,” Nova asks: Are
the Tasaday genuine relics of Stone Age
society? Or, as some anthropologists
contend, are they rain forest fakes?

Hailed as the anthropological find of
the century after their discovery in 1971,
the Tasaday soon were hosting curious
journalists and scientists brought in at
the invitation of their new found
protectors, the Philippine government.
The tribe appeared to be everything an
anthropologist could desire. They lived
as equals. They shared their food as one
family. They were perfectly adapted to
their forest environment and at peace
with each other. Indeed, they had no
word for “war.”

But all access to the Tasaday ended
in 1973 with the official explanation that
authorities wished to preserve the
Tasaday's traditional way of life.

- A pre-Stone Age group of people
who live much as they did 6,000 years
ago, the Yanomami are believed to be
the last culturally intact group of
Native Americans. This program

Nothing more was heard from them until
1986, when a democratic government
replaced the dictatorial Ferdinand
Marcos regime. In the chaos that
followed, a Swiss journalist, Oswald
Iten, searched out the Stone Age
celebrities.

He uncarthed a scandal. “They lived
in houses, not caves, and they told me
that they were not a separate tribe but
were from the local tribes Monobo and
T'boli,” Iten reported.

The Tasaday hoax, it was charged,
was part of a plot by Marcos to strip
tribal people of their land.

Other journalists learned that the
Tasaday were always wamed of visitors
in advance, that their tools were fake,
and that their language belonged to
another tribe.

But some scientists continue to insist
that the Tasaday are genuine. They
noted that the Tasaday, even the young,
secemed 1o be unusually at home in their
jungle surroundings and betray no
familiarity with agricultural plants. If
they are acting, some visitors observed,
they are astonishingly good at it.

utilized businesses, contributing to
air pollution and highway
deterioration, and forcing every
Texan to pay higher prices for
goods shipped intrastate.

When 1 campaigned for office in
1988, I argued we were in desperate
need of reformed trucking laws in
Texas. Upon arriving in the
Legislature, I was informed by the
"Powers That Be" that a trucking
reform bill had passed in 1987 and
that I shouldn't revisit the issue for
five years. Five years have passed,
and I've introduced legislation that
would--not totally deregulate but--
significantly reform trucking
regulations in Texas.

My bill would make it easier to
get into the trucking business in
Texas. If Senate Bill 457 passes, an
applicant would no longer have to
show the Railroad Commission
there was a need to serve a  certain

route in this state. Rather, the
applicant would only have to prove
he can carry goods safely on the
state highways.

With regard to freight rates, the
bill would direct the Railroad
Commission to adopt maximum
rates. That would allow companies
to compete with rates below the
established ceiling.

Under current Texas law, a
trucker who hauls drill pipe from
San Antonio to East Texas on a
flat-bed trailer probably would have
to return empty. That's because of
what could only be described as
super-technical permits that are
granted by the commission to these
specialized motor carriers. Someone
who hauls drill pipe can't haul
lumber, through their truck could
handle it just fine.

My bill would remove these
artificial barriers and allow for the
free shipment of goods in Texas.
An indirect benefit of this
provision would be to eliminate an
estimated $3 billion miles of
empty or deadhead hauls driven each
year in Texas.

The reform opponents are the
large trucking firms that want to
protect what they've got. Their
principal arguments against reform
are that any changes would
jeopardize service to small
communities and create unsafe
conditions on our highways.

While the reverse has been the
case in states such as Florida and
Utah that have reformed their
intrastate trucking rules, I've
nonetheless put sections in my bill
that would ensure that small-town
service continues, if not improves.

With regard to safety, it should
be noted that the Texas Railroad
Commission has never withdrawn a
permit from any trucker in Texas
for repeated safety violations. This
bill would direct the commission to
adopt standards for revoking the

permits of those who repeatedly
violate the safety laws of Texas.

If Senate Bill 457 becomes law,
Texas will be able to proudly
proclaim that it once again has fair
and competitive trucking laws, an
open trucking industry, less
congested highways, cleaner air and
lower prices for consumers
throughout the state.

Homeowners
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Would Have

Access To Home Equity

Texans would be able to use the
equity they have built up in their
homes or more than just hot tubs
or backyard "cement ponds" under
legisiation being promoted by the

Texas Conference for Homeowners' '

Rights (TCHR).

Senate Bill, 1126. sponsored by
Sen. Jerry Patterson, (R-Pasadena)
and House Bill 2150, sponsored by
Reps. Debra Danburg (D-Houston)
and Robert Eckels (R-Houston),
would allow Texas homeowners to
use the equity they have in their
homes however they see fit.

