if $57.00 ])cr ton, going to the 
oiisumer for seed purposes. Now 

what brought this about ? Was it 
he fact that I-ubbtKk county has 
Itch prcKluctivc soil. The aver- 
ge yield per acre on maize will 
( t likely e.xceed 30 bushels per 
ere. The highest yield in this 
ertion will not go beyond 50 
•nshels per acre, and this is a high 
•iold for any year. How much 

more income this community 
vvduld have if all maize crops 
ve.re producing just half as much 

ns this yield. It is admitted that 
’ his has been a hard year on 
maize, but most of the difficulties 
meountered here are similiar in 
Lubbock county. It comes to 
his conclusion, that there, is more 

m the man than there is in the 
'.nnd. This 15 year old boy not
