An active volcano only 600 miles
from the South Pole is heating
things up in Antartica.

Don Blankenship, a geophysicist
at the University of Texas at
Austin, and Robin Bell, a colleague
at New York's Columbia
University, discovered the ice-
bound mountain after a three-year
search,

Using a small airplane equipped
with special instruments, they flew
back and forth for hundreds of hours
over more than 36,000 square miles
of ice. They say the buried volcano
is a cone-shaped mountain about
2,000 feet high.

The volcano is active and erupts
occasionally. Its warming has
caused a depression in the ice about
150 feet deep and four miles wide.

Scientists already worried about
global warming now have to
consider the effect of the fires
beneath the Antartic ice sheet.
