The purpose of the survey is to
determine the general soil moisture

availability and deficit trends across-

the 15-county High Plains Water
District service area.

Review of the pre-plant soil
moisture survey information helps
agricultural producers determine the
amount of water they need to apply
to bring their five-foot root zone
soil profile to field capacity
without over-irrigating or under-
irrigating.

"Unless the area receives
significant precipitation during the
winter, we expect to find extremely

dry soil conditions at most of the*

310 soil moisture monitoring sites
said
Wilfred E. "Willie" Crenweige,
USDA-SCS Soil Scientist.

"Irrigation for the 1993 growing
season ended in early August.
Since that time, there has been very
little precipitation. Crops
remaining in the field continued to
deplete the available soil moisture
from that time until first freeze," he
added.

Three teams are now in the field
collecting data for the 1994 pre-
plant soil moisture survey. Weather
permitting, they should complete
their field work in early January.

Armstrong, Potter and Randall
Counties and are working their way
south to Castro, Hale and Lamb
Counties.

Crenwelge and Brian Houston
started in Deaf Smith County and
are working south to Bailey,
Cochran, Hockley and Parmer
Counties.

The USDA-SCS soil scientist
noted that 20 additional temporary
soil moisture sites will be read in
newly-annexed portions of Cochran
and Hale Counties. Permanent sites
have already been installed in the
newly-annexed portion of Lynn
*County.

"Until permanent soil moisture
sites can be estimated, five
temporary sites in Cochran Couty
and 15 temporary sites in Hale

County will help us gauge soil
moisture conditions in these new
portions of the Water District,"
says Crenwelge.

Soil moisture sites are selected
based upon soil types, the local
saturated thickness of the Ogallala
Aquifer which indicates possible
well yields, and crop water
requirements in the area. Each site
represents typical dryland or
irrigated farming conditions in the
area.

Water District and USDA-SCS
personnel use neutron moisture
meters to gather soil moisture data.
Readings are taken at six-inch
intervals throughout the five-foot
soil profile by lowering a neutron
jprobe into a previously- -installed
‘aluminum access tube.

Data collected during the pre-
plant soil moisture survey is then
used to construct maps illustrating
the soil moisture available for plant
use within the five-foot root zone
. soil profile and the amount of water
needed to bring the soil profile to
field capacity.

These maps, as well as the
results of the pre-plant moisture
survey, will be provided to local
news media and will be published
in the Water District's monthly
newsletter, The Cross Section,
prior to the pre-plant irrigation
season.

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IRS Seeks Income

Tax Check Recipients

Earlier this year, the Dallas
District of the Internal Revenue
Service matched up just under two
million North Texas taxpayers
with their refund checks. But 2,868
refund checks were returned to IRS
by the U.S. Postal Service and now
IRS is trying to find the owners.

According to Terry Green, Chief
of the IRS Taxpayer Service
Division, the most common
reasons for the returned checks are
that the taxpayer has moved and
failed to give the government a
forwarding address, illegible
handwriting on the address portion
of the return, marriages,
remarriages, and divorces.

The checks range in amounts
from $1 all the way to more than
$15,000 with the average refund
amount being $438.

Taxpayers who believe they were
due a refund in-1993 which they
have not received, should call toll-

free 1-800-829-1040 to learn how
they may claim their undelivered
check.

Value of Texas Ag Exports Illustrated
by Products In Gift Baskets

Beef jerky, salsas, muffin mixes,
chip dips, breakfast pastries, wine
and non-alcoholic beer were among
food items packed into
Congressional gift baskets to
highlight the importance of Texas'
ag exports to Mexico.

"Some companies represented ‘in
the baskets, like Double D Foods,
Pace Foods and Merico are already
exporting such items as beef
products, salsas and breakfast
pastries to Mexico," Commissipner
Rick Perry said during a news
conference last week. "Others, like
Cracker Barrel, Fall Creek
Vineyards and DiFranco Foods are
eager to enter Mexico's market.
And they plan to do so once trade
barriers are reduced under,the
proposed North American Free
Trade Agreement.”

Thirty-two baskets are to be
shipped to Texas' Congressional
delegation to emphasize the value
of opening Mexico's market 1o:the
state's fiber, food and beverage
industries. In addition to food and
beverage items, the Texas Cotton
Ginners Association donated
miniature cotton bales to be
included in the baskets.

TDH Invetigating Infections

Caused By Food-Borne Bacteria

The Texas Department of Health
(TDH) is investigating reports of
possible food poisoning by
bacteria-contaminated beef or raw
dairy products. Between Oct. 3 and
Nov. 3, TDH received eight reports
of patients suffering symptoms of
infections from food-bome bacteria.

Some of the patients, mostly
children in widely scattered
counties, have been found to be
infected with a dangerous strain of
bacteria, Escherichia coli (E.coli
0157:H7). The sometimes lethal
strain, typically found in raw or
beef or in
unpasteurized milk, was named as
the cause of large food poisoning
outbreaks, including several deaths,
on the West Coast earlier this year.

While TDH continues to
investigate, officials have said that
none of the five children and three

adults appear to have shared a
common infection source.
Individual patients in Erath,
Runnels, Jones, Dallas, Potter,
Nacogdoches, Harris and Huthinson
counties all have suffered severe,
bloody diarrhea and cramps with no
fever.

At least six patients have
developed a complication called
HUS (hemolytic uremic syndrome),
which can cause kidney failure,
seizures, blindness, neurological
disorders and death. Of those six,
five were 3 or younger, and two of
those have died.

TDH has alerted hospitals and
other medical personnel to test
patients with known symptoms of
the specific strain of E. coli and to
report any possible cases to the
TDH Infectious Disease,

agricultural goods we are shipping
or that we can be shipping to
Mexico every year," Perry said.

The commissioner noted that
U.S. exports of high-value ag
products to Mexico have increased
by more than 40 percent over the
last six years. High-value ag
exports make up 70 percent of the
nation's agricultural sales to
Mexico.

Rejecting NAFTA could
jeopardize a growing market for our
farmers, ranchers and agricultural
processors, Perry said.

"If we don't pass NAFTA, these
numbers could take a nosedive.
NAFTA will guarantee continued
access for these and many other
U.S. ag products.”

The items in the baskets represent
many jobs for Texans, Perry said.

"These baskets represent not only
quality Texas-manufactured foods,
but also jobs. About 21,000 jobs

~-are suppeorted by the industries that

have donated their products. Keep
in mind that this does not include
Epidemiology and Surveillence
Division which is conducting the
investigation.

Dr. Diane M. Simpson, TDH
Associate Commissioner for
Disease Prevention, said,
"Infections from the 0157:H7 strain
of E. coli usually result from

improper cooking and handling of
beef--usually ground beef--or from
raw milk from infected cows. The
strain is common in the digestive

tracts of cattle, so sanitation in
all the processing and distribufion

involved with the sale of these
items. And for every $1 billion
worth of additional exports, more
than 20,000 jobs are created,” he
said.

"I hope these baskets will send
the message to the Texas
Congressional delegation that we
can't afford to rebuff a growing
market for our agricultural
products, and we can't afford to lose
the jobs that are supported by our
exports.”
