August 4, Homer Sanders Jr. has 
been awarded the Purple Heart 
(for wounds in action) and is al­
ready back in action.

In the letter to his parents he 
said “ I am sending you the Purple 
Heart medal x x x but do not jump 
at conclusions and start wrerying 
about me as I am now as (it as 
anyone and doing full duty."

He said too, that soldiers in his 
area were very optimistic about 
the war and felt that it would be 
over scon. He said that being in 
action gave you an entirely dif­
ferent feeling than any training, 
and made you realize what that 
intensive training was (or. “As far 
as the actual war,” he went on, 
“You folks at home probably can 
see it plainer than we can at the 
front, for we here, have only a 
“ wormseye” view of the fight- 

I ing, while you can watch the 
whole operation through the news 
reports.”

Sanders is a First Lieutenant, 
and saw his first action on the 
opening day of the war when he 
was stationed at Pearl Harbor.

t'HKlSTM.%S MAILING RULES 

FOR MEN OVERSEAS

This year the Christmas mailing 
period for both Army and Navy 
overseas forces is the same--Sep­
tember ISth to OctcJ>er 15th. 
After October 15 no gift (larecl 
may be mailed to a soldier with­
out the presentation of a written 
request from him.

The great demands upon ship­
ping and the need (or giving pre­
ference to arms, munitions, medi­
cine and food is the prime reason 
U f  the early mailing date. More­
over, gift parcels must travel 
great distance.s to teach Army and 
Navy personnel who are located at 
remote points, and frequently the 
transfer of large numbers to new 
stations necessitates forwarding of 
the packages and additkaial time 
is required.

The response tliat our people 
made last year during the overseas

the men and women who are ab­
sent from their hemes to know 
they are not forgotten at Christ­
mas they took pains to assure 
prompt delivery of Christmas gifta.

“ I know that our people will cb- 
serve the overseas mailing sche­
dule once more this year but f do 
wish to stress this fact' More care 
must be taken in wrapping and 
packing parcels and addressing 
them plainly.

Among the more important rules 
f(a* Christmas mailings to the arm­
ed forces overseas are the follow- 

I mg:
The parcel must not exceed five 

pounds, and must nut be more than 
15 inches in length or 36 inches in 
length and girth combined. It 
should be marked “Christmas par­
cel" so that It may be given spe­
cial attention to assure its arrival 
before December 25.

Not more than one parcel may 
be mailed in any one week to the 
same member of the armed forces 
by or in behalf of the same mailer.

When combination packages are 
made up such items as miscel- 
laneaus toilet articles, hard candy 
soaps, etc., the contents should be 
tightly packed so that they will not 
become loosened in transit and 
damage the contents or the cover. 
Hard candies, nuts, caramels (in 
eluding those covered with choc- 
late), cookies, fruit cske, and c)ioc- 
late bars individually wrapped in 
waxed paper should be enclosed in 
inner boxes of wood, metal, or 
cardboard.

Perishable goods, such as fruits 
and vegetables that may spoil, are 
prohibited. Intoxicants, inflam- 
nsable materials such as mstches 
or lighter fluids, poisons, and any­
thing that may damage other mail 
alao are iirohibited. Gifts enclosed 
in glass should be substantially 
packed to avoid breakage. SImrp 
iastnunenta, such as razors and 
knives, must have their edges and 
pmnts protected so that they can­
not cut through the coverings and 
injure postal personnel or danugc 
other packages.

Relatives and friends who know 
that the personnel in the armed 
aervices to whom they plan to send 
gifts are at far distant points 
should begin to mail their pack­
ages on the opening day—Septem­
ber 15—of the mailing period.
