A report from Henry Teubel, of
the Swisher Creamery, Inc., shows
that in May, Briscoe County far-
mers received from that firm,

In answer to our request, Tom |
Chambler, of Wilson and Co., Inc., |
at Lubbock, said that in the two-|
month period of May and June,,
his company paid $17,585.00 fnr'
produce from this area. That is at|
the rate of $£105,500.00 zmnuall_v‘
from that company.

Thus, two companies are paying
well pver a quarter of a million
dollars for farm produce from the
west part of the county each year.
There are other buyers but figures
are not available from them. Per-
haps all sources combined are pay-
ing around $300.000.00 for the pro-
ducts of the cows and hens that
are working on Briscoe County
farms

That is more money than the
1945 wheat crop sold for. It is
probably more money than the
1945 cotton crop will bring. It is a
constant source of revenue over
nearly the entire year. It takes
more hours per day, but it takes
less capital investment in land and
machinery In post-war plans
farm produce will play a large
part, and an increase in the num-
ber of poultry
flocks will make for a more even
farm income in Briscoe County.
