Salt Essential 
i to Prevent 
Heat Cramps

i f  your work is such that it ' 
' causes excessive prespiration add 
a pinch of ordinary Table salt to 
each drink of water you take, to 

I prevent heat cramps. This is ad­
vised by Dr Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer, to prevent |x>ssible 
increase in the number of heat 
victims as the Texas thermometer 
hits 95 deg.ees and above.

L.aborers, mechanics, farmers, 
and white collar workers whose 
work causes them to sweat pro­
fusely, are in danger of baking 
their body salt content become de­
ficient witr. resulting heat cramps 
or heat fag Salt is a prominent 
constituent cf sweat; the body may 
lose as hign as 4U to 50 grams of 
salt during hot days.

In industry, a method o f pre­
venting heat cramps is to take a 
tablet of pure salt o ra mixture of 
salt and dextrose with each drink 
of water. Workmen whose duties 
require muscular exertion should 
be especially careful to add more 
than the usual amount of salt to 
what they ^at and drink.

Heat cramp is characterized by 
pains (cramps) in the abdominal 
region, he-sdache, and in severe 
cases, by nausea and vomiting. The ' 
body temperature remains about 
normal, likewise the pulse rate. 
Body salt losses occur without the 
knowledge of the individual until 
there is a deficiency; then the ab­
dominal muscles begin to cramp. I 

Salt deficiency may be prevent- ' 
ed by taking salt in various ways. 
Where prepared tablets are not 
available, table salt may be added 
to each drirk of water. Milk is a 
source of salt and w ill help to 
make up for the deficiency caused 
by sweating. ,

It is a wise precaution to keep 
the body supplied with salt, and 
thus avoid much possible suffer­
ing and loss of time from heat 
cramps. {

Momentous In this development
