Combest votes against regulating of religion
WASHINGTON, D .C .- As 

a leading propement of mak­
ing the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC) coverage 
a workable replacement for 
undependable crop disaster 
declarations, U.S Representa­
tive Larry Combest (R-Texas) 
commented with some reser-t
vations about Thursday's sub­
committee version of the new 
FCIC legislation.

Combest's concerns result 
from an appropriations sub­
committee taking away $213 
million from the new crop in­
surance program and shifting 
it to social programs.

C om best's agricultural 
subcommittee has now ab­
sorbed half of the money taken 
away from the new FCIC plan, 
but Combest has reservations 
about whether the full Appro­
priations Committee will give 
enough funds to make the new 
crop insurance plan a practical, 
workable program.

"We have made tremendous 
progress in creating a crop in­
surance program designed to 
be workable, dependable and 
cost-effective for farmers and 
taxpayers," said Combest.

"My concern is that when 
another committee moves the 
funding out from our program, 
they have ’:en away the cost-

savings to taxpayers in order to 
spend more money on social 
programs. My subcommittee 
is trying to correct this imbal­
ance, but shifting hundreds of 
millions into social programs 
has made our balancing efforts 
complicated. At this point, I 
question whether the lower 
level of funding can produce a 
new crop insurance program 
that is attractive enough to ad­
equately replace the haphaz­
ard process of congressional 
crop disaster declarations."

As ranking member of the

House Agricultural Credit Sub­
committee, Combest has sup­
ported making federal crop in­
surance an available alterna­
tive for farmers to protect 
against losses from crop fail­
ures.

The $213 million shifted 
away by the appropriations
subcommittee funds the operi 
ating and administrative costs 
of provate insurance compa­

nies who write each farmer's 
policy on behalf of the federal 
government.

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Scientists examining 
new plant viruses

AM ARILLO— Some fa­
miliar plant diseases have ap­
peared in area wheat crops this 
year and then there are ones 
farmers and scientists don't see 
as often.

Dr. Brent Bean, Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service 
agronomist at Amaiillo, who 
checks area fields almost daily, 
has observed some usual and 
unusual situations this year 
regarding viruses, old and ne" .

Bean says scientists are still 
evaluating the data on the 
damage from the new virus 
which first appeared last year 
in silage and sweet com. Later, 
the virus was seen in wheat 
fields scattered across the 
Panhandle. Plants appeared 
yellowed or streaked, and 
stunted.

The disease outbreak was 
first dubbed the "mystery" vi­
rus because scientists were 
uncertain how it was being 
transm itted. In M arch re­
searchers at Kansas State 
University discovered that the 
wheat curl mite was a chief 
vector of the virus. This is the 
same mite that transmits Wheat 
Streak Mosaic virus.

"We're also seeing increased 
incidence of barley yellow 
dwarf (BYD) virus which is 
transmitted by several kinds 
of aphids, including greenbug, 
oat bird-cherry aphid and com 
leaf aphid among others," said 
Bean.

In the case of BYD, aphid 
contract the virus when feed­
ing on an infected plant and 
spread the disease when feed­
ing on others. According to 
bean, plant damage is evi­
denced first on the leaf tip and

the Panhandle to some degree 
every year, was also present in 
this year's wheat crop.

Producers can employ some 
very basic measures for con­
trol of this virus. Bean said. A 
prerequisite is controlling  
volunteer wheat during the 
summer.

The primary control method 
for SMB is planting tolerant 
varieties. Producers should 
consult a list, available through 
Bean or local county agents, to 
determine which varieties have 
tolerance of SBM and are 
adapted to this area.

W heat streak m osaic 
(WSM), which can be found in 
margins, and later the entire 
leaf will turn purple and yel­
low.

Plants are generally stunted 
and have fewer tillers with 
smaller than normal grain 
heads. Damage from this virus 
results in reduced yields and 
lighter grain test weights. To 
date, no varieties are showing 
tolerance to the BYD virus.

"Dry, cool winters and lack 
of available soil moisture at 
critical periods like we expe­
rienced this year have aggra­
vated BYD problems," said 
Bean.

Soil-borne mosaic virus also 
intensified thisyear. ThisSBM 
vims, seen previously on a 
lim ited  basis in D allam  
County, has been observed in 
numerous fields across the 
Panhandle area this year.

Infected plants exhibit yel­
low mottling of leaves and are 
stunted. Damage shows up in 
irregu lar, spotty  patches 
throughout the field.

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Combest uneasy about cut in crop program
WASHINGTON, D .C .- As 

a leading propement of mak­
ing the Federal Crop Insurance 
corporation (FCIC) coverage 
a workable replacement for 
undependable crop disaster 
declarations, U.S Representa­
tive Larry Combest (R-Texas) 
commented with some reser­
vations about Thursday's sub­
committee version of the new 
FCIC legislation.

Combest's concerns result 
from an appropriations sub­
committee taking away $213 
million from the new crop in­
surance program and shifting 
it to social programs.

C om best's agricultural 
subcommittee has now ab­
sorbed half of the money taken 
away from the new FCIC plan, 
but Combest has reservations 
about whether the full Appro­
priations Committee will give 
enough funds to make the new 
crop insurance plan a practical, 
workable program.

"We have made tremendous 
progress in creating a crop in­
surance program designed to 
be workable, dependable and 
cost-effective lor farmers and 
taxpayers," said Combest.

"My concern is that when 
another committee moves the

funding out from our program, 
they have taken away the cost- 
savings to taxpayers in order to 
spend more money on social 
programs. My subcommittee 
is trying to correct this imbal­
ance, but shifting hundreds of

millions into social programs 
has made our balancing efforts 
complicated. At this point, I 
question whether the lower 
level of funding can produce a 
new crop insurance program 
that is attractive enough to ad­
equately replace the haphaz­
ard process of congressional 
crop disaster declarations."

As ranking member of the 
House Agricultural Credit Sub­
committee, Combest has sup­
ported making federal crop in­
surance an available alterna­
tive for farmers to protect 
against losses from crop fail­
ures.

The $213 million shifted 
away by the appropriations 
subcommittee funds the oper­
ating and administrative costs 
of provate.insurance compa­
nies who write each farmer's 
policy on behalf of the federal 
government.
