Weeds
fourishing
under stress

GREENSBORO, NC —
Keeping Texas pastures lush
and green throughout the sea-
son is a challenge. The pres-
sures of heavy grazing and typi-
cal Texas hot, dry summer
weather become formidable
foes for even the most hardy
grass species.

Weeds flourish under such
stress. Now Texas ranchers will
be able to beat troublesome
weeds to the punch with Am-
ber, a sulfonylurea herbicide
from Cibs Crop Protection.

PLAINVIEW — As sum-
mer break draws to an end and
children begin preparing to go
back to school, Consumer
Credit Counseling Service
wants to remind parents to start
planning for the sometimes
forgotten costs of going back
to school. .

Parents often remember to

plan for school supplies and‘

clothes, but often forget ex-
penses such as room and board
and tuition usually are planned
for, but books, living supplies
(i.e., linens, personal hygiene
items and decorations) and pre-
trip car maintenance should be
considered.

"Back-to-school expenses
are like the holidays, taxes,
‘vacation or any other periodic

expens—consumers need to
plan for themin advance," said
Marianne Gray, executive di-
rector of CCCS. Depending on
the number of children, ages
and type of schooling, this can
be a major expenditure.”
However, involving chil-
dren in back-to-school shop-
ping excursions is a great way
to teach children the impor-

tance of budgeting and plan-
ning ahead of time for expen-
sive purchases and gives par-
ents an opportunity toreinforce

strong money management
skills.

poorly. He advises having the
annual evaluation three to four
weeks prior to the beginning of
school athletics.

"If there is a problem, they
need time to rehabilitate the
injury," Hergenroeder said.
"Forexample, waiting until the
day before practice starts—

knowing there is a shoulder
problem— does not make good
sense. Rehabilitation of that
injury could keep them off the
team or at least hinder their
progress with the team."
Hergenroeder says that one
study showed that one of the
leading reasons for not par-

ticipating in school sports was
old, unrehabilitated injuries.

Students not participating
in high school sports could
benefit from a pre-school
evaluation, as well, particularly
if they have old injuries, or
medical problems such as
obesity, asthma or chest pains.

Hergenroeder says for the
majority of healthy high school
students, returning to school
athletics or physical education
courses is no problem.

Taking steps before a health
problem becomes worse is the
key for students involved in
high school sports or physical
education.

track she advises parents to
plan® ahead. First, about a
week or two before school
starts, parents should start en-
couraging their children to
adjust to the schedule change
by setting firm times for bed-
time scheduled and routine.

That's what they are there for,"
she added.

Parents should ask what they
can do to help their child and
the teacher." They are team
members in the child's educa-
tion," Dr. Fournier said.

Parent involvement shows
the child that parents value
education and how important
itis. A parent's involvementin
school lays a foundation,and
the* undcrstdndmg ‘that as a
family value is placed on
education.

Even if parents are divorced,
they must work together for
the good of the child. Studies
have shown that children of
divorce adjust better when their
parents can communicate about
the children. That means that
the custodial parent must keep
the other informed about the
child's activities, programs,

meetings and other school ac-
tivities.

"This helps the child under-
stand that both parents, even
though they are divorced, are
involved and interested," said
Dr. Fournier.

Study time for everyone

All family routines must
include time for homework or
study after school, Dr. Fournier
said. "Parents must gauge this
according to their child's
needs," she said.

No matter when, study time
should include no television or
phone calls and a well-lighted
place to study. Study time
should apply to everyone, This

..means a. time for all family,

members. Mom and dad can
read, and younger children

may engage in a quiet activity
such as coloring or working
puzzles. With the study time,
the child still does school-re-
lated work such as read, prac-
tice math or even write letters
to grandparents. Everyone
benefits from the study break
and children see that parents
value this time.

"Parents usually meet the
teacher on the first day of
school, but that's an extremely
hectic day," she said. Instead,
parents should arrange to meet
or telephone the teacher dur-
ing a conference period, when
the teacher is free for phone
calls or a visit.

"This first meeting may be
intimidating at first for some
parents, but remember teach-
ers teach because they really
enjoy children.

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Minding Your Business

By Don Taylor

I'mconvinced thatitis much

t. harder to sell a business than
., start one. I've visited with sev-

-

eral business owners who were
ready to sell and they tell me it
.is a difficult and frustrating

,.process.

"No one wants to give me

. close to what my business is
worth," one owner complained.

Anotherasked, "Isn'tmy sweat

_equity worth anything?" This
. owner told me he spent nearly

+, 30 years building his business

and wanted to fund his retire-
ment fromit. Still another said,
"I'd sell in a minute if I could
get enough to pay off my

_ debts."

On the surface these own-
ers' desires appear reasonable
enough. Building a successful
small business is hard work

| and does take time. It is natural

to think recovering what you've
put into your business is a
reasonable request.

However, cashing out isn't
easy. Many owners tell me itis
difficult to find a qualified
buyer who agrees with their
value of the business.

Selling problems

The No. 1 problem in sell-
ing a business is that owners
base their asking price on fac-
tors that have little bearing on
the true value of the business.
There is no reliable blue book
for businesses as there is for
automobiles. Therefore, own-
ers usually set a price based on
what they want for retirement,
thc amount of many they've

putinto the business or enough
to payoff debt and give them a
nest egg. These methods of
pricing a business usually re-
sultinan unrealistic value com-
pared to the actual worth of the
business.

There are several other fac-
tors that cause difficulties in
selling a business. A common
problem for both buyers and
sellers is confusing the book
value of assets with their mar-
ket value. Book value reflects
only the original purchase price
of the assets minus allowable
depreciation. This is a balance
sheet number that may not be

close to the current market
value of the assets if sold.

Other problems include as-
suming that an offer made for
your business five years ago is
still a valid price indicator to-
day. Some owners have trouble
selling because they are get-
ting bad advice from friends,
relatives and other unqualified
experts.

One owner named her price
because a friend told her she
had sold her business for that
amount. Still another picked a
price based on buying all new
assets to start over. Unfortu-
nately, itis unlikely that any of
these methods will establish a
fair and marketable price.

The
first is the market value ot all

The second is the earning
power of the business.

The owner rents the building,
lot and furniture used to oper-
ate the business. Therefore, the
total asset value of the busi-
ness is $100,000 (ten bucks
worth $10,000 each).

You measure the second
element by analyzing how you
use the assets (trucks) to pro-
duce income. In this example,
the owner earns $50,000 net
income each year by renting
the trucks out to delivery com-
panies, individuals and gov-
ernment agencies. Obviously,
the business has some value
above the value of the assets.
You must consider both value
elements to arrive ata fair price.
