SPS announces plan to.cut consumer costs

Guaranteed savings of $3
million a year to be credited to
Texas customers' bills is part
of a proposed settlement an-
nounced recently by South-
western Public Service Com-
pany and virtually all parties
who had intervened in its
merger case now before the
Public Utility Commission of
Texas.

SPS has stated that its pro-
posed merger with Public Ser-
vice Company of Colorado will
resultinsignificantsavings and
help hold down future electric
rates. The settlement with the
commission staff and with five
other intervenors was an-
nounced to the administrative
law judge hearing the case in
Austin. The judge suspended
the hearing, which began June
24, to allow the parties to final-
ize details. The only interve-
nor not joining in the announce-
ment of the near-unanimous
settlement is the Office of Pub-

According to figures re-
leased by the Texas Agricul-
tural Statistics Service, total
stocks of old crop wheat in all
storage positions decreased 12
percent from last year to 29.5
million bushels, the lowest
since 1975. Farm stocks to-
taled 700,000 bushels, up
300,000 bushels from last year.

Total sorghum stocks were
6.8 million hundredweight
(cwt) on June 1, down 49 per-
cent from the 1995 stocks and
the lowest June stocks on
record since records began in
1956.

Total corn stocks on June 1

were up 8 percent to 34.1'mil-
lion bushels. Farm stocks, at
2.5million bushels, were down
from last year, but off-farm
stocks increased 14 percent to
31.6 million bushels.
Off-farm soybean stocks
totaled about one-half of last
year's stocks at 2.3 million.
Stocks of corn in the United
States totaled 1.72 billion
bushels,down 50 percent from
the June 1, 1995 level. All old
crop wheat stocks were down
26 percent to 375 million
bushels, the lowest ending
stock level since 1973. U.S.
stocks of sorghum totaled 39.4
million cwt, down 56 percent
from last year.

Heart of Africa

From the snowfields of some of Africa’s highest mountains and through an
enormous, intriguing rain forest, to one of the deepest lakes in the world filled
with strange and colorful creatures, National Geographic Television takes
viewers on safari through the Heart of Africa in a trilogy of one-hour films. The
programs chronicle an epic journey through the Great Rift of Africa, the
geological phenomenon that links the mountains, rain forest, and lakes.

In “Fire and Ice,” cameras capture the spectacular sight of erupting volcanoes
as they make rivers of fire at night in Virunga — one of the world’s most
spectacular national parks. Viewers are also introduced to the best known of
the Virunga residents — the rare mountain gorillas.

Céezanne

Cézanne examines the art, life, and times of Paul Cézanne (1839-1906). The
French postimpressionist painter’s work and ideas had a profound influence on
the development of 20th-century art. The one-hour program highlights the
Cézanne retrospective, comprising more than 100 paintings and 68 watercolors,
that opened May 30th, 1996, at the Philadelphia Museum of Art, the only U.S.
venue for the exhibition.

Cézanne wanted to “make Impressionism into something solid and durable
like the art in the museums.” He treated his figures like still lifes, and he painted
his trees, houses, and mountains like rocks. He shifted his angles of vision and
used pure color to express light.

Like many profoundly original artists, Cézanne faced great misunderstandings
and sometimes outright hostility throughout his career. In 1864, he received the
first of numerous rejections by the Salon juries in Paris, and when he decided
to exhibit with the impressionists in 1874, he was dismissed by one critic as “an
ignorant dauber.” While the public or press might have attacked or ignored his
work, Cézanne was always an artist’s artist, and his contemporaries championed
him, tirelessly. Later artists acknowledged their debt to his genius, recognizing
him as the seminal figure in bridging the 19-century movements with 20th-
century modernism. Picasso called him “the father of us all,” while Matisse
referred to him as “a kind of benevolent god of painting.”
