Stabilization and Conser%'ation Ser­
vice otficiaU have returned after 
a two day State ASCS Conference 
in Galveston where they receiv­
ed a first-hand briefing on the 
new farm programs and President 
Nixon's proposed new executive 
reorganization plan.

County ASC Committee Mem­
bers Wayne Whittington and Ro­
bert McPherson and the County 
Executive Director James E. Grif­
fin attended Over 800 state, coun­
ty and federal .\SCS officials par­
ticipated in the conference pro- 
cedings held on February 9-10.

The two principal opening day 
speakers were E. F. (Fritz) Beh­

rens, executive assistant to Agri­
culture Secretary Cliford Hardin, 
and Charles M. Cox. assistant de­
puty administrator, state and coun­
ty operations, ASCS, Washington, 
D C.

Mr Behrens spoke about the 
“complete overhaul” of the exe­
cutive branch needed to make go­
vernment “more reaponsi\e to the 
public.”

The Washington official said 
that "national social and economic 
goals have been seriously impeded 
by vagueness or inconsistenc>' in 
the definition of agency missions, 
jurisdictional rivalry between ag­
encies. fragmentation, inflexibility 
and difficulty in affixing responsi­
bility.”

.According to Behrens, the Pres­
ident's plan calls for organizing 
the executive branch among the 
"major purposes of government” 
and involves reducing the number 
of departments to four —depart­
ments of human resources, com­
munity development, economic de-

velopment and natural reaourew. 
However, he assured the audience 
that the major agencies involved 
with firm income and marketing 
will continue to be associated in a 
single department.

Assistant Deputy Administrator 
Cox gave the group details of the 
recently passed farm legislation.

Mr Cox indicated Texas farm­
ers will get better incomes from 
the marketplace and will become 
less dependent upon government 
programs under the new farm pro­
grams. Cox stressed: Farmers are 
now provided with greater free­
dom of choice in determining 
which crops they can grow to best 
advantage They will be able to 
cut production costs, improve 
their incomes and compete for 
market position. He said Cox des­
cribed the greater fredom farm­
ers have to make their own crop­
ping decisions under the set-aside 
provisions as the “ key” to suc­
cess of the new farm programs.

Featured speakers on the se­
cond day of the conference were 
George V. Hansen, deputy admin- 

I istrator for state and county opera- 
I tions, and J. P Jones, .ASCS south- 
: west area director of 10 south- 
, west states.

Mr Han.«ien emphasized that the 
' new Rural Environmental .As.sis- 
I tance Program (RE.\P), formerly 
I known as the Agricultural Conser- 
I vation Program (.ACP'. will be us- 
i ed to preserse the environment,
! demonstrate good environmental I  enhancement practices and return 
' more public benefit at less pub- 
I lie cost.

Hansen explained: "We're go- 
i ing to take the strong base of 
.ACT, keeping those practices and 
procedures that contribute to our 

I national goals for improving the 
environment We are going to put 

' major emphasis on agriculture- 
related pollution prevention and 
abatement measures ”

Hansen said that RE.AP will fo- 
 ̂cus on community-sponsored pro- 
1 jeets for flood prevention and 
small watershed protection, pollu­
tion abatement, and the safe­
guarding of lakes and streams, ac­
cording to those attending.

Southwest area director Jones, 
formerly a Kress farmer, empha­
sized the importance of making 
sure that farmers fully under­
stand all the opportunities avail­
able to them under the new farm 
program.

Mr Jones commented: "The 
new farm program provides the 
best opportunity in 35 years for 
improving the situation for the 
nation's farmers.” Explaining that 
the set-aside offers farmers more 
options than they have had in the 
pa.st. Jones asserted that this fac­
tor makes it extremely important 
that farmers know how to exercise 
these options intelligently.

