MMHS rallies 
for first win in 
nearly two years

FRITCH — Quitting has 
been the simple solution for 
losing for years at Muleshoe 
High School.

That changed last week 
when players took a hard look 
at what it takes to win, and a 
hard line against three starters 
who quit the team. The soul 
searching came just two days 
after the whole team had quit 
on Muleshoe head coach David 
Wood during an embarrassing 
55-0 loss to Perryton.

Muleshoe displayed its new 
resolve Friday, snapping an 18- 
game losing streak with a 25-14 
District 1-3A win over Sanford- 
Fritch.

“We had a few players quit, but 
the rest of us decided to stick it 
out, and I think that helped 
bring us together as a team.”

Juniors Rodney Alanis, 
Michael Woodard and senior 
Payton Rennels quit last Mon­
day, claiming it was too cold to 
practice.

“The (rest of the) players 
decided to take a stand Mon­
day,” Wood said. “They had 
something to prove to them­
selves. They made a statement

that by golly they’re not going 
to have any of that anymore.”

Muleshoe’slast win was43- 
15overDimmittOct.28,1994.

“It’s the best feeling I’ve 
had in a longtime,” said senior 
Jarrod Redwine, who ignited 
the Mules’ comeback with a 
clutch 26-yard reception in the 
first quarter. He also made 
touchdown-saving tackle with 
Muleshoe clinging to a 18-14 
lead in the third quarter. “I knew 
we were finally going to win.”

Muleshoe gained a season- 
high 334 yards and 23 first 
downs.

LUBBOCK— Issues come 
and issues go and Lubbock- 
based Plains Cotton Growers 
(PCG) has little time to reflect 
on the battles won and lost 
over its 40 years of service to 
High Plains cotton producers 
and the allied industries they 
support.

Through the years, repre­
senting some 20,000 cotton 
producers and landlords, PCG 
has developed a strong, wide- 
ranging support structure. This 
structure allows PCG to rap­
idly address situations that 
threaten area cotton produc­
ers. It also provides an effi­
cient mechanism for the ad­
vancement of beneficial ideas 
and programs on behalf of the 
High Plains cotton producer.

An excellent example of 
how this system is utilized is 
the current effort to reform pro­
posed regulations that will 
govern how Conservation Re­
serve Program (CRP) is car­
ried out in the future.

"Without adjustment the 
proposed CRP rules have the 
potential to eliminate a large 
number of existing High Plains 
CRP contracts," warns PCG 
Executive Vice President 
Donald Johnson. "If adopted

without some consideration for 
the beneficial effects this pro­
gram has had on air and water 
quality and wildlife we could, 
as a result, erase much of the 
progress that has already been 
made and throw away a sig­
nificant environmental invest­
ment."

Johnson notes that PCG 
staff members have been work­
ing with a number of groups, 
including the High Plains Un­
derground Water Conservation 
District No. 1 and the National 
Cotton Council, to convey 
these concerns, along with rec­
ommendations for change, to 
the Natural Resource Conser­
vation Service and Secretary 
of Agriculture Dan Glickman. 
In comments being prepared at 
this time, the Secretary is be­
ing asked to consider carefully 
not only the adverse effect that 
mightresult on the High Plains,

but also the effect in areas ad­
jacent to the High Plains.

In another area PCG repre­
sentatives have been working 
once-again to fix problems that 
exist in the current Federal 
Crop Insurance Program.

PCG officials note that pri­
mary areas of focus at this time 
center on the introduction of a 
Revenue

Assurance-type program for 
cotton similar to the type cur­
rently being evaluated for 
wheat, updating the mecha­
nism by which quality adjust­
ments are made as well as the 
ongoing issue of coverage cost 
and price elections. *

"The federal government 
has been steadily moving away 
from the ad hoc disaster pro­
grams that have provided pro­
ducers with a safety net in the 
past," explains Johnson.

Westminster Abbey
In W estm inster Abbey, author Alan Bennett (shown above) goes 

behind the scenes to present a personal portrait o f  the history, beauty, 
and everyday life o f one of Britain’s best-known landmarks.

M ingling with the crowds of tourists, watching cleaners and tour 
guides at work, and eavesdropping on services, Bennett uses the Abbey 
to scrutinize the English and English history, as w ell as his own  
relationship with the Church o f  England. Spending a full day in the 
Abbey, he highlights three o f  its most famous features —  the Coronation 
Chair and the Stone o f Scone, the Tomb o f the Unknown Warrior, and 
the Poet’s Corner —  providing anecdotes and background information.

As presented by Bennett, Westminster Abbey is a place o f ironies and 
oddities. The resting place o f  “nam es,” its most famous corpse is 
anonymous and honored in a way no one else is: visitors may walk on 
the gravestones of any of the regal, legal, and literary lions buried there, 
but no one may walk on the grave o f World War I’s Unknown Warrior.

On his tour o f  the tom bs, Bennett d iscovers that many o f  the 
aristocracy occupied a number o f different locations within Westminster, 
as successive kings and queens decided on a reshuffle to ensure “pride 
of place. ’ In recounting some of the Abbey’s more curious tales, he 
reveals that for many years, Edward I’s coffin was opened regularly to 
display the body, preserved in oiled linen.
