For the twelve month period from July 1977 to July 1978, there were 894
people admitted into the Callahan General Hospital. During this same
period, only 29 people left the county for medical help. Also during the
1978 galendar year, Callahan General Hospital used 68 units of blood for
these patients. This blood did not just appear. It had to be drawn from
volunteer, healthy donors. This blood was donated freely from other
communities.

If the people of Baird want to maintain the top medical care that they now
receive from their own hospital, they will need to be self-supporting in
their blood use. A community blood service is just that - the community
must set up a volunteer donor program.

The blood drive is scheduled for February 22, 1979, Thursday, from
1:00 P.M. to 8:00 P.M. It will be held at the Community Center in Baird.
