Sec. 5 -t’ ltles having more than 
five thousand (.'lOnO) Inhabitants 
may, by a majority vote of the t|ual- 
itied voters of said city at an elec­
tion held for that purpose, adopt or 
amend their chartei-s, subject to such 
limitation as may be prescribed by 
the L**glslature and providing that 
no charter or any ordinance passed 
under said charter slmll coftain any 
provision, inconsistent with the tVm-
