Comptroller Terrell has found a
real leak in the public treasury and
his discovery preves that grafting on
the government is almost as com-
mon among men who are appointed
to look after public affairs through-
out the State. Read his open letter
to Department heads and see.

When a department sends out a
sub te look into gins, fire risks, farm
operations, schiool matters, stock dis-
eases or any other of the many lines
of public interest and then approves
an expense account covering laundry
bills, hotel tips and other personal
items he should be held to acceunt
for his indiscretion.

The trouble lies in the fact that the
chief and his sub may be special
friends and the bills are endorsed
through friendzhip. Then there is a
sort of ethical notion among Depart-
ment heads, that one department
must accept a :tatement from anoher
department without question.

This rule of ehics is dangerous and
it Comptroller Terrell can break it
up and stop the waste caused by
such grafting, the people of Texas
will owe him a debt of gratitude.

Any department head who know-
ingly permits his subordinates to
filch from the government can hard-
ly escape a popular suspicion that he,
too, is a grafter.
