“We are sold on
CSCOPE,” fourth grade
reading and writing
teacher Donna McFadden
said, at times becoming
tearfully emotional
during her presentation
as she spoke about the
success she was seeing

in her students.

“I'm so sold on this,
I just want to cry,”
McFadden said. “Our
kids are getting a critical
eye for literature. ... We're
noticing a difference in
how our kids approach
things.”

While she spoke
about the difficulties
experienced in the first six
weeks of the program’s
implementation
McFadden later learned,
and told the school board
Monday, that much of the
difficulties were cleared
up when it was realized
the teachers were
approaching CSCOPE
backwards.

County court canvasses Nov. 2 election results

The Bailey County
Commissioners Court
canvassed the votes
from the Now. 2 election
during a special meeting
on Wednesday, Nov. 10,
approving the results
without change.

Although three
provisional ballots

had been received at
the polls, all three were
disallowed. There were
nine total write-in ballots
cast, of which seven for
gubernatorial candidate
Andy Barron were
allowed.

The other two ballots,
which were cast for

Donald Duck and Willie
Nelson, were disallowed
because neither had
registered as write-in
candidates.

Of the county’s 3,636
registered voters, only
1,175 or 32.32 percent
chose to cast ballots,
according to the county’s

Sales tax numbers place Sudan at top

Sudan jumped to
a surprising lead in
this months’ sales tax
allocations from the
Texas State Comptroller’s
office with a 78.59 percent
increase when compared
to the same period last
year, outdistancing last
month’s 60.29 percent
increase for Earth.

Muleshoe’s sales tax
receipts showed a slight
increase of $95.19, which
placed them a couple
of steps above Farwell’s
massive 32.16 drop for
the month.

Second place in the
percentage of increase
race went to Earth, this
month, followed by
Olton with increases of
$1,021.42 and $1,813.50
respectively.

In the year-to-date
totals, Sudan and Earth
top the list again,
with increases of 17.92
percent and 8.55 percent
respectively. However,
when looking at the
actual dollars distributed
by the comptroller’s
office they were also the
communities with the
smallest allocations —
$38,915.75 for Sudan and

$43,610.83 for Earth.

The awards for actual
dollars accumulated
— as usual, still go to
Littlefield with $718,487.87
and Muleshoe with
$499,764.37.

November sales tax
allocations to local
governments represent
September sales reported
to the comptroller’s office
in October by monthly
tax filers and July,
August and September
sales reported to the
Comptroller in October
by quarterly tax filers.

suspects had escaped
Thursday, the officers
were seeking a warrant
for the 17-year-old Earth
resident’s arrest.

The suspects captured
Thursday included the
only adult in the alleged
burglary ring, Silverio
Hernandez, Jr., 18 of
Earth, and two juveniles,
ages 15 and 16, both of
Earth.

The officers also
recovered a large amount
of property, including
flat screen televisions,
computers a purse and
numerous firearms, from
about eight burglaries in
Muleshoe and Clovis.

“That first six weeks,
we had to dive in (to
poetry),” she said, adding
that some of the stuff
they were teaching she
hadn’t encountered until
she reached college.

“They’re learning

Concerning the
importance of CSCOPE’s
teaching methodology,
McFadden said the
program needs “to be
taught at every level
because it builds on the
knowledge from previous
years.”

Debbie Gallman,
principal at DeShazo,
later said this building
process is so important
that success isn't seen at
the high school level it’s
the teachers at DeShazo
who are at fault and not
the high school teachers.

information received
from the office of Texas
Comptroller Susan
Combs, state sales tax
revenue in October
was $1.62 billion, up 6.6
percent compared to
October 2009.

“Total sales tax
collections have now
exceeded year ago
amounts for a seventh
consecutive month,”
said Combs. “Once again
growth was posted in
major sectors like the oil
and gas industry, retail
trade and construction”

“We will need to keep
monitoring revenue from
these and other sectors
to see if tax collections

maintain an upward
trend,” she added.

The comptroller’s office
will send Texas cities
$367.2 million in sales tax
allocations, up 7.2 percent
compared to November
20009.

So far this calendar
year, city sales tax
allocations are down 0.2
percent compared to the
same time period last
year. Texas counties will
receive November sales
tax allocations of $32.2
million, up 14.2 percent
compared to one year ago.
For the calendar year-to-
date, county sales tax
allocations are running
2.2 percent below 2009
revenues.

In previous articles
we have wound up
with about a half dozen
commands or conditions
that disciples of that day
were taught to obey.

It is not consistent
with the way most of
our people live today.

Now I know, at the
outset this appears to
speak of a total lack
of defense, or a lack of

desire to defend one’s
self. But what I am about
to speak of happened 30,
40 or perhaps 50years
ago, at a time when race
relations were an issue,
and troubles between
the races was not
uncommon.

On this occasion one of
New Mexico’s senators,
a Hispanic man, and a
candidate for governor,
was speaking to a small
crowd in Portales when
trouble arose between two
men, one an Anglo and
the other an Hispanic.

They were about to
come to blows when, so

the senator said to one of
them in broken English,
“I have turned to you
my right cheek and you
have smited me on it,
and I have turned my
left cheek, and you have
smited me on it. So now
I am going to knock the
heck out of you.”

But I never heard
what happened after
that. However that is not
altogether different from
an experience I had as a
child on the school yard
in St. Louis, Okla.

I was about 10 or 12
years of age, and a bunch
of us children were

playing on the school
yard and one boy got
upset at me and hit me
a time or two. I never
hit him at all, but I did
caution him a little bit.

He was a year or two
younger than me and not
quite as large. His mother
was a teacher, and his
father managed a large
ranch. He had a sister
that was older than him,
and a brother that was
younger.

He had a speech defect
that bothered him, and
that I thought made him
a little self conscious, but
otherwise he was strong
and was in good health.

But he hit me again.
At that point one of the
boys that was watching
said “Glen, don’t let him
do you that way,” so I

pushed him back and
he went into the school
house. And that was the
end of it.

Other than few little
scraps with my brother
athomeIhad never had a
fight. Thave never wanted
to fight, and I have never
seen much need of it.

In my opinion most
differences can be settled
by or through reasoning
of common sense. And
I think it is better to be
thought of as a reasonable
person than a good
fighter. For after all what
the community thinks of
a person is important. At
least it is to me.

Now the
scripture...

Number two is — “If
any man sue thee at the
law, and take away thy

next

coat, let him have they
cloak also.”

I don’t intend to
comment on this today,
but I thought, with winter
and cold weather coming
on, I just thought, with
winter and cold weather
coming on, I just might
ought to be careful and
not get tangled up in
any legal actions. At
least until warm weather
comes again.

Now, all joking aside,
in my opinion the right
to be heard, the right to
plead our cause before
an unbiased judge and a
jury of our peers, is one
of the most sacred rights
known to man.

And we in the United
States enjoy that right. Let
us see to it that it never
gets away from us.
