Two Oklahoma couples, visiting friends
in Muleshoe, caused quite a stir this
weekend flying their ultra-light aircraft
over the city.

Children stopped riding their bikes
while parents drifted outside to gawk at the
strange visitors in the sky.

Pilot Jerry Brown of Battiest, Okla.
described the aircraft, which sound like
giant weed-wackers, as powered para-
chutes.

Kept aloft by rainbow-colored para-
chutes and powered by 60 horse-power
engines, the light-weight aircraft flew over
and around Muleshoe at heights ranging
from 50 feet in open pastures to 1,000 feet
over the city.

Brown said he spent Sunday morning
"chasing jackrabbits" in cattle pastures
south of town.

"When you leave the ground you leave
the hustle and bustle of everyday life
behind," said Brown, a truck driver whose
delivery route takes him through Muleshoe
a couple of times a week. "It's such a
relaxing feeling. The scenery is completely
different. It' so much prettier in the air."

Council increases garbage rates

The City of Muleshoe will start charging
more cash to haul trash next month.

The Muleshoe City Council voted 4-1 Mon-
day to raise residential and commercial rates for
solid waste removal.

Starting the first of the month, when Wes-
Tex Waste Services takes over the city garbage
service, residential customers will pay an addi-
tional $3.25 per month and commercial
customers between $15-20 more.

The city is basically tacking about $5 on the

cost Wes-Tex is charging the city for its waste
services.

City Manager James Fisher said the increase
will help offset the cost of closing the city
landfill, which is included in the 1997-98 bud-
get, and must be closed by March.

Figuring the cost of closing the landfill at
$100,000, the rate hike would enable the city
break even.

“The idea is for the water, sewer and sanita-
tion departments to pay for themselves,” Fisher
said. “That way there won’t be a need to raise
taxes.”

Councilman Larry Kirk voted against the rate
hike.

He said he considered the cost of closing the
landfill a “one-time fee.”

Kirk wanted to see the $80,000 the city re-
ceived from Wes-Tex for two city sanitation
trucks and 600 dumpsters used toward closing
the landfill.

Fisher recommended the money be set aside
in case the project costs more.

Board adopts
school budget

Muleshoe Independent
School Board has kept the bud-
get and tax rate in check while
still managing to give all dis-
trict employees a raise.

The school board Monday
approved a $9.7 million bud-
get for the 1997-97 fiscal year,
slightly less than last year's
budget.

The broad tentatively ap-
proved maintaining the current
property tax rate of $1.2704
per $100 of valuation. The
board will officially approve
the tax rate at their next meet-
ing.

The budget includes a mini-

‘mum teacher salary increase
of $1,500 and a raise for all
district employees.

Insurance claims in the
neighborhood of $800,000
helped offset the salary in-
crease.

The claims are being col-
lected for hail damage and will
be used primarily for roofing
renovations.

No renovation funds were
included in the budget.

In other business Monday:

@ The board discussed a re-
questby Quicksilver Construc-
tion to eliminate liquated dam-
ages for not completing the
bandhall and choir room
projects on time. The Lubbock
contractor agreed to pay the
district $300 for each day past
the agreed completion date.

Prior to the request, the dis-
trict approved exemption of
approximately 13 days due to
rain delay.

Quicksilver, which cited dif-
ferent reasons for additional
delays, owes the school be-
tween $13,000 and $14,000 in
fines.

The board authorized dis-
trict Superintendent Bill Moore
to negotiate a settlement with
the company.

B The board approved cam-
pus and departmental action
plans. The plans are outlines
how each school will imple-
ment their goals and objectives.

During discussions, Board
Secretary Max King voiced
concern about the district's low
reading performance on the
Texas Assessment of Aca-
demic Skills Test (TAAS).

Principals from the local el-
ementary schools assured the
board that modifications to
reading classes have been
implemented in order to better
prepare students for the TAAS.

M The board approved dis-
trict policy for use of the
Internet.

B The board approved a tu-
ition free transfer agreement
with Sudan Independent
School District.

The agreement
Sudan to collect state funding
for students who live in the
Muleshoe district but attend
Sudan schools.

Muleshoe is not eligible to
collect state funding for those
students.

B The board hired Kathy
Ambriz as a pre-kindergarten
teacher for Dillman Elemen-
tary. An extra teacher was
needed due to an unexpected
increase in pre-K enrollment.

Bivins has been appointed to
two committees to study is-
sues concerning public schools
and higher education.

The Republican state sena-
tor from Amarillo was ap-
pointed by Lt. Gov. Bob Bul-
lock to lead the Senate Interim
Committee on Education and
co-chair the Senate Interim
Committee on Funding Issues
in Education.

Texas Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry issued a
Secion 24(c) Special Local
Need label for Furadan 4F con-
trol of cotton aphids.

The 24(c) label, effective
for 90 days under provisions of
the Federal Insecticide, Fungi-
cide and Rodenticide Act
(FIFRA), may be limited to a
10 day application window if
revoked by the Environmental
Protection Agency. Thee 10
day window would allow pro-
ducers who purchase Furadan
4F time to apply toe product
they have on hand.

Several restrictions are
incuded with the 24(c) label
including the prohibition of
feeding gin trash from Furadan
treated fields to livestock. Gin
trash from Furadan treated
fields should be separated at
the gin.

Growers applying Furadan
are required to possess a copy
of the Section 24(c) label. Cop-
ies of the label can be obtained
from chemical dealers, the
Tedas Department of Agricul-
ture or Plains Cotton Growers.

Projections of supply and
off-take for the 1997-98 mar-
keting year indicate a total sup-
ply of 21.9 million bales. The
supply figure is based on esti-
mated 1997-98 production of
17.78 million bales being
added to 4.1 million bales car-
ried over from 1996.

USDA projections call for
negligible raw cotton imports
in 1997.
