County
approves
budget

B ailey County Judge 
Marilyn Cox cast the deciding 
vote Monday in favor of adopt­
ing the 1997-1998 county 
budget.

The County Commission­
ers Court was deadlocked at a 
2-2 vote on whether to adopt 
the $2.2 million budget when 
Cox cast the deciding vote.

Judge Cox joined Precinct 2 
Commissioner C.E. Grant, and 
Precinct 3 Commissioner Joey 
Kindle voting in favor of the 
budget.

Precinct 4 Commissioner 
Bennie Claunch and Precinct 1 
Floyd J. "Butch" Vandiver op­
posed the budget.

Claunch voted against the 
budget after expressing con­
cerns that it possibly did not 
meet the county ’ s legal obi iga-
tions due to the salary 
exclusions of certain elected 
officials.

Claunch was concerned be­
cause the budget appropriates 
salary funds and insurance cov­
erage for only one of the 
county’s two justice of the 
peace officers, and only two of 
the county’s three constables.

According to Grant, the con­
stable who does not receive 
compensation or insurance cov­
erage in case of an on-the-job 
accident knew of the contrac­
tual arrangement when he ran 
for the elected office.

week.

Junior Greg Pena led the 
rushing attack with 90 yards 
and junior quarterback Matt 
McClanahan averaged nearly 
10 yards a carry.

Little known pneumonia vaccine saves lives
HOUSTON — Thousands 

of lives are being lost every 
year because people are un­
aware of a readily available 

1 vaccine.
It is the vaccine for pneu­

mococcal pneumonia, an ill­
ness that annually claims thou­
sands of lives, mostly adults 
older than 65 but also very 
young children and people with 
certain chronic illnesses.

Too few people even knew 
about the vaccine, said Dr.

Daniel M. Musher, an infec­
tious-d isease expert at 
Houston's Baylor College of 
Medicine and Veterans Affairs 
Medical Center.

"The sad fact is that many 
people whose lives could be 
saved by the pneumonia vac­
cine so not get inoculated be­
cause they are unaware of it 
and they are not pressured by 
their physicians to take it," 
Musher said.

"Research has shown that

people are more likely to get 
inoculated against pneumonia 
if their doctors recommend it," 
he said, "and, though the num­
bers of those getting the vac­
cine are rising, there are still 
too many people who need it 
but are unaware of it."

The vaccine is also impor­
tant, Musher said for people 
with lung disease, heart dis­
ease and any kind of immune- 
system disorder, including HIV 
infection.

"People who have had their 
spleens removed are especially 
susceptible to pneumococcal 
infection and must be vacci­
nated, he said. The spleen helps 
clear bacteria from the blood, 
and its absence leaves a person 
prey to pneumonia infections.

At one tome it was widely 
believed that the beneficial ef­
fects pneumonia vaccine per­
sisted for a lifetim e, but, 
M usher said, research at 
Houston's VAMC has shown 
that vaccination probably 
should be repeated at five- to 
10- year intervals.

The Pearsons have seen 
quite a few changes over the 
years while raising their six 
children and farming.

“Small farmers are out of 
business. Along time ago if you 
got hailed out or had a drought, 
you didn’t get any money, the 
government really helps out 
farmers today. If we didn ’ t have 
a crop we had nothing to sell 
except for milk, cream and 
eggs,” said Carroll, also known 
asJ.C. “We went through some 
years of disaster, but we al­
ways had plenty to eat. We 

. grew vegetables, and we’d kill 
hogs and cows for meat.” 

“We’d can hams, sausage 
and bacon that would keep for 
years. Once I found a five- 
year-old cannned bacon and it 
was just as fresh as the day we 
butchered the hog,” Edna said. 
“ Some o f our neighbors 
weren’t so lucky, so we’d al­
ways share, especially fresh 
vegetables from our garden.” 

Before cotton strippers the 
Pearsons, would hire 15-20 
neighbor children during the 
harest to pull cotton after school 

t and Saturdays.
“The kids could earn about 

$ 1.50 a day, and $3 on Satur­
day, so by the end of the week 
they may have $6 to $8, which 
was a lot of money back then, 
especially for kids. One year, 
we had a girl that paid for her 

( wedding by picking cotton,”
Edna said.

Even though times were

tough, the Pearson’s remem­
ber them as good tim es, 
especially when all of their chil­
dren lived at home.

"We went to church on Sun­
day, and went to a lot of ropings, 
rodeos and football games, " 
Edna said. "The kids would go 
to the Morton movie theatre on 
weekends. They wouldn't get 
home until almost midnight, 
and of course they’d always be

starving. So their Dad would 
wake up and cook steaks or 
ham and potatoes for them on 
those late nights.”

