Alleged gang members arrested in shooting

A half dozen Muleshoe teen­
agers got the scare of their lives 
Friday when an alleged New 
Mexico gang member opened 
fire on the pickup they were 
riding in.

The gunman fired four shots 
at the pickup driven by 17- 
year-o ld  M uleshoe High 
School senior Pablo “Paul” 
Olivarez as it fled north on East 
Ithaca Street following an ar­

gument, according police re­
ports.

Two Texico teenagers and 
a Texico man, all believed to 
be gang members, were ar­
rested in connection with the 
shooting and were being held 
Tuesday,each on $25,OCX)bond 
at the Bailey County Jail.

Tom Castillo, 18, the alleged 
shooter, was charged with ag­
gravated assault with a deadly 
weapon and organized crimi­
nal activity.

The rain caused a delay in 
the com harvest, but it was ben­
eficial to the recently planted 
wheat crops,Preston said.

ishable by five years to life in 
prison and or up to a $10,000 
fine. Aggravated assault with a 
deadly weapon is a second-de­
gree felony and punishable by 
two to 20 years in prison and or 
up to a $10,000 fine.

Castillo and Olivarez had 
been feuding for a while, ap­
parently over Castillo’s sister, 
who Olivarez dated, according 
to Muleshoe Police Chief Rick 
Henegar.

Castillo first confronted 
Olivarez Friday at Muleshoe 
High School after school let 
out, according to police reports.

The alleged Texico gang 
members then chased and cor­
nered Olivarez and several 
other Muleshoe youths about

100 yards north of the railroad 
tracks on Ithaca on the east side 
of town.

Police said at least six and 
up to eight Muleshoe youths 
were in the pickup at the time 
of the shooting.

After an argum ent, the 
Muleshoe teens jumped into a 
Olivarez’ gray 1978 pickup.

Standing outside the Red 
Mercury Tracer he was driv­
ing, Castillo fired at the fleeing 
pickup and in the direction of 
a residential area two blocks 
away.

Police recovered four .32 
caliber shell casings from the 
street.

Castillo caught up with 
Olivarez again at the Texaco 
station on American Boule­

vard.
After exiting the Texaco sta­

tion onto Third Street with the 
Texico men in pursuit, Olivarez 
backed his truck up and 
slammed into Castillo’s car.

O livarez told police he 
thought Castillo was going to 
shoot at him again.

A Muleshoe policeman who 
happened to be in the area first 
treated the incident as an acci­
dent.

Police frisked Castillo when 
he started acting suspiciously 
and found the revolver in a 
front pocket. It had been re­
loaded.

A search of the vehicle 
turned up a box of ammunition 
and a small amount of mari­
juana.

Fire Prevention

The Bailey County Farm 
Bureau joins local firefighters 
and others in promoting Fire 
Prevention Week, Oct. 5-11.

Each year fire prevention 
and safety is stressed to make 
adults and children more aware 
of actions to take when in a fire 
situation.

This year's theme is " Know 
When to Go: React Fast to 
Fire".

The National Fire Preven­
tion Association (NFPA) esti­
mates that approximately 80 
percent of all fire deaths in the 
United States and Canada oc­
cur in the home.

Only about one-fourth of all 
fire victims die from bums or 
heat, the rest die from inhaling 
smoke and poisonous gases or 
from lack of oxygen.

It is essential for families to 
develop a step-by-step escape 
plan for their home. Also, it is 
important that families prac­
tice the procedure at least twice 
a year.

Another safety measure is 
the installation and mainte­
nance of smoke detectors 
which can be a key to early 
warning.

In some occupancies, such 
as high rise buildings, the saf­
est action when a fire alarm 
sounds may be to stay inside a 
dwelling and protect yourself
from smoke until the fire de­
partment arrives.

In recent years, the three 
most frequent causes of house

fires in United States and Ca­
nadian homes has been: cook­
ing equipment, heating equip­
ment, and arson or suspected 
arson.

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State group predicts record corn, peanut production
AUSTIN— Record produc­

tion of com and peanuts is ex­
pected from the Sept. 1 pro­
duction forecast of spring- 
planted crops released by the 
Texas Agricultural Statistics 
Service.

The 1997 Texas corn pro­
duction is forecast at a record 
243 million bushels, up 21 per­
cent from last year and 12 per­
cent above 1995. Based on 
Sept. 1 condition, statewide 
yield is expected to average a 
record 135 bushels per acre, 23 
bushels more than in 1996, but 
unchanged from the August 1 
forecast. Harvested acreage is 
expected to be 1.8 million, the 
dame as last year.

Texas peanut production is 
expected to be up 16 percent

form last year, to 796.5 million 
pounds. Statewide yield, at a 
record 2,700 pounds per acre, 
is 100 pounds above last year, 
while harvested acreage is up 
11 percent, to 295 thousand 
acres. Irrigated peanuts have 
made good progress across the 
state this year, but dryland pea­
nuts suffered form some dry­
ness during August.

Upland cotton crop is ex­
pected to total 5.4 million bales, 
up 400,000 from August 1 and 
24 percent above 1996. Har­
vested acreage is estimated at 
5.3 million acres, 29 percent 
more than last year. "Except 
for some lateness, growing 
conditions have been gener­
ally good across the state," ac­
cording to State Statistician

Dennis Findley. The yield is 
expected to average 489 pounds 
per acre, compared with 509 
pounds last year.

Sorghum production is fore­
cast at 104.1 million hundred­
weight (cwt), 2 percent above 
last year but unchanged from 
last month. Harvested acreage 
is estimated at 3.15 million 
acres, down 17 percent form 
last year when sorghum re­
placed some lost cotton. Yield, 
at 3,304 pounds per acre, is 
expected to be 616 pounds 
above last year.

The 1997 Texas soybean 
crop is forecast at 10.8 million 
bushels, up 54 percent form 
last year's production. Har­
vested acreage is expected to

jump by 48 percent, and yield 
is expected to average 27.0 
bushels per acre, compared 
with 26.0 last year.

United States corn produc­
tion, at 9.27 billion bushels, is 
virtually unchanged from last 
year's crop. A yield of 125.2 
bushels per acre is forecast, 
down 1.9 bushels form last year. 
The sorghum crop is expected 
to decrease 19 percent, to 365.8 
million cwt. The U.S. Upland 
cotton crop is expected to total 
17.9 million bales, down 3 per­
cent from last year. Soybean 
production is forecast at 2.75 
billion bushels, 15 percent 
above last year. The U.S. pea­
nut crop is estimated at 3.7 
billion pounds, the same as a 
year ago.

EPA amends guidelines for Tilt useage
AUSTIN — Agriculture Commissioner Rick Perry an­

nounced that the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has 
amended the Section 18 specific exemption to use Tilt fungi­
cide (propiconazole) to control ergot in grain sorghum

Grower will be able to continue using Tilt fungicide until 
Nov. 30. The original deadline was Oct. 31.

The amendment also allows sorghum stover to be fed to 
livestock as long as the 21-day post harvest interval is ob­
served. Also the 105-day rotational crop restriction, specified 
in the original Section 18, does not apply to sorghum as long as 
there is an active Section 18 accompanying tolerances for use.

Applicators must have a copy of the Section 18 label and a 
copy of the amendment before they may apply Tilt Fungicide.
