More snow expected after weekend storm

Four inches of snow blanketed the area this 
weekend and more is on the way according to the 
National W eather Service in Lubbock.

The weather service was predicting four to six 
inches of snow in the next 36 hours at press time 
Monday night, with the precipitation ending well 
before Christmas Eve. A NWS spokesman did say 
there was chance enough snow would be left on the 
ground Thursday to make it a white Christmas.

“W e’re getting ready for what’s coming this 
week,” Muleshoe City Manager James Fisher said

Monday afternoon.
The City did minor snow removal and sanded 

trouble spots during the weekend storm, Fisher 
said.

The storm started as freezing rain, which re­
sulted in several minor accidents and rollovers 
along U.S. Highway 84 Saturday, according to 
local law officials.

The worst conditions were in the afternoon and 
early evening Saturday. Department of Public 
Safety Trooper L.G. Kirk reported two rollovers 
and at least a dozen vehicles that slid off the road 
and into the ditch along on a four-mile stretch of

Highway 84 east of Muleshoe.
The most serious accident occurred Sunday 

morning when a vehicle headed westbound on 
Highway 84 slid off the road and slammed broad­
side into a tree. Three adults from the Houston area 
travelling in the car were treated for minor injuries 
at Muleshoe Area Medical Center and later re­
leased.

“I really don’t know how many (accidents) 
there were, but we worked a slew of them,” Bailey 
County Sheriff Jerry Hicks said. “There were way
