It has been years since the de-
linquent tax list has been pub-
lished in Scurry County. All
nearby counties are doing it, and

The law specifically requires
said delinquent tax list be
published and we are asking why
it has not been published, the
land sold and let title go to men

It takes so much money to pay

| Scurry County taxes, and when |
lands and lots are left without
taxes being paid, the extra tax

money is placed on those who do
pay their taxes, to make up for |
lands and lots on which taxes are |
not paid. Therefore, it is to the|
interest of every tax payer in
Scurry County to see that such
lands are advertised and sold to
parties who will pay the taxes. By
this method owners of lands and
lots in Scurry County will have
their taxes greatly reduced, being
assisted in paying the county tax|
by tax money received from prop-
erty on which taxes have not been
paid in the past.

Tax payers and owners of lands |
and lote in this county who have |
been paying their taxes regularly |
year should demand that |
such property be advertised zlmli
then sold to people who pay thvir'
taxes. If this is done and lands
sold to men who will pay taxes |
every year, the taxes of those |
paying their taxes every year will |

| be greatly reduced by an addition |

of tax money on property hereto-
fore passed by untaxed, or if

: |
taxed, no money was received on

[ said taxation, because some land |
owners and lot owners failed to|

pay their taxes on said lands and
lots.

This is one law that should be
adhered to, just the same as other
laws that should e obeyed. To
violate one law leaves a gap down
for the violation of other laws.
Those in authority should not vio-
late one law while admonishing
to obey the law. Let everybody
obey all laws until they are re-
pealed. Our laws should be
obeyed by the high, the low, the
rich, the poor, in fact, by every-
body.

The News has received the following
statement from B. F. Yoakum, 535 Fifth
Avenue, New York City, making reply
to a statement given out by Senator E.
G. Senter of Dallas, in which the posi-
tion of Mr., Yoakum on the question of
farm relief was discussed:

I note in The Dallas News that my old
and valued friend, Senator Senter, has
taken my utterances and your editorial
as a text for an extended interview on
the farm problem.

Senator Senter would not knowingly,
I am sure, misrepresent my views, al-
though I know he understands my posi-
tion on that question.

In a speech I made in Lincoln, Neb.,
in 1911, before the State Board of Agri-
culture, I said:

“Farmers have listened to political
agitators, but they have nothing sub-
stantial to offer in the way of lower cost
in handling farm products, and larger
return to farmers.”

In 1912, at the Texas State Fair at
Dallas, in discussing agriculture before
the national producers, I said:

“Its basic principles should be to
formulate and put in operation a system
of selling and distributing the produets
of the field in such a way that they will
go as directly to the consumers as good
business organization will permit and
with the least expense.”

Not a Recent Convert

From this vou will observe that, un-
like the Senator, I am not a recent con-
vert to the farmers’ cause.

I have not varied from the principle
I was then preaching one iota, and no
one knows it better than my friend Sen-
ter.

For over twenty years I have been
fighting for justice to the farmer

through some method that will assure
him a fair price for his products. I do
not oppose, and never have opposed,
putting the Government behind the
farming industry. In faect, I strongly
favor Government aid and financial as-
sistance, but not Government control of
and dictation to the farmer.

I have strenuously opposed the Me-
Nary-Haugen bill because it is thorough-
ly practical and un-Democratic and of-
fers no permanent solution to the prob-
lem, but in the long run would be
destructive and disastrous. That bill
would create a board of twelve members
who would be the overlords of the
farmers with $400,000,000 at their
command and with absolute authority
to assess the farmers unlimited millions
in the shape of an “equalization fee.”

Undemocratic and Destructive

On one commodity—wheat—it was
generally agreed, during the discussions
in Congress, that to carry out the pro-
visions of the MeNary-Haugen hill an
“equalization bill” of 40c a bushel
would be necessary. This, based on
650,000,000 bushels of marketed wheat,
would mean $260,000,000 from that one
single commodity. This is why I am
fighting to save the farmers from such
outrageous position in which the politi-
cians are willing to see them placed.

The farmers would have no voice
whatever in the choice of this board,
which would exercise supreme power,
more than was ever placed under the
control of twelve men to exercise with
unlimited power.

Was there ever anything more un-
democratic than that, more destructive
to the farmer?

Agriculture embraces more than
eighty distinet products. No twelve
men living could cope with it all from a
marketing standpoint. The field is too
wide, the interest too varied.

The idea that the McNary-Haugen
bill, as Mr. Senter says, represents the
best thought and study of the farmers of
the West, or any one else eompetent to
couider such a complex problem, is per-

fectly absurd. It was hatched up by the
farm politicians, the crowd that is al-
ways plaving farm politics, and was
driven by them through Congress under
whip. They held threats over Congress-
men that they would be defeated if they
did not vote for it.

“Put Coolidge in a Hole”

Not half of the Congressmen really
favored it as a practical relief measure,
but some voted for it because they be-
lieved it would “put Coolidge in a hole.”
There was never a measure before Con-
gress in which shrewder, more unprin-
cipled politics was played than in the
passage of that bill.

I, a lifelong Democrat, am opposed to
the election of Governor Smith because
of the unwarranted stand he has taken
against the farmers of the Nation in
trying to put over the discarded Me-
Nary-Haugen bhill. He is enlisting al-
leged advocates, like my friend Senter,
because the Senator is a Democrat and
is pledged to support the Democratic
party in any event.

On the other hand, Mr. Hoover in his
speeches has announced that the Repub-
lican party will undertake the reorgani-
zation of the marketing system on
sounder and more economic lines, and
will build up with Federal finance farm-
er-owned and farmer-controlled stabili-
zation corporations which will protect
the farmers from depressions and peri-
odical surpluses. His fundamental con-
cept of agriculture is one “controlled by
its own members, organized to fight its
own economic battles and determine its
own destinies.”

Never in the history of this country
has a plainer, a more definite, specific
principle been enunciated than in Hoov-
er's announcement.

Governor Smith’s Proposal

What is Governor Smith’s proposal? I
challenge any one, including Senator
Senter, to state any definite or specific
farm plan set forth by Governor Smith,
anything clear and practical as to what
he would do in the interest of the farm-
ers of the country, except to indorse the
principles of the discarded MeceNary-
Haugen bill, and promise to call a con-
ference of farm leaders to prepare some
kind of a plan. That would make the
,seventh investigation and public con-
ference held within the last twenty-five
yvears to ascertain why the farmer is
“busted” and what could be done to aid
him in the next five or ten yvears. This
only means that Governor Smith has no
plan, but hopes that they can work out
something after the election.

Senator Senter intimates that Gover-
nor Smith would accept whatever the
conference handed him. The leaders
that the Governor has been conferring
with are mainly those who poured all
they had into the McNary-Haugen caul-
dron. If he proposes to take that ‘“‘dev-
il’s brew,” the country ought to know it.

I can hardly conceive that Senator
Senter really believes in the MeNary-
Haugen scheme. Knowing his high
standing, integrity and splendid ability,
I am sure that if the question as te
whether he favored farmers merchan-
dising their own products or becoming
gserfs under a political board was
brought to him to decide upon after 6
o'clock on Nov. 6, he would decide that
the farmers are just as much entitled to
own and control their business as any
other industry.

Any farmer whe will vote for a presi-
dential candidate who has been flirting
with the McNary-Haugenites on the one
hand, and at the same time dodging the
“equalization fee” provided for in that
bill, is not doing justice to himself or to
his family.

The time has come when farmers are
going to demand their rights, and their
right to handle their own business in-
stead of entrusting their all to a political
board in Washington.
