Time to Make Returns
Before Workers Call

Severa! hundred census re-
port blanks will be mailed out
to Scurry county farmers with-
in the next few days, accord-
ing to County Agent W. O.
Lozan for the most complete
farm census ever to be under-
taken by Uncle Sam. County
agents in all parts of the Unit-
ed States are co-operating in
this move,

The census proper will not
begin until April 1st, but My,
Logan will receive the blanks
from Dr. I. E. Barr, supervisor
of this district and the blanks
will be mailed out to simplify
the work of the enumerators.

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‘;Eyes” of Youth
Need Attention
in Qur Schools

Snyder School Authorities
Interested in Recent
Revelations

Is the eyesight of the pupils of
the public schools of Snyder and
Scurry County being conserved and
protected to the greatest possible
degree? If not, those in authority
at our schools should take steps to
do so, according to the opinion of a
local resident who has given con-
siderable thought to this particular
subject

It is pointed out that the num- |
ber of pupils and people generally |
who suffer with defective eyesight
is very alarming. It is understood
that there is a very high percentage
of school children who have de-
fective vision in one eye. There are
a similar number who suffer with
poor eyesight in both eyes, but the
percentage of these is of course not
nearly so great as those who have
one or the other eye aflected. |

Within the past several years con- I
siderable research work has been |
done in this connection, and the re- !
sults have been most beneficial. Ity
has been found that in many in-
stances children who were

seem=
ingly dull in their studies were suf- |
fering with poor vision, and when
this was corrected, they were like
different pupils. Teeth were like-

wise responsible for a lot of the
trouble. They went right ahead in
their studies and were able to keep
abreast of the smartest pupils In
their classes |

An interesting magazine article

sometime ago related the story of |
a girl who said that she always sat
at the back of the room in the class
she attended She said she was
never able to read what was put on
the blackboard and had it very hard
in keeping up with her studies. As
a matter of fact she gave it as her
opinion that her teachers promoted
her from one class to another just
to make room for other classes com-
ing in during the next year. Upon
examination, she was found to have
very poor eyesight, and steps were
taken to correct it, after which she
showed rapid improvement in her
school work.

In this work of research, there
has been developed many improved
methods for instruction of children

The special equipment
class rooms consists of
desks which admit of the children
putting them in different parts of
the room at different times of the
day where they can see the black-
boards and get the most beneficial
light on the work they are doing
The
ing a soft light, and the surface of
the walls is dull and not glazed. On
the blackboard yellow chalk is
used, and this reduces the eye
strain.

The children under treatment are
always required to sit with the light
coming over their left shoulder. In
dark days, the rooms are provided
with a special system of lighting
which enables the class to continue
its work without interruption. Spe-
cial books with very large print are
used. On account of the large print
it is necessary to have what is us-
ually printed in one text book for
normal children made up in several
volumes. The children are not per-
mitted to do any reading at home,
and all of their school work is done
in the class room under the direc-
tion of the instructor in charge.

The result of this special train-
ing with this special equipment has
bren a revelation to the school au-
thorities where the plan has been
put into effect.

THE CURSE OF ANY CONVICTION LIES IN NOT
HAVING ENOUGH OF IT

I talked to a man the other day who sald he was convinced that this
was a good town, and that he had faith in it, but he was not enthusiastic
about it. A case pure and simple where the “curse of the conviction”
was in not having enough of it.

That is true with many people. Ask them what they think about the |
place where they live, and they are of this epinion, and they guess some-
thing else, and like this man, are convinced of something, but they play
around, dabbling their feet in the edge of the water, so to speak, instead |
of diving in

Faith in a community is a fine thing, and “falth” they say, “can |
move mountains,” but I like very much what Dr. Frank Crane said about
it. He said, “the only faith that could move a mountain (and I add even
an ant-hilD) is the faith that uses dynamite along with it.”

I asked this man if he was in love with his town. He deliberately
Jaughed at me and then said “Love is blind.” That being the case, I know
many, many towns where most of the people must be head ove
their community, for they are as blind as the proverbial bat to its advan-
tages; things that are actually driving business and people out of their
town are staring them square in the face, but they do not see them,

There are many people, and perhaps you are one of them, who say
there often is too much enthusiasm in community affairs—people get all
excited over some particular thing, a new factory or booster eampaign as
an example, and that is all that ever comes of it. Everybody gets “all
het up”, makes a big fuss and a lot of noise, but that's all it ever amounts
to. Well, that often happens; but it isn't because of too much enthu-
slasm-—it is just inability to control it.

That is natural—the desire to make a splash when you jump in the
puddle is second nature with all of us, and it is legitimate, too.

The trouble usually is due to the fact that a few people, who really
down deep in their hearts want to do something for the town, get an idea
(and everything has to start with an idea, you know, and it looks like a
good thing. They start to put it over, have a public meeting or two, and
the papers, always willing and ready to do their part, give it a lot of
space, and you and everybody knows about it

Then vou say something to your neighbor, friend or fellow-worker
about it. It looks o. k. to you and you say “what do you think about what
these fellows are going to do"? and the other fellow says “there is noth-
ing to it” or “it's a graft for those fellows to put something over”, or “it's
just a stunt for the birds that are selling it to make a lot of ‘jack’ out
of it".

That cools you down. You see your conviction was good, but you
did not have enough of it to come back and say “what's the matter, you're
sore because you're not in on it and can't run it?" or “of course thev are
going to get something out of it, what do you suppose they are doing it
for?: but T will get something out of it too and so will you IF it goes
over, but I will have nothing more than I've got now if it doesn't.”

Now if there are enough cases where folks who are at first convinced,
but not enough to stay convinced in the face of a few knockers who crab
everything reeardless, or by remarks of those who do not stop to think,
then these fellows who really wanted to do something, but cannot do it
all themselves, get discouraged because you won't get behind and push
the thing along: and when that happens the whole thing, no matter how
good it was in the beginning, falls through.

So you see Snyder is somewhat like a flivver. Somebody has to turn
on the switch and step on the starter. Then if there is gas in the tank,
and vou furnish the spark of enthusiasm when the spark is needed, the
little old bugey will keep rolling along, going places with you a com-
fortable passenger.
