The problems of a citizens who is physi-
cally and resourcefully unable to pay 
utilities was discussed. The welfare 
department has been paying but they say 
they no longer can. The city does have a 
policy in which the bill must be paid by 
the last day of the month or power is 
refused. Three citizens and i business 
outstanding bills were discussed. 

The meeting was then adjourned.

Friday, June 20, the coun-
ty commissioners received 2 proposals for 
the lease of the Callahan General Hos-
pital. The hearing was opened by Judge 
Mack Kniffen in the commissioners 
court room. There were 18 persons pre-
sent for the hearing of the proposals. 

The first proposal was presented by 
the United Hospital Corporation out of 
Memphis, Tenn. They are a hospital 
management company and own a few 
hospitals. They are a small, privately own-
ed company. They own one hospital in 
Goldwaithe and are presently working on 
negotiations for another in Lam Pasas 
and possible management services in 
San Saba, Gorman and other surrounding 
areas. 

Jim Henson and Jim Provensal were 
the mediators for the Tennessee com-
pany. Their proposal was to lease the hos-
pital for 5 years at a charge of $1,000.00 
per month. They wish to purchase the 
present inventory from whoever owns 
them for cash. They intend to continue 
all leases on the current equipment such 
as the X-ray equipment which is now rent-
ed at a price of $700.00 a month. They will 
bring in their own administrator and will 
do most of their purchasing from their 
own company. They're intention is to 
project a new system by new methods. 
They will continue to employ townspeople 
and will care for indigent patients, though 
they wish to do this through social ser-
vices and medicaid. They feel that they 
can save money through centralization of 
purchasing, computerization and over all 
better management through administra-
t inn.

The City Council met in a regular 
meeting Monday, June 23, 1980 at 7 p.m. 

The minutes were read and approved. 
The first proposal of the meeting was 

about the Baird landfill. Mayor A.N. 
Johnson of Clyde accepted a proposal 
from the Baird City Council to share the 
landfill with Clyde for $1,285.00 a month 
for a 1 year contract to begin hopefully 
July 1. Mayor Brame wanted to read final 
contract before the final decision was 
made. The final decision will be made 
July 14 giving the city attorney time to 
go over the contract. 

The second order of business was to 
reexecute an agreement with Continental 
Telephone. The ordinance passed. The 
ordinance granted a franchise to the tele-
phone company to do business in Baird. 

Mr. Henson suggested that they would 
wish to deal directly with a hospital 
committee and suggested that the com-
mittee place $300.00 a month in a escrow 
fund for equipment. The equipment 
bought with the escrow money would be-
long to the county. Anything under 
$300.00 they would purchase themselves. 
They also mentioned changing the 
decor of the hosital which would be their 
responsibility. 

Dr. Gayao begin his proposal by saying 
that he realized that the hospital still 
had problems. He reminded the commis-
sioners that he wasn't in management 
and that he was only a physician, but he 
was learning the ropes. He stated that the 
hospital presently has department heads 
which allows for imput from each area of 
the hospital. James Paul Shanks, Dr. 
Gayao' s spokesman stated that they wish-
ed to continue the current operation with 
a lease agreement for 5 years at $200.00 
a month. Dr. Gayao also stated that 
indigent patients will be accepted and al-
though he, himself was not satisfied with 
the hospital's presnet situation, the com-
missioners ' s must have noted the consid-
erable changes and improvements that 
have been made in the past 5 years in 
which the hospital has been leased to 
Dr. Gayao. 

After questions were asked of both 
parties, Judge Kniffen recessed the-
