Murder
suspect
captured
■ Phone tip 
leads police 
to NM motel

Fugitive Muleshoe murder 
suspect Gilbcrto "Tito'’ Reyes 
was apprehended late Sunday 
night in a Portales, N.M. motel 
room after three months on the 
run.

Reyes was wanted by Mule­
shoe police in connection with 
the abduction and murder of 
19-year-old Yvette Barraz of 
Muleshoe in March.

The 24-year-old Muleshoe 
man and former boyfriend of 
Barraz was indicted Monday 
by a Bailey County grand jury 
on one count oi capital murder.

He was arraigned Tuesday 
morning in Roosevelt County 
Magistrate Court on one count 
of being a fugitive from justice. 
He refused to waive extradi­
tion, according to a court clerk.

Muleshoe police will now 
seek a governor's warrant from 
Texas toextradite Reyes, which 
could lake 30-45 days, accord­
ing to Muleshoe police Lt. Otis 
Carpenter.

Reyes remains in custody at 
the Roosevelt County Deten­
tion Center without bail. Reyes 
also faces charges of unautho­
rized use of a motor vehicle, 
possession of a firearm by a 
felon and aggravated assault .

Muleshoe police would not 
comment on the case, citing a 
March gag order issued by Dis­
trict Judge Felix Klein of 
Littlefield. However, they did 
say that they were working on 
extraditions papers.

Acting on a phone tip, Clovis 
police used Caller ID to trace 
several calls Reyes made from 
the Sands Motel to an indi­
vidual in Clovis, according to 
Portales police Capt. Lonnie 
Berry.

Portales police went to the 
motel at about 11:30 p.m. 
(CDT) Sunday and arrested 
Reyes without incident, Berry 
said. Reyes was alone at the 
time.

The owner of the motel said 
Reyes was with two other 
Mexican men when he paid for 
a room earlier in the day. The 
men told the motel owner they 
had traveled from Mexico.

He said the men returned 
later looking for Reyes along

precise replica models

Bud Andrew carves memories out of 
wood.

Many are his — like the single-engine 
Bellanca plane on which he proposed to 
his wife or the 1924 school bus he rode 
on while growing up in Olton. Others 
just chronicle time.

"I call it a hobby, but I work at it all 
the time,” the 78-year-old Andrew said.

The retired airplane mechanic works 
about 35-40 hours a week in the shop 
outside his Olton home, sometimes

working until 10 or 11 at night — 
although he does allow for an occasional 
midday nap.

“I never get tired of working.” he 
said. “I just get tired.”

His incredible eye for detail in the 
scale-model cars, tractors and planes he 
builds drew a throng of onlookers 
Saturday during the Muleshoe Kiwanis 
Club’s seventh annual Farm Toy Show' 
at the Bailey County Coliseum. The 
miniature replicas crafted from maple 
and walnut shimmered like blonde 
statues on his display table.

A 1931 Model-T replica, a car he 
once owned, sports running lights and 
tiny brake and gas pedals — all made of

wood — and shammy-covered seats. 
Even the wheels are made of wood.

The centerpieces of his display table 
were a three-foot replica of a 
Gulfstream IV jet and a 1995 Olton ISD 
International school bus. The jet is the

Commissioners discuss limiting overtime

Concerned about mounting em­
ployee compensation time and 
overtime, the Bailey County Com­
m issio n ers’ C ourt M onday 
discussed revamping the guidelines 
during its regular monthly meeting 
at the Courthouse.

"The Department of Labor said 
that we can no longer regu late when 
an employee takes compensatory 
time and that’s where we are at 
now ,” Bailey County Judge

Marilyn Cox said.
A ccording to Cox, Bailey 

County employees are often asked 
to take compensation time in place 
of overtime to save the County 
money. An hour and a half of 
"comp” time is awarded for every 
hour of overtime, which pays time- 
and-a-half.

“The problem is that we need to 
regulate overtime because these are 
our tax dollars at work and we want 
to save the taxpayers when at all 
possible,” Cox said later in an in­

terview.
Controlling the amount of over­

time is often difficult, Cox said. 
Especially in the law enforcement 
field, where emergencies do not 
always happen from 9 to 5, Mon­
day through Friday, she said.

Michelle Arseneau, a represen­
tative from the Texas Association 
of Counties, discussed with the 
Commissioners' Court several 
ways of effectively controlling the 
amount of overtime worked.

