Farmers Advised 
To Avoid Losing 
Seed From Crop

This trade territory will have a 
fet'd shortage, all right. But what 
is worrying many cloee observers at 
this early stage Is tluit we will also 
have a seed shortage.

Since It Is estimate dthat less 
than 00 per cent cl Uic fanners’ 
seed reel's In Scurry County ai'e 
met each year from his own fields, 
growers are urged to hold up more 
tlian the normal amount ot seed 
this fall In order that they will 
have semething to start on when 
planting time rolls around.

Even though the drouth mlglit 
have c.aused feed to slirlvel and fall 
to develop to normal size, the ker­
nels are Just ns good fer seed pur 
poses as If they were full sl»ed 
Warning Is given, however, that 
premature Tains are fav'ty.

The federal govenimenl has Just 
announced beginning of a program 
to parrhasc seed stoclis to Insure 
sufficient seed foi planting of the 
1935 crep. Funds for the program 
are being made available from the 
enurgency drouth appropriation. A 
seed virocuremcnt office has been 
set up In Minneapolis, with branch­
es in other cities.

The drouth has cut down pro­
duction of good seed this year, and 
an additional danger lies In the 
fact that many farmers, because of 
grain crops ^ ing  below nomial, 
ml?ht be forced to use for feed grain 
that normally would be held for 
seed, K is panted out.
