cialist of Amarillo.

McCollum is cautioning producers
about the high concentration of ni-
trates in corn at this stage in the plant’s
growth, Corn doesn’t even have to be
drought-stressed to be high in nitrates
when it is at the tasseling and silking
stage of development. An Extension
Service publication (L-5146), avail-
able to producers through their local
county agents offers information on

through local county Extension offices
in the Panhandle,” said Bean. This is
used only for an initial screening and
only shows if high concentration is
present, not the level of nitrates. More
indepth analyses are performed by
trained toxicologists in facilities such
as the Texas Veterinary Medical Diag-
nostic Laboratory.

McCollum said producers should
start considering a plan to either har-
vest the corn as greenchop or silage as
soon as possible. If the corn is to be
grazed, there will be fewer problems
with nitrates because the leaf material
has a lower concentration

Wisconsin town can smell a winner

you are doing, and we want you
here

“Commonsense will tell you
if there 1s a farm in the area,
they are going to have odors,”
she said.

That sense doesn’t come as
easily to people fleeing the city
for a home in the countryside,
said Roger CIiff, of the Wis-
consin Farm Bureau Federation.

People who move into rural
developments often find they
don’t like the side effects of
living next to a farm, he said.
“There are a lot of conflicts as
there is development in rural
areas, in farm areas, around the
state,” Cliff said. “The neigh-
bors aren’t happy with the
farms.”

Wisconsin passed a “right-
to-farm” law in 1996.

“The law says if you are
there first and are carrying out

accepted agricultural practices,
then you are protected,” Cliff
said. “Those who move into the
neighborhood do soat theirown
peril.”

But the state right-to-farm

law does not offer protection

from local nuisance ordinances,
Chiff said
Merton’s right-to-farm pro

posal would basically copy the
state law, Kraus said. “I think it
is just something good, some-
thing nice, for the farmers,”
Kraus said.

Heston isn't gun shy

Q. What’s going on with Charlton
Heston?

A. He’s the new president of the
National Rifle Association (NRA).

Q. Who is he?

A. For you young people, Charlton
Heston was one of Hollywood’s biggest
stars 25 years ago. He played strong men
with convictions and the nerve to back
them up. He was as we imagined George
Washington, Davy Crockett, Jim Thorpe,
and Moses to be. And....he turned out to
be playing himself.

The press is having a field day covering
him. Most of them are young enough to
have never been exposed to a politician or
public figure who speaks his mind. They
never got to hear Truman, Goldwater,
Nader or Nelson Rockefeller. They expect
deception, double speak, half truth’s,
tricks and condescension.

Now, with Charlton Heston they are in
the presence of a fire-breather who makes
Jesse Jackson’s opportunist oratory seem
pale, house-speaker Gingerich’s fuddy-
duddiness seem frivolous and
vice-president Gore’s eco teapot sound
like the Pillsbury Dough Boy throwing a
tantrum.

Q. But what is Heston saying?

A. He is a believer in the right to bear
arms and isn’t timid about defending that

right. But in today’s bolitically correct
cocoon he is exposing himself to criticism
with his outspokenness. Anti-gun people
are hoping his rigid rhetoric will eventu-
ally trip him into shooting himself in the
foot. But it doesn’t seem to be hurting the
NRA'’s cause.

In spite of Charlton Heston’s unique-
ness or belligerence or narrow-minded,
uncompromising focus ... or because of it,
his message appears to be getting through
to a new generation. The NRA’s message
which simply says that the Second
Amendment (the right to bear arms) was
instituted by our founders to protect the
First Amendment (the right of free
speech).

Q. To protect the First Amendment
from who?

A. Not flag burners or deer hunters as
some might think. The First and Second
Amendment were put in place to protect
free men from a government, which by the
nature of any government, will continually
try to suppress the freedom of its people.

the stalks since nitrates are
higher in the lower portion of
the stalk,” he advised.

Greenchop and silage may
be safe because the entire plant
will be harvested and the ni-
trate in the stalk will be diluted
out by the leaf material. Some
nitrate problems can be reduced
by raising the cutter bar and
leave more residue in the field.

The nutritional value of im-
mature corn forage will contain
alittle less than 10 percent pro-
tein and from 58 to 64 percent
TDN. This compares well with
forage sorghum hay, said
McCollum.

Both specialists agree that it
may be possible to hay the corn

but there will probably be
some difficulty drying the for-

age enough to bale and avoid
spoilage.

“Green chop is another al-
ternative, and a goed option if
the producer has equipment
available day in and day out to

chop feed, but not so good if
the forage cannot be harvested
on a daily basis,” McCollum
said.

“Given the nutritive value,
green chop would be a good
feed for dry cows and growing
cattle that are not expected to
gainrapidly,” headded. A small
quantity of protein supplement
may be required for lactating
cows, young calves, and other

growing cattle where rapid gain
is expected.

Silage can be another alter-
native for putting up the forage
rapidly, storing it for future use,
and reducing nitrate problems.

“There are two main con-
cerns with this option,” said
Bean. In failed corn, there is a
lack of grain (carbohydrates)
necessary for adequate fermen-

tation to make good silage. The
second concern is moisture
content of the forage.
Ensiling will reduce the ni-
trate levels by about 50 percent.
So arelatively toxic forage can

become useful after this pro-
cess.

“If thisoption ischosen, then
a farmer might consider add-

ing some cracked corn to the
forage as itis ensiled. This will
provide carbohydrates for the
fermentation process,” said
Bean.

In amature corn plant, about
45 percent of the dry matter is
grain, so adding about 30 per-

centcornon adry basis to silage
would produce a good product.

“Anything less than 30 per-
centdry matter can lead to poor

fermentation and bleeding of

the silage. It may be necessary
to wilt the corn forage prior to
ensiling to bring the moisture
content down to 65 or 70 per-
cent,” said Bean.

“Right now, most corn in

the Panhandle has reached the
tasseling growth stage,” Bean
said. The forage yield will prob-
ably be about 30 to 35 percent
of the expected yield for full-
season silage.

"Within the Tenth Farm
Credit District, which serves
Alabama, Louisiana, Missis-
sippi, New Mexico and Texas,
there are producers who have
no forage crops, as well as those
who have excess hay," said
Ronda Spies, assistant vice
president of the association.

"Our goal is to put those who
have hay in touch with those
who need hay."

Plainview PCA makes short-
and intermediate-term loans for
production agriculture. It is
headquartered in Plainview
with field offices in Dimmitt,
Olton, Tulia, Friona, Floydada
and Muleshoe.
