Curl Gray of Big Sulphur, the 

Diamond M Ranch and Sam Hays 
are among ranchers and farmers 
who liave taken advantage recent­
ly of the contouring as.sistance of­
fered by the county agent.

An increasing number of demands 
for lines to be run for ccntourlng 
is reported by the agent. Plans are 
being worked out for working on 
many other county farms and randi­
es In the near future.

Contouring, points out the agent, 
usually means throwing two fur­
rows together at Intervals through 
the pasture, dcjicndlng on tlie slope.

Contouring has three main values; 
To aid in checking runoff water: to 
aid In checking wind erosion; and 
to prevent washing away of grass 
seed.

Ixmth had 
not announced late Wednesday, nor 
had an announcement been received 
from W. J .  Ely, west ward council­
man.

Interest in ('ounrilmen.
Interc.st In the city election, slated 

for Tuesday, April 6 . centers on 
tlie.se three rouncil races, since this 
Is an "off" year for otlier officials.

Mayor, the oUicr three council- 
men, li’.arslial, city .secretary, and 
city recorder were selected last year, 
and will not be before the voters 
again until 1938.

Couiiclhnen who are not up for 
election this April are: O. D. Mc- 
Glaun. north ward; Forest Scars, 
west ward; Willard Jones, e.ast ward. 
Tiie other officers are; Dr. H. G. 
Towle, mayor; John Lynch, mar­
shal; J  S. Bradbury, city secretary;

Names should be filed for the city 
ticket not later Uian Tue.sday. March 
16, In order that absentee ballots 
might be available in ample time 
for voting, the city secretary said 
yes teixlay.

coiifimx! to wheat, oats and barley 
alone. Garden pro.spccts arc ex­
cellent, and many a seed lias al- 
rvadj been planted. Pastures are 
perking up.

E’ruit, killed so often In this coun­
try by March and April freezes, is 
still promising much. It has been 
only slightly damaged by cold March 
nights. Blooms are to be found 
frequently on the earliest varieties.

Snyder's rainfall, somewhat below 
the county average, was exactly one 
inch—.7 prior to F’riday morning at 
8:00 o'clock, .93 from Friday morn­
ing until Saturday moniing. Tlie 
fall did not range lower than .75 In 
any locality, and climbed as high 
as 2’-.; Inches in a few scattered 
spots.

Itctter Ilian .Average.
March has already produced iil- 

mast as much rainfall as the month­
ly average for a '20-year period—1 . 10  
inches. January produced only .17 
of an Inch agalmst the average of 
.77. and February rainfall was only 
25 agaln-st the 20-year average ol 
.66 . Tlie.se are almost Invariably the 
two llglite.st rainfall nionths of the 
year, as shown by the chart at the 
bottom of piage one.

One-half of 
the full amount Is made available 
by the state, one-fourth by the coun­
ty. and one-fourth by the donatU ns.

Ranchers and farmers report that 
coyotes continue to destroy hundreds 
of dollars worth of lambs and other 
livestock, and they are determined 
to have a trapper on the jcb bi'forc 
the coyote breeding .sea.son begins.

A proposal for refinancing mq t̂ 
of tl’.e county's iiidebtednes.s. there­
by cutting down interest rates and 
b«.‘tterlng Scurry's credit rating, has 
been accepted by tlie Commission­
ers Court, and details of the program 
are being worked out by Brown-Cru- 
mcr Company and R A. Underwood 
A’ Company, Inc., bonding concern.>!.

Tlie bonding companies’ proposal 
Is subject to slight revision because 
of the complicated condition of 
Scurry County finances, points out 
Judge H. J . Bilce. Considerable 
time will bo required for conipletmg 
the refinancing process, but in the 
end It is expected to mean a con­
siderable saving to taxpayers.

Involves $300,000.
County indebtedne.ss of approxi- 

mah'iy $300,000 Is Involved In the 
proposal. Of this amount, $35,000 
U for the general fund, $152,000 for 
the road and bridge funds, and $1 1 2 .- 
000 is for the courtliou.se and Jail 
fund. All these figure.  ̂ are approxi­
mate only.

Tlie Interest rate on most of this 
indebtedne.«i.s has Ixcn six pier cent. 
The refinancing plan calls for rtte.s 
of lour, four and one-half and five 
pier cent.

