The squash bug is one of 
the most difficult pests to 
control in the home garden. 
This insect attacks the 
leaves of squash plants, 
causing them to wilt and die. 
Small plants may be killed 
entirely, as may larger plants 
attacked by large numbers of 
this pest.

The adult squash bugs are 
about 5-8 inch long, brown­
ish-black, flat backed; nym­
phs from 3-16 to 1-2 inch 
long with off-white bodies 
and black legs. The adult 
squash bug overwinters in a 
protected area and begins to 
show up on squash plants 
about the time small squash­
es are apparent. Mating then 
occurs and the female 
squash bug begins laying 
eggs on the underside of the 
leaves. These eggs are yel­
lowish-brown to dark brown, 
about 1-16 inch long, and are 
generally laid in groups of 
six to 24 eggs.

The nymphs hatch from the 
eggs in a week or two and 
congregate under the leaves 
or on the stems of squash. 
When either the nymphs or 
adults are crushed they give 
off a distgreeable odor. Both 
nymphs and adults feed by 
sucking sap from the plant.

Careful and frequent in­
spection of squash plants 
should be made. Adult 
squash bugs and eggs should 
be removed and destroyed 
when they begin to appear on 
the plants.

That 
sword unsheathed against 
evil was a good sword. All 
depends upon the purpose 
for which tne blade is to be 
used.

“ Without swords, coerced 
men aie compe’ led to cry 
peace when there is no peace 
and to surrender the most 
heavenly things to the most 
hellish forces. There is a 
sword bathed in heaven. If 
swords are in the hands only 
of those who cannot be trust­
ed with them, then the only 
peace possible between the 
Hon and the lamb, which, it is 
prophesied, shall some day 
lie down together, is for the 
lamb to lie down in.side the 
lion. There are present-day 
appeasers of evil who would 
label that arrangement peace. 
But a peace dictated by un­
ethical force is the peace of 
slaves.

“ A nation must be strong 
to make its word for peace 
effective. A peace gained by 
constant retreat because of 
the threatening blackmail of 
superior force is not r>eace. 
out war. It will be a day of 
incurring for all the free 
v.'orld if ever our nation, 
whose potential force is the 
greatest, refuses to back to

PROHIBITING THE MAIN­

TAINING OF DANGEROUS 
BUILDLNGS WITHIN THE 
CITY OF ROTAN, TEXAS: 
DEFINING “ DANGEROUS 
BUILDINGS” : DECLARING 
CERTAIN BULILDINGS TO 
BE NUI.SANCES AND UN­
LAWFUL: PROVIDING FOR 
NOTICE TO REPAIR OR 
REMOVE: PROVIDING FOR 
DEMOLITION THEREOF IN 
THE EVENT OF FAILURE 
TO COMPLY WITH SUCH 
NOTICES: PROVIDING FOR 
THE ASSESSMENT OF THE 
COST OF SUCH WORK AS 
A LIEN AGAINST THE PRO­
PERTY: PROVIDING A  PEN­
ALTY FOR VIOLATION OF 
THIS ORDINANCE; CON­
TAINING A SAVING AND 
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; 
PROVIDING THAT the PRO­
VISIONS OF THIS ORDIN-j 
ANCE ARE CUMULATIVE 
OF ALL OTHER ORDIN­
ANCES COVERING THE 
SAME SUBJECT MATTER,

WHEREAS, the City Coun­
cil of the City of Rotan finds 
that there are many obsolete, 
deteriorated and dangerous 
buildings within the City of 
Rotan which constitute fire 
hazards or are in such said 
buildings, or are unsanitary 
and in such a filthy condition 
as to constitute public health 
menaces; and

WHEREAS, the Council 
finds that the repair or re­
moval of such buildings is 
essential to the safety, 
health and general welfare of 
the citizens of Rotan, Texas; 
and

WHEREAS, the Council 
finds that existing regula­
tions are ordinances of the 
City of Rotan are in.sufficient 
'o  orovide for the satisfactory 

‘ of nuisances oc- 
'' existence of

in violation of this ordinance. 
The Building Inspector and 
his assistants are hereby 
authorized to conduct inspec­
tions of all such buildings 
suspected of being in viola­
tion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4. Whenever a 
violation of this ordinance 
has been discovered and re­
ported by an inspector under 
Section 3, the owner of the 
premises involved, and the 
occupant, if any, shall be 
given written notification of 
the nature of the violation 
and the date on which a re­
inspection shall be made to 
determine if the violation has 
been eliminated. No reinspec- 
iion shall be made until the 
person responsible for a vio­
lation under the provisions of 
this ordinance has been given 
a reasoable time to elimin­
ate the conditions constitut­
ing the violation.

SECTION 5. Whenever a 
dangerous building has been 
found to exist, and whenever 
the owner or accupant there­
of has failed to correct the 
condi Lions which make such 
building a dangerous build­
ing within the meaning of 
this ordinance, and when re- 
inspection of such premises 
by the Building Inspector re­
veals that the building con­
stitutes an immediate dan­
ger of injury to the occupants 
of said premises or to ad­
joining property or persons 
or to the public, and the cost 
of alleviating the conditions 
which go to make said build­
ing a dangerous building is 
not reasonably related to the 
value of the building, a no­
tice of intent to order the de­
molition of the building shall 
be served on the owner by 
the Building Inspector, by 
certified mail, to his post of­
fice address as shown on the 
city tax rolls: or, if his ad­
dress is unknown and cannot 
bv the exercise of reasonable 
diligence. be ascertained, 
such notice shall be served bj’ 
nublication for not less than

■> times urOhir- -r

* tion shall be fined in the sum 
not exceeding $200.00, and 
each and every day's viola­
tion chall oor.stitute a separ­
ate and distinct offense. In 
the event the owner or occu­
pant of any dangerous build­
ing shall be a corporation, the 
president, vice-president, sec- 
retarj', and treasurer of such 
corporation, or the manager, 
agent or employee of such 
i orpKJration shall be also se­
verally liable for the penal­
ties herein provided.

SECTION 8. The provisions 
of this ordinance are to be 
cumulative of all other ordin­
ances, or parts thereof, gov­
erning or regulating the same 
subject matter as that cover­
ed herein: provided, however 
that all prior ordinances or 
parts of ordinances inconsis­
tent or in conflict with any of 
the provisions of thi? ordin­
ance are hereby expressly re­
pealed to the extent of any 
such inconsistency or con­
flict.

SECTION 9. If any section, 
sub-section, sentence, clause 
or phrase of this ordinance 
is, for any reason, held to be 
unconstitutional or invalid, 
such holding shall not affect 
;he validity of the remaining 
portions of this ordinance. 
The Council of the City of 
Rotan hereby declares that it 
would have passed this ordin­
ance and each section, sub­
section, sentence, clause or 
phrase thereof irrespiective of 
the fact that any one or more 
sections, subsections, senten­
ces, clauses or phrases be 
declared unconstitutional or 
invalid.

SECTION 10. The City 
Secretary is hereby authoriz­
ed and directed to publish the 
descriptive caption of this or­
dinance, together with the 
penalty provision contained 
herein, in the manner and for 
the length of time prescrib­
ed by law.
