Teacher shortage

AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) —
Teachers are in short supply
in Texas, says the director of
placement in The University
of Texas College of Educa-
tion.

Dr. William Bennie at-
tributes the shortage to a
number of factors: the ‘job -
scare’’ in education several
years ago when an oversupply
of teachers caused students to
go into other fields; the
declining enrollment in educa-
tion because of continuing low
pay for teachers, and the
movement into Texas of more
families.