TCHR is a broad-based coalition
of Texas homeowners, lenders,
senior citizens, small business
owners, parents, and educators who
support reform and modernization
of the state's homestead laws.

"Texans should be able to use the
equity they've built up as collateral
to start a small business, send a
child to college, or enhance the
quality of their retirement years--
Just as residents of every other state
in the nation can do," said Rick
Smith, chairman of TCHR and
president of Community Bank in
Waco.

Under current law, Texas
homeowners can use their home
equity only to pay back taxes or for
home improvements, such as a
backyard swimming pool.

"This legislation does not repeal
the Texas Homestead Act," Smith
added. "It merely gives homeowners
a choice on how they want to use
the equity they have built up."

The changes proposed by TCHR
would retain Texas' claim as the
state with the strongest homestead
protections, Smith noted.

"I think it's ridiculous that
homeowners in Texas cannot do
what they want with their own
money," Smith said. "This
legislation simply gives voters a
chance to decide for themselves if
they want expanded access to their
home equity."

Since Texas' homestead laws are
a part of the state Constitution,
voters must approve a

Possible Primary
Cause Of ALS

Antibodies attacking the nervous
system may be the primary cause
of amyotrophic lateral sclerosis
(ALS), also known as Lou
Gehrig;s disease.

"It appears that in ALS the body
attacks itself," said Dr. Stanley
Appel, a meurologist at Baylor
College of Medicine at Houston.

ALS involves the progressive
breakdown of nerve cells that
control muscle activity, resulting
in severe muscle weakness and in
difficulty in speaking, swallowing,
and breathing.

"Antibodies attack the outside of
the nerve cells' calcium channels,”
Appel said. "These channels serve
as the opening through which
calcium enters the cells.”

Changes in calcium levels can
damage motor neurons, resulting in
loss of muscle control.

First Aid For
Poisoning

March 21-27 is National Poison
Prevention Week. Each year
Methodist Hospital's Poison
Control Referral Center receives
about 800 phone calls conceming
accidental poisoning.

To minimize the risk of
poisoning, it's important to read
the label when using any type of
substance. Follow the directions
carefully and be especially cautious
if any of these worlds are listed on
the label: Danger--means the
substance is highly poisonous;
Warning--the substance is
moderately hazardous; or Caution--
which means it is mildly
hazardous.

When working with substances,
always wear protective clothing
specified by the label. Mix or dilute
ingredients outdoors in a properly
ventilated area.

Always store toxic materials in
their original container with the lid
securely fastened. Store them away
from other materials with which
they might be confused, and keep
them away from high traffic areas
where they might leak or spill.

Also, keep syrup of ipecac on
hand, which induces vomiting, and
Epsom salt which acts as a
laxative. However, only use these
substances as directed by the
Poison Control Center.

If an accident occurs, remain
calm. First, find out what happened
to the victim. Some common signs
of poisoning are burns or redness
around the mouth, a chemical smell
on the breath, burns, stains and
odors on the victim or the clothing,
vomiting or difficulty breathing.

When calling the Poison Control
Center or 911 for help, be ready to
five the operator the exact location
of the accident, the name of the
substance ingested, the condition of
the victim and the phone number
from which the call is being placed.

Because time is of critical
importance, and professional help
may not be immediately available,

be prepared to administer the type
of first aid indicated by the
situation,
*Swallowing--rinse the
victim's mouth with plenty of
water. Make them drink one quart
of water or milk to dilute the
poison. Induce vomiting if
'here is nothing mor-
ally wrong about being
poor.

National Cotton Ginners
Association, one of the schools'
sponsors. "That's because the

courses provide them with the
latest information on how to
preserve lint quality as well as how
to increase efficiency at their gin
plants. And the schools offer an
optional certification program so
ginners can continue their
professional development.”

The level 1 course covers
maintenance of gin and gin
auxiliary equipment, air use and
drying, electrical systems and gin
safety. The level II course offers
advanced training in these areas as
well as pneumatics and waste
collection, and gin management
tips.

Level III students will receive a
review of ginning system functions
and information on gin air systems,
drying and moisture restoration
systems, management of seed
cotton unloading systems, bale

presses and hydraulic systems, and
cottonseed handling systems.
Fred Johnson, NCGA executive
vice president, said requirements for
the NCGA certification program
include active NCGA membership,
completion of all three instruction
levels, the Red Cross standard first
aid course certification, written
recommendation from an
established ginner and satisfactory
performance on a (.()mpI'LhCHSIVC
written examination covering practi
cal aspects of gin operation.