State ASC Committee chairman 
Clarence A. Danklefs and commit­
tee members Frank H. Hinson, 
Charles L. Calhoun, J. Barry Rudd 
and Jose M Villarreal led confer­
ence discusion groups. D. W. Me-

M  MHKK THHKK ON THE BALLOT (SJR 5) 
Special Election May 18, 1971

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
l e g is l a t u r e  o f  t h e
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III, 

Section 51-a, of the Texas 
Constitution, be amended to 
read as follows:

"Section 61-a. The Legisla­
ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con- 
tainnl, and such other limita- 
tiot . restrictions and regula­
tions as may by the I.egisla- 
ture be deemed expedient, for 
assistance grants to and/or 
medical care for, and for re­
habilitation and any other 
sendees included in the federal 
laws as they now read or as 
they may hereafter be amend­
ed, providing matching funds 
to help such families and indi­
viduals attain or retain capa­
bility for independence or self- 
care, and for the payment of 
assistance grants to and/or 
medical care for, and for re­
habilitation and other sendees 
to or on behalf of;

“ (1) Needy aged persona 
who are citizens of the United 
States or noncitizens who shall 
have resided within the bound­
aries of the United States for 
at least twenty-five (25) 
years;

"(2 ) Needy individuals who 
are totally and permanently 
disabled by reason of a mental 
or physical handicap or a 
combination of physical and 
mental handicaps;

•*(3) Needy blind persons;
“ (4) Needy dependent chil­

dren and the caretakers of 
such chlldreiu

"The Legislature nuiy pre­
scribe such other eligibility re- 
(juirementa for pi^cipation

in these programs as it deems 
appropriate.

“ The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the .State of Texas to co­
operate wdth the Government 
of the United States in pre
viding assistance to and/or 
medical care on liehalf of j 
needv persons, in providing re­
habilitation and any other 
senices included in the fed­
eral laws making matching I 
funds available to bolp such 
families and indinduals attain 
or retain capability for inde­
pendence or self-care, to accept 
and expend funds from the 
Government of the United 
States for such purposes in 
accordance with the laws of 
the United States as they now 
are or as they may hereafter 
l>e amended, and to make ap­
propriations out of State funds 
for such purposes; provided 
that the maximum amount 
paid out of State f'uada to or 
on behalf of any needy person 
shall not exceH the amount 
that is matchable out of fed­
eral funds; provided that the 
total amount of State funds 
paid for assistance grants for 
needy dependent children and 
the caretakers of the children 
shall not exceed Fiftv-Five 
Million Dollars (355,000,000) 
during any fiscal vear.

“ Provided further, that if 
the limitations and restrictions 
herein contained are found to 
be in conflict with the pro­
visions of appropriate federal 
statutes, as they now are or 
as they may be amended to 
the extent that federal match­
ing money is not available to 
the State for these purposes, 
then and in that event the

Legisiature is specifically ao 
thorised and empowered to 
prescribe such limitations and 
restrictions and enact such 
laws as may be necessary in 
order that «neh federal match 
ing money will b* available 
for assistance and/or medical 
care for or on beha'f of needv 
persons.

‘Nothing in this section 
shall be construed to amend, 
iMudify or repeal Section 31 
of Article XVI of this Con 
stitution; provided further, 
however, that such medical 
rare, services or assistance 
shall also include the emi'to) 
ment of objective or subjec 
tive means, without the use 
of drugs, for the purpose of 
ascertaining and measuring 
the powers of vision of the 
human eye, and fitting lenses 
or prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal con 
dition of vision. Nothing here­
in shall be construed to permit 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever in 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe anv drug or 
physical treatment wnatsoever, 
unless such optometrist is a 
regularly licensed physician 
or surgeon under the laws of 
this State."

The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
May 18, 1971, at which elec­
tion the bailota shall be 
printed to provide for voting

setting a limitation on total 
State appropriations during 
any fiscal year for assistance 
grants for needy dependent 
children and the caretakers of 
such children.”