“Our kids were always 
home, always healthy, we were 
very lucky. Those were terrific 
times, but we still have good 
times when we get the family 
together. It’s been really nice 
to have a big family” said Edna, 
grandmother of 17.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 36 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to allow a per­
son to hold the position of municipal 
judge in more than one municipality.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on tiie ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to ;U- 
low a person who holds the oflice of mu­
nicipal court judge to hold at the same 
time more than one civil office for which 
the person receives compensation."

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 43 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to allow the 
legislature to limit the maximum annual 
increase in homestead appraisals for each 
year since the most recent tax appraisal 
The amendment would also permit the 
legislature to allow the governing body of 
a school district to elect to apply the law 
providing for the transfer of the age-65- 
and-older school property tax freeze to 
the person’s new homestead, if the move 
to the new residence homestead occurred 
before the law took effect.

Senate Joint Resolution 39 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to repeal the 
current provision which provides that the 
board of the Texas Growth Fund may not 
invest money in a business unless the 
business has disclosed to the board 
whether it has any direct financial invest­
ment in or with South Africa or Namibia.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow­

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 17 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to create the 
Texas Water Development Fund II as a 
fund separate and distinct from the Texas 
Water Development Fund. The amend­
ment would authorize the Texas Water De­
velopment Doard to administer the fund 
and issue general obligation bonds for 
purposes of the fund under guidelines set 
forth in the amendment.

House Joint Resolution 31 proposes a 
constitutional amendment which would 
authorize home equity lending, in which a 
loan could be secured by a lien against the 
borrower’s homestead The amendment 
would also establish several provisions 
providing for consumer protection in the 
home equity lending process.

'Hie proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The amendmtmt to the Texas Consti­
tution expanding the types o f liens fo r  
home equity loans that a lender, with 
the homeowner's consent, may place 
against a homestead."

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 96 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the legislature to authorize a prop­
erty tax of five cents for each $100 valua­
tion in rural fire prevention districts which 
are located in Harris County. The consti­
tution currently authorizes a property tax 
of three cents for each $100 valuation in 
rural fire prevention districts regardless of 
what county they are in.

"The constitutional amendment to au­
thorize the legislature to authorize an 
ad valorem tax rate in rural fire pre­
vention districts located in  Harris 
County of five cents on each $100 of 
taxable value o f property."

Senate Joint Resolution 33 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to permanently 
dedicate monies from the Texas Crime 
VicUms' Compensation Fund (and its aux­
iliary fund) so that they are used only for 
assisting victims of crime and not for any 
other purpose. If an episode of mass vio­
lence occurred, however, money from the 
funds could be used to assist vicUms of 
the mass violence if ail other sources of 
authorized emergency assistance were de­
pleted first.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment desig­
nating the purposes fo r which money 
in the compensation to victims of 
crime fund  and the compensation to 
victims o f crime auxiliary fund may 
be used “

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 59 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to prohibit the 
Legislature from authorizing additional 
state debt payable from the general rev­
enue fund if the resulting annual debt ser­
vice (the amount needed each year to 
make payments) would exceed five per­
cent of the annual general revenue avail­

able over the last three fiscal years, ex­
cluding revenues constitutionally dedi­
cated for purposes other than payment of 
state debt.

The term “additional state debt" does 
not include bonds that, although backed 
by the full faith and credit of the state, are 
reasonably expected to be paid from rev­
enue sources other than the general rev­
enue fund.

The proposed amendment will appear" 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment lim it­
ing the amount o f state debt payable 
from the gen cm I revenue fund  ”

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 55 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to provide that 
if the Texas Supreme Court does not act 
on a motion for a rehearing within 180 
days of the motion’s filing, the motion is 
denied.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to es­
tablish a deadline fo r supreme court 
action on a motion fo r  rehearing. "

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 8 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to establish the 
Texas Tomorrow trust fund dedicated ex­
clusively to the prepayment of tuition and 
fees for higher education. The amend­
ment would guarantee that if there is not 
enough money during any fiscal year to 
pay tlie appropriate tuition and required 
fees, the needed money will be appropri­
ated out of the first available money com­
ing into the state treasury each fiscal year.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to en­
courage persons to plan and save for 
young Texans’ coUege education, to ex­
tend the full faith and credit o f the 
state to protect the Texas tomorrow 
fund  of the prepaid higher education 
tuition program, and to establish the 
Texas tomorrow fund  as a constitu­
tionally protected trust fund. ’’

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 83 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to allow the 
legislature to set the official qualifications 
for constables.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to al­
low the legislature to prescribe the 
qualifications o f constables."