“Starting the work week on the

weekend will help the employer 
foresee any overtime, and if needed, 
they can give the employee time 
off before the pay period ends to 
avoid unnecessary overtim e,” 
Arseneau said.

The proposed policy revision 
states that all overtime for Bailey 
County employees will have to be 
approved in advance. It also states 
that if an employee has accumu­
lated more than 40 hours, or will

June 17 at The Ballpark in Arlington.

McClanahan hit .434 and led the 
team with nine home runs and 33 RBI.

with a heavy-set woman.
"We plan to investigate any­

body and everybody who might 
have aided him in avoiding 
prosecution for the last three 
months," said Muleshoe police 
Lt. Otis Carpenter.

Muleshoe police believe 
Reyes abducted Barraz March 
11 from the parking lot of a 
Muleshoe restaurant where she 
worked as a waitress.

Based on evidence gathered 
in the restaurant parking lot, 
Muleshoe Police Chief Don 
Carter said at the time that he 
believed Barraz “sustained in­
juries that resulted in her death

while she was still in Mule­
shoe.” Barraz was found dead 
in the back seat of her car two 
days later in the border town of 
Presidio.

A bloody claw hammer was 
found at the scene, according 
to Presidio County Justice of 
the peace Daniel Bodine, who 
listed the cause of death asblunt 
force trauma to the head.

Reyes was last seen cross­
ing into Mexico.

U.S. Customs agents de­
tained and questioned Reyes 
on March 12—just seven hours 
after he allegedly abducted 
Barraz and just hours before he 
was identified as the prime sus­

pect —  but he was released.
He had drawn the attention 

of customs agent because of a 
series of burglaries in the 
Presidio area and the unusual 
time he was crossing into 
Mexico.

The school board voted to 
accept a bid from the Texas 
Association of School Boards 
Risk Management Pool for 
property and liability coverage 
for the 1998-99 school year.

The $39,549 premium is 
$3,000 less than last year.

Superintendent Bill Moore 
commented that the school dis­

trict is fortunate to get such a 
competitive bid, especially in 
light of the unusually high num­
ber of claims the district filed 
this year.

The school district is having 
insurance work done on all four 
of the school buildings plus 
replacing junior high gymna­
sium floor that was warped by 
flooding.

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Grass fire 
at Refuge 
M onday

An short in a power line 
sparked a grass fire Monday 
that burned about 160 acres of 
grassland, including part of the 
Muleshoe National Wildlife 
Refuge.

The fire started about 9:30 
a.m. in the southwest comer of 
the Refuge east of Highway 
214, according to Wildlife Ref­
uge manager Don Clapp.

The Muleshoe Volunteer 
Fire Department and Bailey 
County workers helped to con­
trol the fire, but not before it 
had consumed approximately 
60 acres of Refuge land and 
100 acres of grassland of a 
neighboring ranch.

"For the refuge, it was prob­
ably a good thing because the 
grass stands tend to get old and 
will clump," Clapp said. "Burn­
ing helps to regenerate the grass 
and when it grows back it pro­
vides an even cover."

Clapp said no wildlife habi­
tat was destroyed.

Even though the wind was 
relatively clam, it did cause 
some problems, according to 
Bailey County Precinct4 Com­
missioner Bennie Claunch.

"The wind must have shifted 
some because the fire was start­
ing to diminish when it changed 
to a northerly  direction,"
Claunch said. "That's when we 
had to stop it because there was 
nothing but grassland on that 
side that would have spread 
quickly."

Texas Gov. George W. Bush 
said Monday that 80 percent of 
Texas is in drought and severe 
fire danger and issued an emer­
gency proclamation for 207 
counties, including all of the 
Panhandle-South Plains region.

The Texas Forest Service 
has listed the fire danger in the 
counties covered by the proc­
lamation as "extreme."

"Texas is already dry, and 
we face a long, hot summer,"
Bush said.

have by the end of the pay 
period, County officials can 
send the employee home early 
or have them report later than 
scheduled.

The proposed policy will 
also contain a progressive dis­
ciplinary plan.

On the first offense, the 
County will pay the overtime 
and issue a warning. The sec­
ond offense, the County will 
pay the overtime, but the em­
ployee will be suspended 
without pay for three days. On 
the third offense, the County 
will still pay the overtime, but 
the employee will be termi­
nated without exceptions. The 
policy change does not include 
part-time employees, but would 
include all full-time employees.