All county Indebtedness with tlie 
exception of a balance of about $32.- 
000 due on the road bond ls.sues of 
1914 and a balance of about $92,000 
due on the road bond Ksue of 1918. 
will be Included under the proposal 
Tlic.se two Issues, on which the state 
pays a proprortionatc p>art, are be­
ing retired nt a low rate of interest 
and require no refunding.

The hysteria over the presidents 
Supreme Court message conceals tlic 
fact that the president makes very 
mild propoeals, quite wltliin th» 
Constitution and within the .scope cf 
congressional duty toward the court.

The Const.tution. which m a n y  
people erroneously believe to be 
strained by the president’s Supreme 
Court message, specifically direct; 
that OongTeas .shall regulate Su- 
fjreme Court procedure and Juris- 
dictlcn, and may ordain and estab­
lish any kind of an inferior court. 
It lan create new inferior courts 
never heard of before. It  did, on 
one lilstoric occasion, abolish the 
term of the Supreme Court and kept 
that body in a contlnucus vacuum 
for months. It could cut the sice 
of the court to three members—and 
the president could retain any three 
ho preferred—by and with the ad­
vice of the senate, after tlie rest of 
the court had been retired by law.

Roosevelt's mild measure Is to 
permit members of the high court 
to retire on full pay (something not 
legal now); or II the older ones (70 
years) do not care to retire, he can 
appoint one other man for each 
older Judge to help out with the 
heavy court duties.

Of course, the old question has 
been asked .so many tlines It is stale:

who Is riuining the country? Con­
gress—elected by the people—or the 
courts, appointed for life. So In the 
last analysis this argument over Uie 
court Is not a row between the presi­
dent rflid the court. Nor Is It (if any 
use to argue that the Constltutlua 
does not grant the court power to 
nullify a law of Congress. We have 
become used to that and accept it 
as If It were m the Constitution.

The same corporation lawyer lead­
ership is leading this fight against 
the president's short cut to a liberal­
ized United States that led the coun­
try uphill and then scurried down 
again. In all previous political anti- 
Roosevelt battles.

■you recall Uie natlon-wlcle tele­
grams, letters, editorials and bally­
hoo over the preeident’s holding 
company bill—the one to kill the 
useless and expcuislvu.and politically 
Immoral groups of flnan^crs who 
had their hands on every electric 
light and power compciny. Tlie same 
stuff tz being pulled again today; 
and I predict the .same re.sults. At 
this writing the noise U great—but 
keen analysis show.s the president 
will win his fight, easily In the liou.se, 
less easily In the senate—but he will 
win it.

Heavy - browed corporation law­
yers oppose the idea of a rejuve­
nated and liberalized Suiiwme Court, 
preferring eonstitutional amendment 
giving the federal government full 
(x>ntrol over wages, hours, commerce 
and everything else which the court 
has said wa-s ouUside Uie federal 
Jurlvitction. Tliey prefer, tliey say, 
.such an amendment to the presi­
dent’s court plan—but actually Uiey 
do not want any change In the situ­
ation at all. Tliey really want the 
old horse - and - l^ g y  and stales’ 
right situation to prevail. Tliat's 
tlie situation which has prevented 
the federal government from using 
Its full power for national crisis— 
and that's what the stand-patters 
like.

Actually, they would not endorse 
a preposed New Deal amendment to 
the Constitution at all. What they 
would do Is to see one safely launch- 
cxl—and then you "would see a dozen 
Liberty leagues spring up fully arm­
ed and financed by millions of dol­
lars.

The .same lawyers and propagan­
dists who now propose an amend­
ment in place ol the president's 
mild proposals, would be found to 
be In the fold ol thc.se wealUiy as­
sociations. rallying t h e i r  friends, 
giving expensive dinners, talking on 
the radio—and attacking such an 
amendment with the .same vigor they 
have attacked everything else Roose­
velt has proposed.

In time such an auiendment would 
be adopted, but it would take pos­
sibly 20  years; and by that time any­
thing could happen. This present 
administration of earnest liberals 
would have been retired—and there t 
la great danger of tremendous social 
uplteavais If something Is not done 
now to relieve the situation piresent- 
ed by an inability to deal directly 
with the social problems of this era. 
Offering the 9,000.000 unemployed 
a 20 -year amendment would not  ̂
make much of a hit. I  doubt if we 
could get through the next few years 
without great trouble unleas we have 
liberal courts, composed of men who 
see In the Constitution a grant of 
live power to meet all national crises 
with national resources and unified 
strength

000 In 1938 as her share of the twen­
ty-five million dollars appropriated 
to tlie Federal Bureau of Public 
Roads for secondary or feeder roads, 
and a like amount will be available 
for tlie same purpose In 1939.