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III 

of the Conetitution of the 
State of Texaa be amended 
by adding thereto a new Sec­
tion 49-d-l to read aa foUowe: 

“ Section 49-d-l. (a) 'The 
Texaa Water Development 
Board ehall upon direction of 
the Texaa water (}iiality 
Board, or any eucceaeor 
agrency designated by the 
Legisfatare, iesne adtUtional 
Texas Water Development 
Bonds up to an additional ag- 
negate principal amount of 
One Hundred Million Dollara 
(3100,(X)0,000) to provide 
granta, loans, or any combina­
tion of grants and loans for 
water quality enhancement 
purposes as established W  the 
Legislature. The Texaa Water 
Quality Board or any suc­
cessor agency designated by 
the LegTsIature may make 
such granta and loans to 
political aubdlvislona or bodies 
politic and corporate o f the 
State of Texaa, including 
municipal corporations, livar 
authoritiee, eonaervathm and 
reclamation diatziets, and dis­
tricts creatad or organised or 
authorised to be created or 
orgaidsed under Aitide -XVl, 
Section S9. or Aitida IH, 
Section n ,  o f flue OomMto

tion. State agencies, and inter­
state agencies and compact 
commissions to which the 
State of Texas is a party, and 
upon such terms and conditions 
as the Legislature may au- 
thorixe by general law. The 
bonds shall be issued for such 
terms, in such denominations, 
form and installmenta, and 
upon such conditions as the 
Legislature may authorize.

"(b ) The proceeds from the 
sale of such bonds shall be 
deposited in the Texas Water 
Development Fund to be in­
vested and administered as 
prescribed by law.

“ (c) The bonds authorized 
in this Section 49-d-l and all 
boiHls authorized by Sections 
49-c and 49-d of Article III 
shall bear interest at not moire 
than 6% per annum and 
mature as the Texas Water 
Development Board shall pre­
scribe, subject to the limita­
tions aa may be imposed by 
the Legislature.

"(d ) The Texas Water De­
velopment Fund shall be used 
for the purposes heretofore 
permitted by, and subject to 
the limitations bi Sectioint 
4 ^ ,  49^ and 49-d-I; provitM, 
however, that the ffaumcial as- 
detanee may ba made pur­
suant to the proviaioiia of 
Seettona 49-e, 4 M  and 49-d-l 
sobjaet atdy to the availabQity

of funds and without regard 
to the provisions in Section 
49-c that such financial as­
sistance shall terminate after 
December 81, 1982.

"(e ) Texas Water Develop­
ment Bonds are secured by 
the general credit of the State 
and shall after approval by 
the Attorney Genem, regis­
tration by the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts of the State 
of Texas, and delivery to the 
purchasers, be Incontestable 
and ahall constitute general 
obligations of the State of 
Texas under the Constitution 
of Texas.

" ( f )  Should the Legislature 
enact enabling laws in antici­
pation of the adoption of this 
amendment, such Acts shall 
not be void by reason of their 
anticipatory character.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­

HOUSE B ILL  511
Thi.s bill by Delwin Jones of 

Lubbock affects the catle feeding 
industry and has been referred to 
the Agriculture Committee in the 
House.

It provides the Commissioner of 
.\griculture with the power to in­
vestigate the feeding and handling 
of livestock, including the inspec­
tion of feed lots and all property 
and records pertaining thereto; to 
determine whether feed lots for 
which licenses are applied for or 
hare ben issued to are suitable 
for proper feeding and handling 
of livestock . . .  to require such re­
ports as may be determined are 
nece&sao' - - to require a licens­
ed operator to terminate feeding 
and handling agreements upon re 
vocation of his license; to pre­
scribe all forms of receipts, bonds 
and application for licenses; and 
to promulgate all necessary rules 
and regulations for carrying out 
the provisions of the Act.

It also gives the commissioner 
the power to conduct hearings, 
cause to be examined under oath 
any person, or cause to be exam­
ined, books and records of iny li­
censee; to hear testimony and 
take proof material for his infor­
mation in the discharge of his du­
ties under this Act; to adminis­
ter or cause to be administered 
oaths; and for any such purpose 
to issue subpoenas, to require the 
attendance of witnesses and the 
production of books whidi shall be 
effective in any part of this state; 
and any district or county court, 
or any judge thereof . . . may by 
order require attendance.

The commissioner would also be 
allowed to appoint and fix the 
salaries and duties of inspectors 
necessary to the enforcement of 
the Act.