“If you can afford to pay the 
overtime, we recommend that 
you pay i t , and that will avoid 
the building up of compensa­
tory time,” Arseneau said.

The Commissioners' Court 
tabled the motion until its next 
meeting, which is scheduled 
for June 24.

Backyard ponds have many 
of the same benefits as farm 
ponds. Though small — usu­
ally three to four feet in diam­
eter, they can draw wildlife to 
your backyard as well as add­
ing a scenic addition. Here are 
some tips on installing a back­
yard pond:

■ Locate it in view of a deck 
or patio where everyone can 
enjoy it. Plan to landscape 
around the pond to provide 
habitat for frogs and birds that 
need land and water.

■ Be sure electrical service 
is available for pumps and fil­
ters as well as lighting. Most 
sights will require lining with 
an impervious material.

■ A flexible liner made of 
sheets of strong plastic is gen­
erally the easiest and least ex­
pensive to install. A wooden 
half barrel with a liner makes a

small, above-ground pond.
■ Don't make the pond too 

small or shallow. Minimum 
depth for fish is 18 inches and 
a deep end of 2 to 3 feet is 
recommended.

■ Free-floating plants, such 
as duckweed, are an integral 
part of keeping the water in 
your pond clear. Use native 
plants that are recommended 
for yourarea. Submerged pots 
of water lilies, iris spikerush, 
arrow-arum and other native 
wetlands plants can also be 
used.

■Consider filling a small 
area with sand or gravel to cre­
ate a shallow area where bees 
and butterflies can drink.

Central Texas being overrun by grasshoppers

COLLEGE STATION — 
Farmers, ranchers and home 
gardeners in Central Texas al­
ready are battling the searing 
effects of drought and heat on 
their crops. But now they are 
facing one more enemy — 
grasshoppers.

Grasshoppers by the thou­
sands are moving from pastures 
into corn, sorghum and cotton 
fields,said Dr. Cliff Hoelscher, 
entomologist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

“Crops begin to get threat­
ened when you have three to 
seven grasshoppers per square 
yard," Hoelscher said, “and 1 
have seen areas where there 
have been up to 30 per square 
yard.”

Left untreated, grasshoppers 
can chew up 50 percent to 60 
percent of expected yields of 
field crops. One home gardener 
in Caldwell reported picking

peas one day and coming back 
the next day and finding noth­
ing but stalks.

The drought is being blamed 
for the exploding populations 
rain will normally drown a 
number of the newly hatched 
nymphs. Since there has been 
no rain, the nymphs were able 
to grow into adults.

“The dry weather we ’ re hav­
ing has allowed all hatching 
nymphs to survive, thus caus­
ing these trem endous 
numbers,” Hoelscher said.

A crop duster in Marlin has 
already begun treating a large 
acreage of corn and sorghum, 
Hoelscher said. Grasshoppers 
are moving into cotton fields 
from pastures. Irrigated crops 
entice grasshoppers, but even 
in non-irrigated fields, enough 
lush growth exists to attract the 
insects in large numbers.

Spot treatment and treating 
margins around fields and plots 
is a good management strategy

for crops and home gardens, he 
said. Bait formulations are not 
good alternatives because the 
problem is so serious and it 
takes two or three weeks to 
provide control, he said.

Approved insecticides for 
the home lawn and garden in­
clude Sevin, malathion, and 
diazinon.

Rangelands can be sprayed 
with Sevin plus crop oil. 
malathion and ULV malathion 
(very d ifferen t from 
malathion). ULV malathion 
applied by air is the least costly 
treatment and has the best re­
sidual control.

“The big dilemma here is 
that ranchers need the grazing, 
and their grazing is being cut 
short by drought. But it is also 
expensive to treat these areas. 
Ranchers need to weigh the 
damage versus the benefits and 
the costs of achieving control,” 
Hoelscher said.

Since eggs hatch into

nymphs in non-crop areas, 
these need to be treated before 
nymphs grow wings and mi­
grate into tender growing 
vegetables or crops. Approved 
pesticides for non-crop areas 
include asana XL, diazinon, 
orthene, malathion ULV, and 
Sevin.