VLsual education is effectively used in the recent 
report of the Great Plaiiw CommlttiH* (available from 
the government printing office for 40 cent-s), entitled 
‘'TTie Future of tli,‘ Great Plains ’’ Along with the 
several Uiou.snnd words of u.seful text arc plwtographs 
which tell graphically what the beauty of the platn-s 
area once was. Its distress today and .some of Uie 
means whlcli give promi.se of restoring of nature there.

One group of three photographs shows the luxuri­
ant growih of cra.ss which the Hayden expedition of 
1870 found in part.-, of eastern Wyoming which now. 
after e^ce^slvc cattle and slieep grazing, are covered 
mainly with sagebrusli. Another present-day ptioto 
shows a stretch of Wyoming “range” where continued 
over-grazing has destroyed even Uie sagebrusli. And 
beneath it a spread of overgrazed Nebraska sand 
hUls. where the rlclint'.ss of the original grass cover Is 
indicated by remauiing tufts on the top.s of a few 
wind-coned hummocks two feet or so above the sur­
rounding desert.

If one chertshr.s tbe supposition that the liuman 
hand is always an Improving Influence, such comp.irl- 
sons compel a few reservations and some stocktaking. | 
The western pgilns area Ls not the only one where such ; 
evidence could be gatliered. The vLsitor to Yorktown, j 
Virginia, finds acres of land grown over In slash pine | 
nnd ap(iarentlv unfit to support anything else, thou;<h 
tluil land—not then w.ashcd of its topsoil—was an ex­
panse of flourlsliiiig plantations when Wasliington 
besieged Cornwallis. Across the Alleghanies in the 
upper valleys of Ohio River tributaries one finds gul­
lying and sheet ero.ion of the soil a seriou.s problem.

Paint manufacturers in the United States a few 
years ago populartsed a slogan which ought to be ap­
plied with particular force to the preservation of 
America's soil; "Save the surface and you save all!” 
How true that is of the good earth that feeds the 
teeming millions whether In North America or else­
where! —

Fi'rtllity Is only plow-deep. Sometlme.s It is not 
even that deep, as in the ease of gras-slands cut up for 
wheat only to blow away in du.st stornv'i. When it 
happems to be deeper, mucli depends on how the 
plowing Is done as to whether fertility is conserved or 
lo.st. Tlic Great Plains report also gives visual exam­
ples of how contour plowing, strip cropping, basin list­
ing and terracing is being done to cheek the plant- 
food in soils that would otherwise become sterile.

And herein, along with other remedies dlscus cd 
In the report, lies the hope for reversing the process 
of depletion and for actually building up the soil re­
sources not only of that area from the foot of the 
Rockies down to Uie line of mid-Kan.sas but al.so other 
sections of the United States. In the Great Plains a 
revision of cropping and grazing practices to relieve 
the heavy overcrowding of the range is involved. In 
other sections state zoning of land for fann purposes 
may be advisable and often the federal piireha.'c of 
land foi reversion to timber Many fartor.s (liter in. 
such as tax refonn.s and a revision of the idea that a 
person may do v.hat he likes with his own property 
regardless of how it may affect his neighbors.

Tliirty-fiv;' million acres of former crop land. Paul j 
U Sears estimates in his "Deserts on the March." are 
now unfit for that it-e. Probably not all of tliel 
abandonment is ehargeablr to neglect, but if a foreign 
nutlon attempted to take even a fraction of tliat much 
useful ten dory away from America sovereignty there 
would be an international crisis and a call,to arms 
to rep«l the Invader. 17ie national re.sources would 
be mobilized. No one would think of leaving defen.se 
to lliase few who happen to be in the line of march.

A few more decade.s of normal population increase 
will lax, at pre.sent rates of food production, all the 
arable and grazing land of the United States. Every 
available nu*ans sliculd be used to prr.serve and build 
up that vital cover between vegetation and barren 
.subsoil. "Save the suiface and you save all.’’