Trees and shrubs can be pro­
tected with dursban, malathion, 
orthene, and diazinon sprays. 
Home gardeners can use plas­
tic mesh available from 
hardware or home supply stores 
to physically protect plants such 
as tomatoes.

The Extension service has 
published a guide called, 
“Grasshoppers and Their Con­
trol,” (L5201).

It is available from county 
Extension offices or on the en­
tomology homepage.

Experts offer tips on home water conservation
Texans must be more effi­

cient in their use of water inside 
the more in order to decrease 
costs and to preserve our most 
precious natural resource, the 
Texas Water Development 
Board reports.

The increasing cost of ex­
panding water supplies and the 
limited availability of water in 
some areas of the state lead ex­
perts to believe that Texans need 
to take drastic measures to con­
serve water in the home.

Since 75 percent of the water 
used in the home is in the bath­
room, it is a good idea to look 
there for ways to minimize wa­
ter use.

The most effective conserva­
tion step in the home is to install 
a low-flow showerhead. This 
will lessen water use by 50 per­
cent. Also, taking a short shower 
instead of a bath will help reduce 
water usage.

Updating the model of toilet 
in your bathroom can also help 
minimize the amount of water 
used the home. Older models 
can use up to seven gallons of 
water per flush, while newer 
models use only 1.6 gallons. It is 
important to remember not to 
use the toilet as a trash can for 
paper and facial tissues because 
this uses an unnecessary amount

of water. Simply turning off the 
faucet whi le brushing your teeth 
or washing your face or hands 
can save a considerable amoant 
of water. Also, installing a low- 
flow faucet aerator can save up 
to one-half the water being used.

The kitchens another area in 
the home that uses a significant 
amount of water. The first step is 
to run water only when it is ab­
solutely necessary.

Soaking post and pans before 
washing, placing frozen foods 
in a pan of hot water instead of 
letting the hot water runover 
them, and keeping a pitcher of 
water in the refrigerator instead 
of letting the faucet run until it is 
cold enough are three examples 
of how to minimize water use in 
the kitchen.

The dishwater and the wash­
ing machine are two of the 
biggest wasters of water. In or­
der to save water, wash only full 
loads and adjust the water level 
to match the size of the load. 
Both are also available in water 
saving models, which are usu­
ally the same price as the regular 
models.

Another way to save water is 
to be sure that the water heater 
thermostat is not set too high. 
This wastes water because the 
water has to be mixed with cold

water before it is used. Also, be 
sure to fix all water leaks. Leaks 
account for at least 10 percent of 
the water bill. If the source of the 
leak is a hot water faucet, it is not 
only a waste of water, but a 
waste of energy.

A toilet with a silent leak of 
one cup of water a minute wastes 
about 2,700 gallons of water a 
month. A toilet leak occurs when 
water escapes from the tank into 
the bowl. This may or may not 
be seen or heard.

Silent leaks are very com­
mon and are often missed. To 
determine if you toilet has a si­
lent leak, place a few drops of 
food coloring into the tank. Wait 
a few minutes and if color ap­
pears in the toilet bowl, there is 
silent leak.

Another common leak is a 
faucet leak. These are usually 
very obvious and are very inex­
pensive and easy to fix. 
Generally, by replacing the O 
rings, the leak will be Fixed. It is 
a fact that Texans spend more 
than one billion dollars annually 
on new or expanded water sup­
ply facilities. By making a few 
changes in the way we use water 
on our homes, it is possible to 
reduce costs and make more ef­
ficient use of the states water 
resources.

Children can benefit from 
summer jobs in countless ways 
depending on their individual 
development and the opportu­
nities around them, according 
to Dr. Lynn White, a Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
family economist specialist.

White said many children 
begin earning money as early 
as 9 and 12 years old. However, 
she said, most occupations re­
quire a child to be at least 14 
due to health and safety codes. 
Other jobs require them to be at 
least 18 or 21, depending upon 
whether they are around haz­
ardous equipment, serving al­
cohol or driving while on the 
job.

White said good first jobs 
range from baby-sitting, mow­
ing yards, running errands, hav­
ing a paper route, and washing 
cars to utilizing personal com­
puter skills.

"It depends on the child and 
,the opportunities around them, 
but it needs to be something 
that is within their level of re­
sponsibility they can assume," 
White said.

White recommends parents 
talk with their children about 
the kinds of things they con­
sider their talents and their in­
terests and then look and see 
how to market them in the neigh­
borhood.

She also encourages parents 
teach their children some basic 
money management skills. She 
said children often spend more

money as they earn more money 
rather than learning to save it 
and set goals.

"Learning not to consume 
every penny the moment they 
get it is really as important as 
getting the job," White said. 
"Learning how to make money 
do what they want it to do for 
them is as critical a life skill as 
learning to make the money."

White said the main benefit 
a child can gain from working 
is an understanding about how 
the economy functions. They 
can appreciate what other busi­
nesses must do in order to 
provide the things that they are 
able to buy.

She said children also learn 
to manage time and set priori­
ties so that they have time to

work and play as well as bal­
ance their family responsibili­
ties.

"It helps them to start realiz- 
ing that time has econom ic value 
and they begin to see that some 
jobs are given certain value 
while other jobs are given a 
greater or lesser value," White 
said.

She said children can look 
through the want ads for sum­
mer jobs. Children can also ad­
vertise their own talents by ad­
vertising their skills and phone 
numbers on the World Wide 
Web or in papers. White also 
suggests young people actually 
visit businesses where they are 
interested in working to inquire 
about possible jobs.

Now Texas telephone users face 
a new  problem: ‘ cram m in g” 
Cram m ing occurs w hen unex­
p lained charges m ysteriously ap­
pear on your local phone b ill for 
services you never know ingly or­
dered, authorized, received, or used  
T hese charges can range anywhere 
from a few dollars to more than $50  
per m onth  
Mystery charges

Mystery charges are often d is­
guised  w ith nam es like “Enhanced  
P hone Services" or “ABC A ccess 
C harge.” They can be for services 
such as personal 1-800 numbers, 
calling cards, or "club" mem ber­
ships Other charges may sim ply be 
a scam through w hich  you pay a fee 
and receive nothing at all in return 
The charges may also be a sign  that 
you  have been slam m ed, or 
sw itched  from one long distance 
;ompany to another without your 
approval

Som e com panies target visitors 
at county fairs, trade show s, d is­
count department stores, and res­

taurants They encourage people to 
register to w in  a car or boat by fill­
ing  out a  sw eepstakes entry form  
In reality, the form is an authoriza­
tion to change your phone service,

bill you for a calling card, or sim ply  
add an extra charge to vour phone 
bill
Negative options

Som e crammers use negative 
options, w hich  are illegal in  Texas. 
One form  o f  the negative option is 
junk m ail inform ing you o f a new 
phone service w hich w ill be turned 
on autom atically unless you send  
the com pany a letter rejecting the 
service

Another type o f  negative option  
is a check-off box on a sw eepstakes 
entry form To avoid changes in 
your telephone service, you must 
mark the check-off box There may 
be no explanation on the form tell­
ing you the purpose o f  the check-off 
box, or the explanation may be hid­
den in fine print 
Protect yourself

Local telephone com panies are 
required by law to include charges 
from other com panies on vour bill 
at the other company's request 
These can include legitim ate 
charges for long distance, paging, 
voice mail and other phone ser­
vices. However, your telephone

com pany w ill not know i f  charges 
are bogus unless you file a com ­
plaint.

T o avoid getting crammed:
•  R eview  your monthly phone 

bill carefully for unfam iliar

nam es, charges or descriptions 
o f  service W atch for 
unexplained charges from  
month to month.

•  Be careful w hen calling unfa­
miliar 1-800 or 1-900 numbers, 
especially those that ask you to 
enter an activation code or an­
sw er *yes' to a series o f  ques­
tions

•  Read the fine print on any prize 
offers, bonus checks or contest 
entry form s before you sign  
them

•  A sk detailed questions o f  any­
one w ho calls about your tele­
phone service, and ask to be 
sent written inform ation about 
charges, cancellation policies  
and refund polic ies related to 
the offer B e wary o f  anyone 
w ho cannot answer your ques­
tions or hesitates about sending  
you written details.

What to do
If your phone bill contains a 

charge for a service you  did not 
order, call the com pany that pro­
vides the service and ask to have it 
term inated A lso  ask for a refund 
o f  any charges you have already 
paid If this does not work, ask 
your local phone com pany for assis­
tance in rem oving it from your bill 

If you still find mystery charges 
on your phone bill, you may file a 
com plaint w ith our C onsum er Pro­
tection D iv ision  C all 1 -800-621-
